Assists Aircraft Electricians by performing the simpler and more routine duties of the aircraft electrician trade and working with the journey level workers as instructed.  Prepares or gathers all necessary tools and equipment for project or assignment.  Assists in the disassembly, repair, modification, assembly, testing, maintenance, and installation of electrical systems, equipment, and accessories in fixed or rotary wing aircraft.  Lifts and carries tools, equipment, and supplies.  Assists journey level aircraft electricians by marking, pulling, selecting, and stripping wire; connecting wire to specified terminals; selecting, installing, and operational testing of electrical accessories, harnesses, and equipment on aircraft; repairing and assembling electrical equipment.  Lifts and carries tools, equipment, and electrical supplies.  Hands tools to journey level aircraft electricians, as required. 
STANDARDS:

A.  Typically gathers necessary tools and equipment in an efficient manner.

B.  Usually assists aircraft electricians by effectively gathering appropriate tools, equipment, and work materials.

C.  On a regular basis, reliably performs simple and routine tasks of the trade.

Under close supervision, learns to perform the more advanced work of the aircraft electrician trade as a means of developing trade skills and gaining knowledge of the trade.  Learns to read and use work orders, blueprints, schematics, sketches, manufacturers’ catalogs, and repair manuals.  Learns to use tools and equipment to complete tasks.  Learns to disassemble, repair, reassemble, and test aircraft electrical systems, equipment, and accessories on fixed or rotary wing aircraft.  As training progresses, less supervision is required.

STANDARDS:
A.  Regularly accomplishes work accurately and in accordance with instructions provided by higher grade employee.

Uses and accounts for all tools and equipment such as screwdrivers, pliers, wire cutters, automatic strippers, drills, soldering equipment, heat guns, electric and pneumatic power tools, and other specialized tools of the trade.  Picks up all tools and equipment after completion of project or assignment.  Cleans all tools and equipment and places in designated compartments, racks, bins, carts, lockers, etc.  Sweeps, dusts, and removes trash to keep work area clean and orderly.

STANDARDS:
A.  With few exceptions, properly uses and accounts for all types of hand and/or power tools and equipment required to accomplish assigned duties.

B.  On a regular basis, appropriately maintains tools, equipment, and work area.

Performs shop support work.  Working with a journey level aircraft electrician as instructed, prepares records of action taken on work order requests, preventive maintenance schedules, written instructions, etc., and obtains required coordination and signatures.  Receives supplies and equipment.  Verifies stock numbers, quantity, and nomenclature on associated paperwork.  Notifies supervisor of discrepancies.  Stores supplies and equipment in proper bin or rack according to nomenclature, size, and available space.

STANDARDS:
A.  Most of the time, accurately completes up-to-date record of action taken and assures documentation is properly signed and coordinated in a timely manner.

B.  Typically receives, validates, and stores supplies and equipment effectively and in accordance with instructions.

Utilizes safety practices and procedures following established safety rules and regulations to maintain a safe and clean work environment.  Uses and assures proper fit of required safety equipment and clothing.  Follows federal and state rules when storing, using, handling, labeling, and disposing of hazardous materials and waste in accordance with environmental standards.  Performs clean-up duties such as cleaning equipment, sweeping, straightening, and lining up tools and other property in the assigned area.  

STANDARDS:
A.  Consistently operates equipment in a safe manner, applying established safety rules and regulations to minimize minor violations and to avoid major violations due to employee error or negligence.

B.  Promptly informs the supervisor, journey level, or higher grade employee of accidents and/or damages to supplies or equipment or of any observed unsafe practices in accordance with established policies and procedures.

C.  Complies with environmental laws and regulations when working with chemicals and disposing of toxic and hazardous waste.

RECRUITMENT KNOWLEDGES, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES (KSA):
1.  Ability to follow directions and work closely with others.

