Evaluates and recommends programs and development plans for new construction, renovation, and improvements of real property facilities including utility systems, utilizing a professional knowledge of architecture.  Performs programming for the accomplishment of operations and maintenance (O&M), military family housing (MFH), non-appropriated fund (NAF), host-tenant, host-nation, real property maintenance by contract (RPMC), and/or military construction (MCP/MilCon) programs/projects.  Projects are typically associated with a wide variety of architectural facets which interface with other engineering specializations and are typically large or complex.  Facilities involved are used to carry out a variety of operations and/or used by a number of different activities.  Applies standard architectural theory and practices to assigned projects; and adapts standard practices on more complex features.  Conducts site/facility surveys to gather preliminary information and validate requirements.  Conducts studies and economic analyses of new proposals to determine feasibility of renovation or modification versus new construction to meet requirements and to determine if there are funding/scheduling conflicts.

STANDARDS:
A.  Routinely ensures present and future programming recommendations are realistic, achievable, and make efficient use of resources.

B.  Normally prepares programming documentation/packages, cost estimates, and other required reports within established time frames.

B.  With few exceptions, effectively deals with contacts in a manner that promotes good working relationships.

A.  Normally ensures engineering/architectural recommendations are based on a consideration of emerging technology.

B.  Usually uses computer resources in an effective manner.

In conjunction with the primary duty of programming/base development, on a less frequent basis performs work in the construction management, design, and/or operations and maintenance(O&M) functions.  Monitors/manages construction projects for new construction, renovations, and improvements to real property facilities from start to finish including performance of preconstruction site surveys all the way to completion of as-built drawings.  Prepares/reviews designs for a variety of real property facilities construction projects, determining design criteria, putting together cost estimates and time schedules, preparing architect and engineer (A&E) statements of work, etc.  Performs a wide range of engineering/architectural duties surrounding O&M functions to encompass the maintenance, repair, upgrade, and operation of a variety of infrastructure facilities and utilities.

STANDARDS:
A.  With few exceptions, effectively monitors construction projects as assigned.

B.  Typically completes design assignments effectively and within established time frames.

C.  Regularly works assigned O&M projects in an effective and timely manner.

-- Professional knowledges and abilities applicable to a wide range of architectural duties

-- Broad understanding of state and local jurisdictions over the use of land and natural resources, the construction of facilities and utilities, and the distribution of utilities services.

-- Comprehensive knowledge of the installation/command mission and organization.

-- Ability to plan and monitor large-scale architectural projects to ensure compliance with applicable objectives, standards, and requirements.

-- Ability to modify standard practices and adapt equipment or techniques to solve a variety of problems

-- Ability to adapt precedents or make significant departures from previous approaches to similar projects in order to provide for the specialized requirements of some projects

-- Ability to apply the standard practices of related engineering disciplines as they relate to programming/base development.

Factor 2, Supervisory Controls






Level 2-4
450 Points

The supervisor sets overall objectives and resources available.  The employee and supervisor, in consultation, develop the deadlines, projects, and work to be done.  The employee is responsible for planning and carrying out the assignment; resolving most of the conflicts which arise; coordinating the work; and interpreting policy in terms of established objectives.  The employee keeps the supervisor informed of progress and potentially controversial matters or far-reaching implications.  Completed work is reviewed in terms of feasibility, compatibility, and effectiveness in achieving objectives.

Factor 3, Guidelines







Level 3-3
275 Points

Guidelines include standard instructions, technical literature, agency policies and procedures, manufacturers’ catalogs and handbooks, precedents, and standard practices in the area of specialization/assignment.  The architect independently selects, interprets, and applies the guides, adapting them when necessary to meet the requirements of the assignment.  Exercises judgment in applying standard engineering/architectural practices to new situations and in relating new work situations to precedents.

Factor 4, Complexity







Level 4-4
225 Points

Assignments typically contain combinations (e.g. two to five) of complex features.  Work at this level typically involves the application of standard engineering/architectural practices to new situations and relating new work situations to precedent ones and, in addition, the modification or adaptation of new techniques, and making compromises with standard guidelines.

Factor 5, Scope and Effect






Level 5-3
150 Points

Purpose of the work is to investigate and analyze any of a variety of problems or conditions and to provide or recommend ways of dealing with them.  The engineering/architectural determinations affect the design or operation of equipment or facilities with regard to the economy, efficiency, and safety of the systems involved.

Factor 6, Personal Contacts






Level 6-2
25 Points

Personal contacts are with a number of employees in the installation/command such as engineers and engineering technicians in other disciplines, other architects, contractors, space managers, and shop employees.

Factor 7, Purpose of Contacts






Level 7-2
50 Points

In addition to the exchange of information, the purpose is to plan and coordinate work efforts with co-workers, discuss technical requirements of equipment with manufacturers and resolve any problems in its use, discuss contract requirements, and generally clarify problems and reach agreement on overall plans and schedules.  The persons contacted are usually working towards a common goal and generally are cooperative.

Factor 8, Physical Demands






Level 8-1
5 Points

Work is principally sedentary although there may be some walking or bending involved in activities such as inspections of installed equipment or construction-stage visits.

Factor 9, Work Environment






Level 9-1
5 Points

Work is usually performed in an office setting although there may be occasional exposure to conditions in buildings under construction or contractors’ plants.

Other significant facts pertaining to this position are: 
1.  Work may occasionally require travel away from the normal duty station on military and commercial aircraft.

2.  The work may require the employee to drive a motor vehicle.  An appropriate, valid driver’s license may be required for the position.
