Develops goals and objectives that integrate organization and Housing Flight objectives.  Researches, interprets, analyzes and applies Air Force, MAJCOM, and base instructions, manuals, pamphlets, and directives.  Establishes policies and procedures for accomplishment of housing assistance to eligible members.  Plans and schedules work in a manner that promotes a smooth flow and even distribution.  Coordinates plans and schedules with other organization managers and customers as appropriate.  Identifies need for changes in priorities and takes action to implement such changes.  Plans work to be accomplished by subordinates, sets and adjusts short-term priorities, and prepares schedules.  Assigns work to subordinate employees based on organization priorities and consideration of difficulty and requirements of assignments such that the experience, training, and abilities of staff are effectively utilized to meet organization and customer needs.  Balances workload and provides advice, guidance, and direction on a wide range of (functional area) and administrative issues.  Structures assignments to create effective and economical positions.   Coordinates with other organization managers and customers as appropriate.  Reviews organization mission, functions, and manning.  Identifies requirements and initiates requests for additional resources including personnel, overtime, equipment, supplies, and space to ensure success in meeting goals and objectives. Develops, modifies, and/or interprets performance standards.  Explains performance expectations to employees and provides regular feedback on strengths and weaknesses.  Holds employees responsible for satisfactory completion of work assignments.  Appraises subordinate workers performance ensuring consistency and equity in rating techniques.  Recommends awards when appropriate and approves within-grade increases.  Hears and resolves employee complaints and refers serious unresolved complaints to higher-level management.  Initiates action to correct performance or conduct problems.  Effects minor disciplinary measures such as warnings and reprimands and recommends action in more serious disciplinary matters.  Prepares documentation to support actions taken.  Identifies employee developmental needs and provides or arranges for training (formal and on-the-job) to maintain and improve job performance.  Encourages self-development.  Approves master leave schedule assuring adequate coverage for peak workloads and traditional holiday vacation time.  Demonstrates sensitivity to ideas of subordinates. Performs facility assessments of military housing and develops maintenance, repair, and improvement programs through interior and exterior facility inspections.  Determines expenditure for repairs needed between occupancies housing units.  Performs housing requirement surveys and other studies; approves self-help projects, monitors self-help program; and ensures resident maintenance is being performed.  This includes the forecasting of scheduled maintenance and repair and identification of upgrade projects indicating scope and the facilities involved.  Manages Yard of the Month Program, and Appliance Replacement Program including cost estimates; and maintains keys control procedures.  Investigates, mediates, and resolves complaints or allegations of wrongdoing brought by residents.  Assists in establishing and maintaining housing facilities long-range plan and maintains general officer quarters five-year plans, where applicable.

STANDARDS:

A.  Typically plans and manages military family housing maintenance programs in an effective manner.

B.  Promptly investigates residents’ allegations and mediates disputes to resolve problems.

C.  Normally provides effective recommendations for housing improvements based on housing requirement surveys and studies.

Serves as primary quality assurance evaluator (QAE) for contracts such as housing maintenance and furnishings management.  Prepares statements of need, develops quality assurance surveillance plans, develops inspection schedules, and coordinates modifications to contracts.  Approves contractor expenditures and sets performance standards.  Coordinates the operation, maintenance, and repair of housing assets to include maintenance, painting, cleaning, alterations, and inspections.

STANDARDS:

A.  Typically ensures that all phases of the contracts are being met and the proper statistics, records, requirements, and documentation are maintained.

B.  Normally coordinates the operation, maintenance, and repair of housing assets to ensure timely maintenance, painting, cleaning, alterations, and inspections in a satisfactory manner.

C.  Statements of needs, quality assurance surveillance plans, and inspection schedules, surveillance checklists, and modifications to contracts are almost always accurate and completed in a timely manner.

RECRUITMENT KNOWLEDGES, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES (KSA):  
1.  Knowledge of military housing management procedures and general business practices relating to the management and utilization of government owned and leased housing facilities, quarters, and grounds maintenance.

