HQ AFPC/DPFCS may waive the requirement to submit abbreviated reports, depending on the nature of the incident and the number of casualties.


	Multiple Reportable Casualties

When multiple casualties make it difficult to submit standard reports in a timely manner using assigned casualty services personnel or a CAST, use the appropriate abbreviated Casualty Report (see attachment 13) to initially report casualties.

When an incident occurs, if possible, the CAR immediately contacts HQ AFPC/DPFCS by telephone at DSN 665-3505 for approval of abbreviated reporting.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
If telephone contact is impossible, the MPF commander determines if abbreviated reporting is necessary.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
Immediately submit items A through D on an abbreviated report (see attachment 13).

As soon as additional information becomes available, submit another abbreviated Casualty Report for the remaining items.

Enter “CONFIRM DELIVERY ACTION ADDRESSEES” in the Special Instruction block (see paragraph 2.26).
