The CAR should assign specific duties to CAST members so they can meet reporting and notification requirements.

The CAR should establish and maintain communication with the battle staff to provide and obtain vital reportable information.

The standard Death Report is submitted if it does not delay notification to the next of kin (NOK).

NOTE:  Normally, this report is submitted when it does not involve multiple casualties to report.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
Abbreviated Casualty Reports are submitted when there are multiple casualties.

NOTE:  HQ AFPC/DPFCS may waive the requirement to submit Abbreviated Casualty Reports, depending on the nature of the incident, and number of casualties.

The bomb caused damage to the building where the Personnel Support for Contingency Operations (PERSCO) team conducted daily operations.  Most of their equipment was destroyed; however, communication lines are limited.
