Eligibility Reporting System/Real-time Automated Personnel 1D System
(DEERS/RAPIDS) Version 6.0.1.15

1. HQ AFCA has reviewed the provided list of changes. The technical changes include
the replacement of Netscape with Microsoft Crypto Services and changing the Secure
Sockets Layer firewall port from 5403 to 443, After reviewing all the identified changes
to your system, we concur that DEERS/RAPIDS version 6.0.1.15 is considered a minor
modification and therefore does not meet the criteria for requiring a certificate of
networthiness.

2. SAF/AQ Command, Control, Communications, Computers, and Intelligence Support
Plan (C41SP) policy memo, dated 13 Jun 00, requires HQ AFCA provide a
recommendation as to networthiness of systems that use AF communications and
information infrastructure. It further states that a certificate of networthiness is required
prior to production and fielding systems that use the AF communications and
information infrastructure. Since DEERS/RAPIDS version 6.0.1.15 is considered a
minor modification and does not change network performance, operations, or security,
AFCA determines a certificate of networthiness is not required.
