	Summary: PARTIAL FIX:  This is a partial fix for 54.6. A new Lookup table is being included in this patch.  In addition, as soon as the Lookup table is applied, a script will be run on production to identify erroneous code combinations in order that the components can correct the SOID/POID code combinations prior to P54.11 when new business rules will be applied. These new business rules will impact position validation, mass change in data element, individual 800 actions, mass realignments, and individual 790 actions.
