Label unknown or unconfirmed items “TO BE SUPPLEMENTED” or “UNCONFIRMED” respectively, and report or confirm the information as soon as possible in a supplemental report.

Do not label any item “TO BE SUPPLEMENTED” if there is reportable information available that would be of interest to family members or of value to the addressees of the report.  Instead, label such information “UNCONFIRMED.”

Label any item not required or not applicable “N/A.”

If the location or geographic coordinates are classified, so state and include them in a classified supplement.

If it is a flight position, also indicate the:

Flight's home base or origin.

A3.6.5.2.2.
Base of last departure.

A3.6.5.2.3.
Final destination.

A3.6.5.2.4.
Flight's last radar or radio position.

EXAMPLE:  IN THE AREA NEAR VALDEZ, ALASKA, ON 12 MAR 98, AT APPROXIMATELY LATITUDE 61 DEGREES, 10 MINUTES NORTH AND LONGITUDE 146 DEGREES, 30 MINUTES WEST.  BASE OF ORIGIN/LAST DEPARTURE:  EIELSON AFB AK.  FINAL DESTINATION:  EIELSON AFB AK.

Item F—Date and Time of Loss:

A3.6.6.1.
Use local date and approximate local time.

A3.6.6.1.1.
EXAMPLE:  12 MAR 98/1514L.

A3.6.6.2.
If submitting a Missing Report after having initially submitted a DUSTWUN Report, be sure the local date and approximate local time are the same as reported in the DUSTWUN Report, unless there is evidence to substantiate a different date and time.

A3.6.7.
Item G—Circumstances:

A3.6.7.1.
Furnish an accurate and explicit account of the circumstances leading to the current status of the individual so HQ AFPC/DPFC and intermediate commanders are aware of all facts available to the reporting commander.

A3.6.7.2.
Never report this item as "unknown."

A3.6.7.2.1.
At a minimum, report the information on which the commander based the member's status and confirm the information as soon as possible.

A3.6.7.3.
Report the local date and time that search personnel first arrived in the area.

A3.6.7.3.1.
Explain if conditions prevent aerial or ground search.

A3.6.7.4.
If the casualty resulted from an aircraft accident or incident, state whether that aircraft was military, aero club, private, or civilian, and state the aircraft's designation.

A3.6.7.5.
Report military crew position of record or actual position at time of the accident or incident and the type of aircraft and mission.

A3.6.7.6.
When recommending a person be placed in a missing status, a detailed account of the circumstances surrounding the casualty, except non-duty status ANG and USAFR members, is very important.

A3.6.7.6.1.
HQ AFPC/DPFC will further categorize the casualty as missing in action, detained, captured, etc. based on the information provided (see section U, Missing, for definitions).

A3.6.7.6.2.
Commanders must include all information available that may have a bearing on accurately categorizing the missing person.

A3.6.7.7.
In hostile situations in which the disappearance is considered to be due to hostile action, and active search and rescue efforts are impossible, state "NO SEARCH PROGRESS REPORTS REQUIRED" and give the reason why.

A3.6.7.8.
EXAMPLE:  AN F-16 AIRCRAFT ON A ROUTINE TRAINING MISSION, AND CLEARED FOR THREE LOW APPROACHES AT VALDEZ, AK, LOST RADIO/RADAR CONTACT AFTER SECOND APPROACH AT 1514L.  AERIAL SEARCH BEGAN 12 MAR 98, 1700L, BY 24TH STRATEGIC RECONNAISSANCE SQUADRON, EIELSON AFB AK.  PILOT/AIRCRAFT COMMANDER.

Item H—Date of DD Form 93:

A3.6.8.1.
Enter date of member's latest DD Form 93.
A3.6.8.1.1.
EXAMPLE:  2 FEB 97.

A3.6.9.
Item I—Persons Notified or To Be Notified:

A3.6.9.1.
Report the name, relationship, and address of persons listed on the member's DD Form 93.

A3.6.9.2.
For overseas addresses, include the Postal Service Center (PSC) box and the APO or FPO.

A3.6.9.3.
Report persons listed in item 9 of the DD Form 93 only if they will receive the death gratuity payment or if they appear elsewhere on the form.

A3.6.9.4.
Report the name, relationship, and address of designated SGLI beneficiaries who will actually receive insurance proceeds if not previously listed on the member’s DD Form 93.

A3.6.9.5.
If all persons listed on the DD Form 93 are deceased, report the name, relationship to the member, and address of any other NOK listed on:

A3.6.9.5.1.
DD Form 1966 series, Record of Military Processing - Armed Forces of the United States, located in Section 4 of the member’s UPRG.

