Hello Career Broadener!
INFORMATION:

With advanced technology comes advanced WEB applications.  Employees serviced by Bolling AFB now have several WEB online services available to them.  Since all Career Broadeners are serviced by Bolling, you are able to take advantage of these online services.  Now you don't have to put up with busy telephone lines or take a trip to the personnel office.  These WEB pages have a variety of information, and you can even conduct these transactions from your home computer.  However with any new tool, it is very important that you read the instructions for each online service.    
The following provides key applications that may be of interest to you.  In order to access these applications, you'll first need to log on through the AFPC Secure Login WEB page.  If you do not have a USERID/Password, you can create one when you enter the Login Web Page.  Here's the link (https://www.afpc.randolph.af.mil/afpcsecure) but, before you run off into cyberspace, it would be wise for you to review the following information we compiled:     
 
ONLINE CAREER PROGRAM REGISTRATION:   Career program registration and selection of geographic location codes can now be completed online for employees at bases serviced by AFPC/DPC for benefits and entitlements.  Bolling AFB is one of those bases.  Online registration is an option available through the career program directorate homepage, each program’s home-page, or the AFPC/DPC homepage.  Registration is accessible twenty-four hours a day.  Employees may still complete their registration by submitting an AF  Form 2675 to the Bolling CPF.   
After you enter the site, click on  the tab labeled "OCPR" and follow the instructions for entering your new registration.   
 
Things to be aware of:  
-  Each registration is considered a new registration.  This means that pre-existing registration data is replaced with the new information. 
-  It is recommended that you print out an AF Form 2675 prior to registering online.  This will help you construct your GEOLOC code.
-  Unless you are registering for a specific position within a geographic location, it is recommended to end your GEOLOC with WZZ.  This will ensure consideration at the specified location for all positions for the career program(s) you identified.
-  After entering the new data, make sure you click on the "CAPTURE" button.  Otherwise the information you entered will not take effect and the existing information drops out. 
 
Print and retain your registration confirmation page. 

We recommended that you go back and preview your registration information.

BENEFITS AND ENTITLEMENTS:    The Employee Benefits Information System (EBIS) Web Transactions Web site allows you to conduct on-line Health, Life, and Retirement benefits transactions.  If you encounter problems completing a web transaction, you can call the BEST Automated System at 1-800-997-2378.  If you need to speak with a BEST Benefits Counselor, counselors are available Monday through Friday, excluding Federal holidays, from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. CST.  An alternative to using the BEST Web pages to complete benefits transactions is to use the BEST Automated System.  It is available seven days a week except between 12:00 a.m. to 3:00 a.m., Central Standard (Daylight Savings) Time (CST/CDT).  If you are calling from within the San Antonio calling area - area code 210, you should dial 527-2378.  Outside of the San Antonio calling area, please call 1-800-997-2378.  
To obtain information on each of the menu items listed below, you must first logon through the AFPC Secure Login WEB page.  After you logon, click on the tab labeled "EBIS."  Once you have entered the EBIS WEB page, you have a choice of navigating through the EBIS menus or, with EBIS still open, you can return to this email and access topics through the underlined entries below .... whichever is convenient for you.
