Please submit your Component nomination packages to the DLAMP office by close of business December 3, 2004.  If DLAMP does not receive the required number of nominations, additional calls will be made to the Components or directly to participants.  A DLAMP PME Nomination sheet with first line supervisory signature and Component endorsement must accompany each nomination package.


Please encourage participants to consider their career plan when selecting their preference for PME Schools.  We strongly recommend that participants review each PME School’s mission, curriculum focus, and student body profile before prioritizing school selections.  Participants are requested to select a primary and alternate PME preference on the DLAMP PME Nomination Sheet.  However, applicants should only enter preferences for schools that, if selected, they are prepared to attend.  As applicable to Component requirements, include a copy of the continuing service agreement with each nomination package.  A summary of each PME School’s application requirements, along with supplemental forms for the National Defense University (NDU) is enclosed.


All Component nominations are subject to additional screening by DLAMP and selection by the PME institution.  Applications to NDU for both the Industrial College of the Armed Forces (ICAF) and National War College (NWC) will undergo a board selection process at NDU.  NDU selections are made without regard to Component board rankings.


At a minimum, a secret level clearance is required to attend a senior PME school.  Nominations submitted for NDU must include documentation of a current secret level security clearance.  A top-secret level clearance may be required for selective courses and PME activities because of access to classified information.  Upon selection, the individual PME School will notify participants of security clearance requirements. 


Please remind participants that the DLAMP National Security Foundation (NSF) course must be completed prior to attending a senior level PME School.  Participants who have submitted PME nomination packages for AY 2005-06 will be priority placements for the NSF course.  DLAMP is currently accepting enrollment requests for the NSF course.  The FY05 course schedule is posted on the DLAMP web site, www.cpms.osd.mil/dlamp in the “Participant Information Center.”
