SUBJECT:  Department of Defense (DoD) Identification (ID) Card Information Package








The Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness has established policy for two new identification cards in a memorandum dated May 5, 1998.  The attached Fact Sheet provides general information on these new ID cards:  the United States DOD/Uniformed Services Civilian Geneva Conventions Identification Card (DD Form 2764) and the Department of Defense/Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 2765).





In January of 1996, the Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Civilian Personnel Policy (DASD(CPP)) identified requirements for standardized bar coded civilian ID cards to track employees who are mobilized in support of military operations and civilian employees stationed overseas. In the past, employees mobilized in support of military operations have carried a manually prepared Geneva Conventions Identity Card (DD Form 489), and civilian employees stationed overseas have carried the United States Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 1173).  The DD Form 2764 will be issued to individuals identified on the attached list of Categories of Individuals Eligible for the United States DoD/Uniformed Services Geneva Conventions Identification Card (DD Form 2764).  The DD Form 2765 will be issued to sponsors who were previously eligible for the DD Form 1173, specifically to categories of individuals identified in the attached list of Categories of Individuals Eligible for the Department of Defense/Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 2765). 





All DD Forms 489 and DD Forms 1173 remain valid until their expiration date, and both will continue to be issued at sites that cannot produce the new automated bar coded forms. 


























The attachments consist of a Fact Sheet, a list of Categories of Individuals Eligible for each card, Questions and Answers concerning each card, and a color sheet of Sample ID Cards depicting the front and back of the new cards.  Please use the material to ensure that the card is recognized throughout DoD and the Military Departments.

The United States DOD/Uniformed Services Civilian Geneva Conventions Identification Card (DD Form 2764) will be issued to Emergency Essential (E-E) employees, essential contractor personnel, and non-combatant civilians who are deployed in conjunction with military operations overseas.  See  the attached Categories of Individuals Eligible for the United States DOD/Uniformed Services Civilian Geneva Conventions Identification Card (DD Form 2764). 





The Department of Defense/Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 2765) will be issued to eligible sponsors who are not members of a Uniformed Service, specifically those categories of individuals identified in the attached Categories of Individuals Eligible for the Department of Defense/Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 2765).


  


Both cards will be available at an initial test site, the 510th Det B in Heidelberg, Germany, starting in June 1998.  Full deployment to all RAPIDS sites will begin in July.  There will be no change in entitlements or in the period of time for which the cards are valid.  


 


The cards are similar in appearance to the Uniformed Services Identification Card currently issued to members of the Uniformed Services, their dependents, and other eligible individuals.  Both new cards will incorporate a digitized black and white photograph of the bearer, bar codes containing pertinent machine-readable data, and printed identification information.  The tan cardstock and holographic laminate used for the DD Form 1173 will be used for both new cards.

DD FORM 2764








1.	Emergency-Essential employees as defined in DoD Directive 1404.10.





2.	Essential contractor personnel when employed in regions of combat who are subject to capture and detention by the enemy as prisoners of war.





3.	Civilian noncombatant personnel who have been authorized to accompany military forces of the United States in regions of conflict, combat, and contingency operations and who are subject to capture and detention by the enemy as prisoners of war.





NOTES:





N1.	The DD Form 2764 is NOT to be overstamped “OVERSEAS ONLY.”  Eligible individuals who are permanently assigned overseas will have the word “OVERSEAS” printed within the Authorized Patronage block of the identification card.





N2.	The Authorized Patronage block for eligible individuals permanently assigned within CONUS will be blank.  Travel orders authorize access for these individuals while en route to the deployment site.  





N3.	During a conflict, combat, or contingency operation, all individuals with a DD Form 2764 will be granted all commissary, exchange, MWR, and medical privileges available at the site of the deployment, regardless of the statements on the identification card. 





