· The Personal and Family Readiness Program has programs and services to assist assigned 

      personnel and their families before, during and after deployments.  The Readiness Program is

      also responsible for writing and implementing base contingency/readiness plans 

· The Transition Assistance Program (TAP) manager also heads the Career Focus Program, assisting everyone in the community with extensive employment resource center 

· The Career Focus Program expanded its partnership with host nation support organizations integrating monthly workshops on employment in the tri-base community, federal employment workshop and resume/cv writing workshop

· The Personal Financial Management Program offers full range of service 
· Air Force Aid Society (AFAS) in cooperation with Army Emergency Relief and Navy/Marine Corps Relief Society serve the joint forces

· Relocation Assistance Program quite active as newcomers, as well as all departing members, utilize services, which include programs, briefings, and information on local issues.
