PURPOSE

-To provide information on the 355th Wing, Air Combat Command (ACC), Davis-Monthan AFB                            Family Support Center located in Tucson, Arizona.  

BACKGROUND

- The Davis-Monthan AFB Family Support Center opened its doors on 14 April 1987 and our all Voluteer Family Services section open on 20 July 1965.  The Air Force realized there is a direct correlation between a member’s quality of life and their ability to successfully accomplish the mission.  The FSC is open to all active-duty members, single military members, National Guard and Reserve members, retired military, DoD civilians and all of their families.   The FSC’s core function is matching individuals and families with the right resources to meet their specific needs.

     -- The DMAFB FSC branch consists of 10 authorizations

-- 10 Civilians, GS-12 - GS-4

-- 2 Air Force members, 1 MSgt, 1 TSgt

-- 1 Department of Economic Services (DES) Job Service employee

-- 3 Volunteers, which assist our FSC for an average of 6 hours each week

- Family Readiness
--Hearts Apart – Activities for family members whose spouses are TDY/Deployed or on unaccompanied assignment.  Open to all military families.

--Morale Calls – Morale calls from home.  One 15-minute call per week for families of members deployed.

--Video Teleconference Calls – Video phone offer a chance to see family members through a video monitor while talking to them on the phone.

--AFAS Calling Cards - $20.00 calling cards for members use to call home an anytime during deployments.

-- Give Parents A Break – Free child care the 2nd and 4th Saturday of each month at the Child Development Center and Youth Center.

   -- E-mail – Dedicated computers for sending and receiving e-mail between deployed members                and family.

   -- Car Care Because We Care – Designed to keep the Primary Family vehicle of deployed active duty Air Force members in top running condition.

   -- Deployed Souses Newsletter – Keep current with what is happening around the base.  Newsletter published monthly and sent out through individual squadrons.

   -- Deployment/Return & Reunion Brochures – Different Brochures available for most deployment situations.

   -- Welcome Home Banner Event – Make a welcome home banner for your love ones and learn about issues that may be encountered upon return.

- Services and Activities
--Air Force Aid Society – AFAS is a non-profit organization that helps the Air Force take care of its won emergencies through interest-free loans or grants for basic needs.

--Personal Financial Management Program (PFMP) – Meeting financial obligations and goals are common objectives of every person and family.  Provides financial counseling and assistance with budgeting.  

--Information and Referral (I&R) Services – Each family’s needs are different and there are many agencies on and off base, staffed by specialists who can assist with specific needs.

--Volunteer Resource Program (VRP) – Looking for an interesting and rewarding experience?  Become a volunteer both on and off base.

--Family Life Programs – The demands of the military family are enormous!  Even the best families are finding it increasingly difficult to keep in step with the demands.  We provide programs for children ages 4 and under.  

--Relocation Assistance Program (RAP) – Moving to a new base or community is normal part of life in the Air force, but still a major life event for the family.  The FSC helps single and married members, DoD civilian and their Families prepare for relocation to a new base and adjust to life at the new base once they get there.

--Family Services (FS) – Family Services offers a variety of services to the base.  They provide Base brochures and Household item loan closet.  

--Career Focus Program (CFP) – The Career Focus Program has the resources to help you with an effective job search and resume review. 

--Transition Assistance Management Program (TAMP) – If you are separating or retiring from the Air Force, the TAMP program can help you and your family by providing Transition counseling, Career planning, Resume and Interview workshops.  

-- Readiness Program – Readiness is being able to meet the demands of today’s Air Force.  The Readiness Program offers information, education, and personal readiness counseling to assist in preparing for deployment and remote.

-- Department of Economic Security (DES) Job Service – The Arizona Department of Economic Security, Job Service, has placed a branch office at DMAFB Family Support Center.  A variety of services are available to veterans (retiring/separating) from active duty.

 - Total Force Commitment
-- (Services to Guard and Reserve) The Davis-Monthan AFB Family Support Center assist all other military branches including the Air National Guard, Army National Guard, and Army, Navy and Marine Corps reserves.   We provide Family Support Center program services to all Guard and Reserve members and their families.  Provide Emergency Assistance with loans or grants for all mobilized Guard and Reserve personnel.  Also assist all Guard and Reserve members with literature on base information for most military branches.    

-- (Services to DoD civilian employees) Assist Davis-Monthan AFB civilian employees with all Family Support Center program and services.  The FSC’s core function is matching individuals and families with the right resources to meet their specific needs.    
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
