- The Little Rock AFB Family Support Center opened its doors in Jun 1986

  -- Mission Statement: Family Support Team providing services which contribute to Air Force mission success in the areas of Personnel Readiness, Family Adaptation, and Sense of Community through Leadership Support, Inter-Agency Collaboration, and Informal Community Connections

-- Vision Statement: Base Family Support Center Team Working Towards a Consistent, Extraordinary Family Support System

-- The base is located in Jacksonville Arkansas with numerous small towns in close proximity to the base and one large town, Little Rock, where base personnel live and interact

- Staff

-- The center consists of 11 authorizations

--- 1 GS-12, 4 GS-11s, 3 GS-9s, and 1 GS-5

--- 2 Air Force members, 1 MSgt, 1 TSgt

--- Varying Number of Volunteers (Usually minimal)

--- 2 VA Work Studies

- Family Readiness

-- The base deploys personnel frequently and in large numbers because of the mission of the 463rd AG (AMC) and the 189th AW (Guard). AETC also deploys as mission dictates. Every person deploying is briefed by the FSC either one on one or in mass briefings and spouses are always invited to attend, and they are sent cards explaining all available services. The FSC participates on all mobility lines that are real world and during exercises when possible. The FSC is involved in pre-deployment, deployment, and post-deployment activities. A spouse support group called SKIT (Spouses Keeping It Together) is very active with the Readiness NCO as a member.
