- The Mountain Home FSC opened its doors September 1986 and functions as the focal point for family related issues affecting quality of life and mission readiness.  Mountain Home AFB is located in a fairly isolated area of southern Idaho, described as high desert.  Therefore, the FSC serves active duty members and their families as well as a large DOD civilian and retiree population.  The National Guard and Air Reserve are also included in the total number serviced of 15,667.  The FSC team anticipatesd challenges and workingwith commanders, units, and the local community, develops proactive programs to support family needs.
