BSC AFIT Short Course Procedures

1. QUOTA DISTRIBUTION: Quotas were computed based on projected spring FY end strength for BSC. 

A. AFIT distributes quotas to BSC Chief Consultants. Quotas are computed based on projected FY04 end strength for BSC. 

B. BSC Chief Consultants will allocate quotas and send the selected individuals' AFIT packages to AFIT by 1 Sep each year. Eligibility criteria should be used during the selection process. 

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA: Individuals who attended an AFIT funded course in the previous FY are not eligible. CRS is not a requirement; however, it may be a discriminator. AFIT will not fund more than the "member" fee for O-4 and higher (i.e., non-member registration fee) if attending an organizational meeting. 

2. COURSE SELECTION: Individuals select a course per below criteria, gain MTF/organization's BSC Executive approval, and submit AFIT application package (AF Form 1983, program brochure and AFIT TDY Worksheet) to respective BSC Chief Consultant NLT 15 Aug each year. If your facility has an Education Office, it is highly recommended you route the package through that office.; Course dates must be with the approved FY; however, it is recommended courses in Oct be avoided if at all possible. AFIT will allow some flexibility for courses offered at the beginning of the fiscal year, however no course should start prior to 15 October.

COURSE CRITERIA: Per Education and Training Announcements (ETCA), requested courses must offer at least 6 CE credit hours or 6 class hours per day. For the BSC, CME application packages are coordinated by the designated BSC Executive at the medical treatment facility or organization. Selection will be by respective Associate Chief. Only courses that earn category 1 credit by one of the professional organizations are authorized. 

3. NOTIFICATION: BSC Chief Consultants will forward names/packages to AFIT/CIME by 15 Sep each year. 

4. ORDERS: AFIT/CIME will send confirmation letter to selects, cut orders and fax/e-mail them to the members Ed & Training office (where available). 

5. TRAVEL VOUCHER: Individual will submit copy of completed/filed travel voucher to AFIT/CIME upon return from course.
