TIME ON STATION (TOS) REQUIREMENTS





A reminder that minimum TOS requirements for CONUS to CONUS moves is three years, and CONUS to overseas is two years.  We will not automatically reassign nurses the minute they hit the 3 year TOS mark, as the goal is to fill valid requirements, not just move people around.  It stands to reason, however, that those who have met TOS minimums are those who will be looked at first to fill requirements. 





It is possible to move non-career officers (with less than four years active duty) who do not have minimum TOS requirements, but with at least one year at the current base, but ONLY to meet Air Force needs.  The non-career officer TOS option exists to meet critical needs or because of unique circumstances, it does not mean that officers new to the AF should expect to be able to PCS after a year.  The Nurse Corps rarely has a need to move non-career officers prior to the routine minimum TOS requirements noted in the previous paragraph.    Please remember that AF mission dictates whether or not moving a non-career officer with one year TOS is the most prudent course of action.
