HOW WAS THE NEED FOR THE PROGRAM DETERMINED:  183,800 women are expected to be diagnosed with breast cancer this year in the United States.  This is a DoD mandated program.  Within this facility, physicians and nurses were administered a pre-test to assess knowledge regarding breast care issues.  All participants received a score of 50% or less indicating a need for more education on this topic.  

SUMMARY OF CONTENT:  An overview of breast cancer was provided.  Discussion included survival rates in relation to stage of disease, breast cancer screening and detection techniques, common mammographic findings and detailed guidelines on performance of a systematic clinical breast examination.  Appropriate follow-up strategies for breast abnormalities were identified including clinical indications for diagnostic and management referral.  Local and systemic therapies for breast cancer and the associated psychosocial issues were discussed.  

SUMMARY OF PARTICIPANTS’ COMMENTS:
Individuals indicated that this was an excellent/informative program that should definitely be continued.  They were horrified by the poor attendance at this offering of the activity.  Summary of critiques is attached.