2.  Ability to follow safety regulations and procedures.

3.  Ability to learn technical practices to select tools and carry out the aircraft electrical work assigned.

4.  Ability to learn to use and maintain hand tools such as screwdrivers, pliers, wirecutters, automatic strippers, drills, soldering equipment, heat guns, electric and pneumatic power tools, and other specialized tools of the trade.

5.  Ability to learn to read and use electrical drawings and wiring diagrams.

6.  Ability to learn to receive and store tools, equipment, and supplies.

CLASSIFICATION CRITERIA:

1.  Skill and Knowledge

-- Ability to learn to apply the basic principles and practices related to the aircraft electrician trade.

-- Ability to learn aircraft electrical principles, components, and assemblies to assist higher grade workers.
-- Ability to use common hand tools and equipment associated with the aircraft electrician trade.

-- Ability to perform specific tasks in support of higher level work in compliance with specific instructions.
2.  Responsibility

Receives continuous supervision from the supervisor or a journey level aircraft electrician who gives detailed instructions on new assignments and closely reviews work in progress and upon completion.  Supervisor or an experienced aircraft electrician is readily available to resolve problems or answer questions.  Simple, routine tasks are performed without close supervision after they are learned.

3.  Physical Effort

Frequently climbs up and down ladders, check stands, work platforms, scaffolding, and aircraft structures while making repairs or installations.  The work requires long periods of standing and considerable kneeling, bending, stooping, stretching, and working in hard to reach places requiring awkward and strained positions.  Frequently lifts parts and equipment that weigh up to 20 pounds unassisted, and occasionally up to 50 pounds with assistance of lifting devices or other workers.

4.  Working Conditions

Works in hangars and on flight lines.  Subject to drafts, noise, and varying temperatures in hangars and weather, temperature, and noise extremes on flight lines.  Exposed to dust, dirt, grease, oil, fumes, solvents, and other aircraft fluids while working on aircraft in various stages of repair or modification.  Exposed to the possibility of abrasions, cuts, burns, electrical shock, skin and eye irritation, and falls from elevated work areas, e.g., check stands and aircraft structures.  May be subject to exposure to potential injury from turning rotors or jet blast during engine run ups.

Other significant facts pertaining to this position are:
1.  Shift work may be required.

2.  Position requires the ability to discern colors, contrast, and depth.

3.  The work may require the employee to drive a motor vehicle.  An appropriate, valid driver’s license may be required for the position.

CLASSIFICATION SUMMARY:

CLASSIFICATION STANDARDS USED:  OPM Job Grading Standard for Trades Helper Jobs, TS-3, November 1968; and OPM Job Grading Standard for Aircraft Electrician, WG-2892, TS-55, June 1989.

CLASSIFICATION REMARKS:  The JGS for Trades Helper Jobs describes two types of positions.  This position is developed for use when employees will perform tasks as a means of developing trade skills and gaining knowledge of the trade to move to intermediate and journey levels.  This position is not a part of a formal apprentice program and is not targeted to a higher grade.  The Helper in this position is assigned to a journey level worker who works with and instructs the employee in performing duties common to the trade.  Advancement depends upon selection for higher grade position.

NOTES TO USERS:  
1.  This position is established to develop trade skills and gain knowledge of the trade.  If your position requires performance of WG-05 level tasks on a continuing basis, and is not intended to be developmental in nature, Duty 2 should be removed.  This change will not impact the use of this document as an Air Force Standard Core Personnel Document (SCPD).  Do not change the SCPD Number for this or other minor modifications.

2.  SCPD was updated 05/13/03.  The following updates were made:

Updated SCPD developed and classified office symbol to HQ AFPC/DPCMC.

Non-critical duties were changed to critical duties.

*Performance standards, as needed, were changed from absolute to non-absolute.

*Performance standards may be edited locally but changes must be in accordance with appropriate appraisal guidance.  Absolute performance standards are acceptable only in cases where a single failure would result in loss of life, injury, breach of national security, or great monetary loss.