Knowledge of construction, maintenance, repair, and improvement practices, as well as the methods and procedures involved in determining acceptable work performance of trades and crafts associated with the maintenance of housing facilities, and of quality assurance evaluation procedures for government owned and leased facilities. 

3.  Knowledge of safety and security regulations, practices, and procedures.

4.  Skill in formulating local occupancy directives, instructions, and brochures concerning the occupancy and utilization of housing inspections and related technical studies; determining feasibility of repairs and improvements within the framework of established cost targets; and scheduling or coordinating repair, maintenance, and renovation activities.

5. Ability to plan, organize, and direct the functions and staff of a small to medium sized organization.

6. Ability to communicate effectively, both orally and in writing.

SUPERVISORY CONTROLS:

The Housing Manager makes assignments by defining functional responsibilities, priorities, and deadlines, and assists in solving controversial or unusual problems.  Projects are reviewed to determine that the objectives are met and for compliance with established policies, written, and/or oral instructions, and Air Force regulations and manuals.  Completed work is evaluated for technical soundness of conclusions and decisions, and for conformance to policies and requirements.  Methods and techniques used to accomplish assignments are not usually reviewed in detail.

The Housing Facilities Element is involved in work that is complex clerical and technical in nature.  The work performed has geographic coverage of the local installation. 

-- Effect:

The work promotes installation level mission readiness through the provision of adequate housing accommodations for members and their families.

Factor 2, Organizational Setting





Level 2-1
100 Points

The employee is accountable to a the Housing Flight Chief who two or more levels below the first SES or general officer, equivalent in the direct supervisory chain.

Factor 3, Supervisory and Managerial Authority Exercised

Level 3-2c
 450 Points

The incumbent plans and schedules work to be accomplished by subordinates, sets and adjusts short-term priorities; assigns work in consideration of employee skills and mission requirements; develops performance standards and rates subordinates’ performance; advises employees on work and administrative matters; implements methods and procedures to improve organizational performance; and identifies and provides for employee training and development.  The employee also recommends selection of candidates for positions; recommends position structure changes; takes disciplinary actions and hears and resolves formal employee complaints and grievances as delegated by higher level management; and assesses and revises policies and procedures as needed to find ways to improve quality, timeliness, and efficiency of work.  The employee in supervising the Housing Element performs all 10 of the elements listed in Level 3-2c. 

Factor 4, Personal Contacts

Subfactor 4A- Nature of Contacts




Level 4A-1
25 Points

Personal contacts include subordinates, military personnel, and members of the local community.  Other contacts are with officials from other base organizations and supervisors and employees within the housing office.  The contacts are usually established on scheduled or routine basis at the employee’s workplace, the resident’s quarters, or within the local area.

Subfactor 4B- Purpose of Contacts




Level 4B-2
75 Points

The primary purpose of contacts with applicants/residents is to receive and provide information and resolve problems.  Considerable coordination is required with the housing staff and some other base organizations.  Contacts with residents who complain about maintenance, insect problems, etc., require the employee to resolve problems and differences of opinion among employees and residents.  Such contacts may require skill in approach or methodology to obtain desired effect.

Factor 5, Difficulty of Typical Work Directed



Level 5-4
505 Points

The position is responsible for providing direction and supervision over work at the GS-07, that best characterizes the nature of the basic, mission oriented, nonsupervisory work performed in the organization and which constitutes 25 percent or more of the workload (not positions or employees) of the organization.

Factor 6, Other Conditions





Level 6-2
575 Points

The work supervised or overseen involves inspection, maintenance, and monitoring of maintenance contracts for housing facilities on the installation.  The work involves complex clerical and technical  work comparable to the GS-07 level  that requires coordination within the element to ensure consistency of inspections, maintenance, and contract monitoring, and conformance of the work with local guidelines and AF policy.

Other significant facts pertaining to this position are:

1.  Work may occasionally require travel away from the normal duty station on military or commercial aircraft.

2.  Professional housing technical certification is desirable.