A3.6.9.5.2.
Any other documents within the member’s UPRG listing NOK.

A3.6.9.6.
If one or more persons listed on the DD Form 93 are active or retired military, so state and report their grade and service.

A3.6.9.7.
If one or more persons listed on DD Form 93 are deceased or in ill health, so state.

A3.6.9.8.
EXAMPLE:  SHIRLEY A. JONES, SPOUSE, 1328 LIBERTY ST, SAN ANTONIO, TX 78244; JOSEPH D. JONES, SON, SAME AS SPOUSE, JOSEPH (NMI) JONES, FATHER, 601 COOK ST, BARRACKVILLE, WV 26559; KATHRYN A. JONES, MOTHER, SAME AS FATHER.

A3.6.9.9.
When reporting that a family member is missing overseas, give the full name, relationship to the member, address and telephone number of each relative the sponsor desires to be notified.

A3.6.9.9.1.
EXAMPLE: JOSEPH (NMI) JONES, FATHER, 601 COOK ST, BARRACKVILLE, WV 26559; 200-345-6789; KATHRYN A. JONES, MOTHER, SAME AS FATHER.

3.6.10.
Item J—Notification Source, Date, and Time:

A3.6.10.1.
Report who notified which persons from item I (see A3.6.9).

A3.6.10.1.1.
Include the local date and time they made the notifications.

A3.6.10.2.
If the member's commander or a designated representative notified the NOK, state his or her grade, name, and assigned organization.

A3.6.10.2.1.
EXAMPLE:  LT COL SUSAN E. MATTHEWS, 21ALS, RANDOLPH AFB TX NOTIFIED (name and relationship) ON 13 MAR 98 AT 1500L.

A3.6.10.3.
If someone outside the Air Force notified the NOK, state the person's name and title or organization, if applicable.

A3.6.10.3.1.
EXAMPLE:  SHERIFF JOHN A. BLACK, KENT COUNTY SHERIFF, NOTIFIED (name and relationship) ON 14 MAR 92 AT 1415L.

A3.6.10.4.
When the NOK wish to notify other family members, state the NOK's name and relationship and when they notified or will notify the other family members.

A3.6.10.4.1.
Call HQ AFPC/DPFCS as soon as the NOK notifies the other family members.

A3.6.10.4.1.1.
EXAMPLE:  MRS. MARY E. JONES, SPOUSE, WILL NOTIFY (name and relationship) ON 13 MAR 98 AT 1630L; WILL CALL HQ AFPC/DPFCS WHEN ACCOMPLISHED.

A3.6.10.5.
If notification was made to a person on behalf of minor children not living with the spouse, state who made notification and the name of the person notified.

A3.6.10.5.1.

EXAMPLE:  REQUEST HQ AFPC MAKE NOTIFICATION TO THE FOLLOWING PERSONS:  JOSEPH (NMN) JONES, FATHER, AND KATHRYN A. JONES, MOTHER, SAME AS ITEM J.

A3.6.10.7.
If notification is not advisable due to special circumstances such as ill health, state the reason.

A3.6.10.8.
If the address of anyone listed on DD Form 93 is unknown and that person has not been notified, tell what efforts the Air Force has made for finding the person (who you queried, the results, etc.).

A3.6.10.9.
See AFI 36-3002, paragraph 3.8 for notifying the NOK of foreign nationals in the US under the auspices of the Air Force.

A3.6.11.
Item K—Search Progress Reports:

Enter the total number of persons in each of these categories still unaccounted for:

Air Force military personnel.

Civilians.

A4.6.2.1.3.
Family members.

A4.6.2.1.4.
Military personnel from other US Services.  Specify Services.

A4.6.2.1.5.
Military personnel from foreign countries.  Specify countries.