N4.	The medical block on this card will contain a statement, “When TAD/TDY or stationed overseas on a space-available fully reimbursable basis.”  However, civilian employees and contractual services employees providing support when forward deployed during a conflict, combat, or contingency operation are treated in accordance with the ASD(HA) memorandum of


January 8, 1997, “Medical Care Costs for Civilian Employees Deployed in Support of Contingency Operations.”  This policy states that it is not considered practicable or cost effective to seek reimbursement from civilian or contractor employees or third party payers for medical services.  However, where a civilian or contractor employee is evacuated for medical reasons from the contingency area of operations to a medical treatment facility (MTF) funded by the Defense Health Program (DHP), normal reimbursement policies would apply for services rendered by that facility.�

DD FORM 2765








1.	Medal of Honor recipients and honorably discharged veterans rated by the VA as 100-percent disabled from a Uniformed Service-connected injury or disease (other than current or retired members of the Uniformed Services).





2.	Former members having reached age 60 and entitled to receive retired pay.  Former member refers to an individual who is in receipt of retired pay for non-Regular service under Chapter 1223 of 10 U.S.C., who has been discharged from the Service, and who maintains no military affiliation.





3.	Foreign personnel in the following categories:





	3.1.	Active duty officers and enlisted personnel of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) or the Partnership for Peace (PFP�) countries serving in the United States under the sponsorship or invitation of the Department of Defense or a Military Service.





	3.2.	Active duty officers and enlisted personnel of non-NATO countries serving in the United States under the sponsorship or invitation of the Department of Defense or a Military Service.





	3.3.	Active duty officers and enlisted personnel of NATO countries who, in connection with their official NATO duties, are stationed in the United States and are not under the sponsorship of the Department of Defense or a Military Service.





	3.4.	Active duty officers and enlisted personnel of NATO and non-NATO countries, when serving outside the United States and outside their own country under the sponsorship or invitation of the Department of Defense or a Military Service; or when it is determined by the major overseas commander that the granting of such privileges is in the best interests of the United States and such personnel are connected with, or their activities are related to, the performance of functions of the U.S. military establishment.





	3.5.	Civilian personnel of NATO and non-NATO countries attending training in the United States under the sponsorship of the Department of Defense Security Assistance Training Program.





4.	Civilian personnel in the following categories:





	4.1.	Civilian personnel of the Department of Defense and the Uniformed Services, when required to reside in a household on a military installation within the Continental United States (CONUS), Hawaii, Alaska, Puerto Rico, and Guam.

DD FORM 2765 (Continued)








4.2.	Civilian personnel of the Department of Defense, the Uniformed Services, and other Government Agencies, and civilian personnel under private contract to the Department of Defense or a Uniformed Service, when stationed or employed in foreign countries.  





5.	Contract surgeons overseas during the period of their contract.  





6.	Uniformed and non-uniformed full-time paid personnel of the Red Cross assigned to duty with the Uniformed Services within the CONUS, Hawaii, Alaska, Puerto Rico, and Guam, when required to reside in a household on a military installation.  





7.	Uniformed and non-uniformed full-time paid personnel of the Red Cross assigned to duty with the Uniformed Services in foreign countries.  





8.	Area executives, center directors, and assistant directors of the United Service Organization (USO), when serving in foreign countries.  





9.	United Seaman's Service (USS) personnel in foreign countries.  





10.	Military Sealift Command (MSC) civil service marine personnel deployed to foreign countries on MSC-owned and -operated vessels.  





11.	Ship's officers (civilian employees, not commissioned officers) and members of the crews of vessels of the NOAA (33 U.S.C. 857-4).  





12.	Officers and crews of vessels, lighthouse keepers, and depot keepers of the former Lighthouse Service.





13.	Individuals eligible for Transition Assistance Management Program (TAMP) benefits (Chapter 58 of 10 U.S.C.).  These individuals shall be issued a DD Form 2765 (with a TA overstamp) showing expiration date for each benefit, as shown on the reverse of the card.