Item C—Search and Investigation Data:

EXAMPLE:  SEARCH DAY WAS LAUNCHED AT 0850L USING 50 AIRCRAFT FROM CIVIL AIR PATROL, US COAST GUARD, AND AIR FORCE.  WEATHER IN THE PRIMARY SEARCH AREA WAS GOOD PERMITTING THOROUGH COVERAGE.  A HIGHLY EXPERIENCED GROUND SEARCH TEAM FROM ALASKA STATE PARK SYSTEM WAS FLOWN OVER THE SEARCH AREA TO EVALUATE THE POSSIBILITY OF PERFORMING GROUND SEARCH.  THEY STATED THAT THE AMOUNT OF SNOW AND DANGER OF AVALANCHES PRECLUDE A GROUND SEARCH AT THIS TIME.  PRIMARY SEARCH AREA IS FROM 25 MILES SOUTH TO 50 MILES NORTH AND 35 MILES WEST TO 8 MILES EAST OF VALDEZ, ALASKA.  PLANS FOR TOMORROW’S SEARCH INCLUDE EXPANSION OF THE PRIMARY AREA.  SUMMARY OF SEARCH AS OF 13 MAR 98:  154 SORTIES, 330.8 HOURS AND COVERAGE OF 3, 250 SQUARE MILES.

A4.6.4.
Item D—Changes in Casualty Status:

A4.6.4.1.
Report all evidence that might support a future change in casualty status, including descriptions of:

A4.6.4.1.1.
The area in which the incident occurred, including its terrain (mountains, desert, jungle, etc.) or water conditions (currents, depths, sharks, distance to land, waves, temperatures, etc.).

A4.6.4.1.2.
The weather conditions in the area, such as  snow, winds, floods, temperatures, etc.

A4.6.4.1.3.
The physical condition of personnel, including known injuries or evidence that any of the persons involved are incapacitated (specify which persons).

A4.6.4.1.4.
The clothing and personal equipment available to improve chances of survival.

A4.6.4.1.5.
Relevant background information on specific personnel, such as swimming ability, survival training, and anything in the past that shows personal behavior, habits, or hobbies that would increase or decrease chances of survival.

A4.6.4.1.6.
Estimate how long the missing individuals could survive.

A4.6.4.1.7.
Report any information that indicates the Air Force should change a person's status to AWOL or deserter.

A4.6.4.1.8.
EXAMPLE:  MOUNTAINOUS TERRAIN WITH DEEP CREVICES, FREQUENT AVALANCHES REPORTED,  SNOW COVERED; MODERATE WINDS.  WEATHER CONDITIONS GOOD; HOWEVER, CAN CHANGE ON SHORT NOTICE.  ARCTIC GEAR, FANNY PACK, ON BOARD.  PER SQUADRON COMMANDER, MEMBER WAS PREVIOUSLY AN AWARD-WINNING MEMBER OF A CROSS-COUNTRY SKI TEAM IN MICHIGAN.  BASED ON MEMBER’S CONDITION, TERRAIN, AND CLIMATE, SURVIVAL POSSIBLE FOR 4-6 DAYS, IF NOT SERIOUSLY INJURED.

A4.6.5.
Item E—Information of Interest to NOK:

A4.6.5.1.
Report any information that would be of interest to NOK, such as:
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A4.6.5.1.1.
The condition of other family members.

A4.6.5.1.2.
Participation of family members in search operations.

A5.6.5.1.3.
Arrival or departure of family members in search area.

A4.6.5.1.4.
Well-being of children.

A4.6.5.1.5.
EXAMPLE:  SPOUSE ARRIVED IN ALASKA TODAY AT 1300L.  SHE HAS BEEN PROVIDED LODGING ON BASE AND IS BEING PERSONALLY ESCORTED AND ADVISED OF SEARCH EFFORTS BY COLONEL ROBERT MORRIS, DEPUTY COMMANDER OPERATIONS.

A4.6.6.
Item F—Search Discontinued:

A4.6.6.1.
Report the local date the Air Force discontinued the search and give the reasons why, such as presence of hostile forces, inclement weather, darkness, etc.

Report the number of survivors or remains recovered, if any, and when appropriate Casualty Reports will follow.

Indicate local date and time search will resume, if applicable.

EXAMPLE:  MEMBER HAS A MINOR CASE OF FROSTBITE AND FRACTURES TO THE LEFT FEMUR AND TIBIA.  HE IS ALERT AND HIS MORALE IS GOOD.  HE HAS BEEN TRANSPORTED TO THE BASSETT ARMY HOSPITAL, FORT WAINWRIGHT AK.  ESTIMATED HOSPITALIZATION IS 2 WEEKS.

A5.6.6.
Item F—Message to NOK:

A5.6.6.1.
The member may provide a personal message that HQ AFPC/DPFC immediately forwards to specified NOK.

A5.6.6.2.
EXAMPLE:  ADVISE PARENTS THAT MEMBER FEELS FINE AND WILL BE HOME ONCE RELEASED.

Item G—Evacuation Plans:

Provide any information on plans to:

Return the individual to CONUS.

Admit the individual to a hospital.