14.	Voluntarily separated members of the Army, the Navy, the Air Force, and the Marine Corps who are eligible and approved for payment of a Special Separation Benefit (SSB) or the Voluntary Separation Incentive (VSI) annuity program; have been on active duty for more than 6 years; have served at least 5 years of continuous active duty immediately preceding the date of separation; and the date of separation is on or before September 30, 1999 (10 U.S.C. 1174a and 1175).  Those individuals shall be issued an overstamped DD Form 2765 showing expiration date for each benefit, as shown on the reverse of the card.

Q.	To whom will the new United States DOD/Uniformed Services Civilian Geneva Conventions Identification Card (DD Form 2764) be issued?


A.	The DD Form 2764 will be issued to Emergency-Essential employees, essential contractor personnel, and non-combatant civilians mobilized in support of military operations in compliance with DoDI 1000.1.  For more details on specific categories of entitled individuals, see the attached Categories of Individuals Eligible for the United States DOD/Uniformed Services Civilian Geneva Conventions Identification Card (DD Form 2764).





Q.	Will the DD Form 2764 be issued to any new categories of individuals who were not eligible to receive the DD Form 1173?


A.	The only new category are Emergency Essential personnel residing within CONUS.  This


	is a minimal increase of only a few hundred personnel.  	





Q.	Will benefits and privileges change for individuals receiving the new DD Form 2764?


A.	No.  The benefits and privileges are the same as those conveyed with the DD Form 1173.	





Q.	To whom will the new Department of Defense/Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 2765) be issued?


A.	The DD Form 2765 will be issued to eligible sponsors who are not members of the Uniformed Services.  For more details on specific categories of entitled individuals, see the attached Categories of Individuals Eligible for the new Department of Defense/Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card (DD Form 2765).





Q.	Will the DD Form 2765 be issued to any new categories of individuals?  


A.	No.  However, eligible foreign personnel will now be issued an automated DD Form


	2765 in lieu of a manually prepared DD Form 1173.





Q.	Will benefits and privileges change for individuals eligible for the new DD Form 2765? 


A.	No. The benefits and privileges are the same as those conveyed with the DD Form 1173.





Q.	Can the DD Form 2765 or the DD Form 2764 be prepared manually?


A.	No.  The new forms are only available as a machine readable cards.  There are no manually prepared versions of these forms.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS (Continued)








Q.	Can an individual possess more than one ID card? 


A.	Yes.  An individual may possess multiple DD Forms 2765; for example, a Medal of


	 


Honor recipient who is also a civilian employee overseas. 





However, an emergency-essential civilian stationed overseas will only need the DD Form 2764 which conveys the appropriate benefits and privileges, instead of both a DD Form 1173 and a DD Form 489 as in the past.  





Q.	What do the new cards look like?  


A.	Both cards are tan, credit card sized, display a digitized black and white photograph of the bearer, and have bar codes containing pertinent machine-readable information.  The same cardstock and holographic laminate used for the DD Form 1173 will be used for both of the new cards. 


	


Q.	What do the bar codes contain?


A.	The bar codes contain basic card holder identification data and unique check digits that allow association of a particular card with a specific bearer.





Q.	When will the new cards be available?  


A.	Software for the new cards will be fielded incrementally starting in June 1998 with


Europe and the Western Pacific.  The new cards should be available at all RAPIDS sites


by June 1999.





Q.	What will happen if I visit a RAPIDS site that does not have the new software?


A.	An automated DD Form 1173 will be issued in lieu of a DD Form 2765.


In lieu of a DD Form 2764, you will either be issued a manual DD Form 489, or you


will be directed to a site with authority to issue a manual DD Form 489.   





Q.	Are the DD Forms 489 and 1173 held now invalid?  


A.	No.  These cards continue to be valid until they expire.  





Q.	Is there a deadline for replacing the DD Forms 1173 and 489 for those eligible for the DD


Forms 2764 and 2765?


A.	No deadline has been established. 





Q.  	Are dependents eligible for the DD Form 2764 or the DD Form 2765?


A.	No.  All dependents will continue to be issued the DD Form 1173.
