Course Summary: This advanced operative dentistry course is designed to update the general practitioner in current preventive philosophies, the clinical application of modern restorative materials, and esthetic dentistry treatment modalities.  Topics include caries risk assessment, preventive restorative treatment planning, periodontal tissue management, conservative and complex amalgam restorations, restoration of endodontically treated teeth, anterior and posterior esthetic restorations, minimally invasive dentistry, direct / indirect veneers, and a review of current dental materials used in restorative dentistry today.  The clinical portion of the course will incorporate a variety of operative dentistry procedures including class II, V, IV, and complex amalgam restorations.  Participants will also have the opportunity to work with porcelain veneers and dentin bonding systems in a hands-on laboratory session.

Course Summary:  This unique 5 week course will provide the Air Force general dentist with a thorough and practical review and update of periodontics with extensive clinical exposure to surgical and nonsurgical therapies.  The didactic portion of the course will include presentations on the anatomy of the periodontium; comprehensive periodontal examination; diagnosis, prognosis and treatment planning; nonsurgical therapy including systemic and local chemotherapeutics; surgical principles and surgical therapy including osseous resection, crown lengthening, osseous grafting, guided tissue regeneration; furcation management, mucogingival surgery and laser therapy.  Lectures will also be presented on the interrelationships of periodontics with endodontics, prosthodontics, and orthodontics, implant therapy, periodontal medicine, hospital dentistry, oral pathology and TMD. 

The hands-on experience includes  laboratory sessions on surgical soft tissue management, suturing and osseous resection.  Exposure to clinical periodontics will involve one on one clinical instruction in diagnosis and treatment of periodontal conditions, nonsurgical therapy, and surgical management of a variety of periodontal conditions to include osseous surgery, crown lengthening, mucogingival procedures, as well as periodontal and implant maintenance.  The postgraduate student can expect to perform between 4 and 6 surgeries during this course.

Course Objectives:  After completion of this course, attendees should have a thorough understanding of periodontal anatomy, diagnosis and treatment planning, and nonsurgical/surgical management of various periodontal diseases and conditions.  Specifically, the student should be able to:

Course Summary:  The Air Force Endodontic Postgraduate Course is an intensive two-week didactic, laboratory and clinical experience designed to expose students to current endodontic information and technology.  Evidence based literature is at the core of this program and sound biologic principles guide all presentations.  Beginning with diagnosis and treatment planning the two-week course examines the expanse of conventional, nonsurgical retreatment, trauma management and surgical endodontics. In addition, the student will receive in-depth training in oral biology, oral pathology, pediatric dentistry, endodontic-periodontic relationships, restoration of endodontically treated teeth, and management of fascial space infections of odontogenic origin.  The students get hands on training in conventional endodontics to familiarize them with the current biologic principles behind the latest instrumentation and obturation techniques.  The ultimate goal being to solidify principles making their experience a practical one.  This allows the students to put their new knowledge base and expertise to immediate use when back at their respective clinics.

Course Summary: This two-week course is designed to enhance the dental officer’s knowledge and skills in basic exodontics.  One of the major goals is to review and update diagnosis, physical evaluation, treatment planning, and techniques of exodontics. Lecture topics include: Patient evaluation, surgical pharmacology, local anesthetics, asepsis and infection control, paperwork and informed consent, hemostasis and the anticoagulated patient, principles of exodontics, odontogenic infections, complications of exodontics, medical emergencies I & II, heart disease/hypertension, lung disease, diabetes mellitus, plain film radiology, medical law/jurisprudence, and maxillofacial trauma. A written exam is given on the last day of the course. Approximately 50 hours of the training will be clinical participation in relatively uncomplicated exodontia. Students will apply the didactic information they learn to their clinical experience. Dental officers will rotate through the operating room at Wilford Hall Medical Center to observe more complex oral surgical procedures being performed under general anesthesia. In some cases IV sedation may be used with staff supervision, but conscious sedation is not within the course curriculum.

Educational Objectives: After completing this course, students should be able to:

· Complete a comprehensive examination on a patient referred for tooth removal, including medical history, physical evaluation, and ordering appropriate radiographs and consultations

· Recognize medical conditions which would require modifications to the treatment plan

Course Summary: The Prosthodontics Postgraduate Course is an intensive 4-week didactic, clinical, and laboratory exposure to various aspects of prosthodontics.  All students provide treatment that includes single and multiple unit fixed restorations, occlusal device appliances (night guard), and sleep apnea device therapies.  Theory of RPD design is developed through lectures and RPD design exercises. A didactic overview is provided for removable partial dentures and maxillofacial prosthetics. Theories of occlusion, shade matching, and the need for accurate communication and optimal utilization of the dental laboratory are discussed. The importance of a multidisciplined approach in patient treatment is emphasized. Technique casts and typodont exercises will be used to practice and reinforce didactic presentations.  Osseointegrated implant techniques are presented in lecture and laboratory demonstration to familiarize the postgraduate student in implant therapy and maintenance.  This course emphasizes and reinforces basic “core privilege” prosthodontic procedures with an introduction to more advanced prosthodontic concepts.  A ½ day readiness training module on the field dental unit has been added to the curriculum.

· Diagnose prosthodontic treatment needs

· Formulate logical treatment plans and treatment sequences 

· Demonstrate clinical and didactic proficiency in basic fixed and removable  prosthodontics

Lecture topics typically  include:  expeditionary/deployment dentistry, orofacial pain, CAD/CAM, current issues in amalgam use, Esthetic evaluation and treatment of the gummy smile, dental infection control, tobacco use cessation, dental phobia, oral pathology, hospital dentistry, obstructive sleep apnea, maxillofacial prosthetics, bite mark identification, mass disaster response, clinical operative dentistry tips, glass ionomer restorations, dentistry for the military working dog, dental digital imaging systems, minimally invasive dentistry, restoration of severe wear cases, periodontal medicine, periodontal regeneration, local antimicrobials, dental implant overview, periodontal plastic surgery, pediatric dentistry, third molar removal, management of orofacial infections, oral medicine and pharmacology, orthodontics and Invisalign technology, new endodontic concepts, nickel-titanium instrumentation, FDA regulation of dental devices and drugs, mechanisms of local anesthesia failure, dental population health metrics, dental care optimization, ceramic restorations, esthetics, apex locators, herbal supplements, and dental materials and curing lights.

Course Summary: This two-week course is designed to enhance the dental officer’s knowledge and skills in pediatric dentistry.  One of the major goals is to review and update diagnosis, treatment planning, and comprehensive and/or emergency dental care for pediatric patients.  Lecture topics include: diagnosis and treatment planning, anomalies of the pediatric oral cavity, prevention, operative, pulp therapy, emergencies/trauma, interceptive orthodontics/space maintenance, pediatric oral pathology, child abuse and neglect, non-pharmocologic behavior management, and hospital/operating room treatment.  Literature reviews, videotapes, audiocassettes, lab demonstrations, and group discussions (on current behavior management issues and prevention strategies) are included.  Students will apply the didactic information they learn to their clinical patients, including: treatment planning, dental prophylaxis/fluoride application, sealants, stainless steel crowns, pulpotomies, routine restorations, extractions, well-baby dental screenings, orthodontic evaluations, space maintenance, interceptive orthodontics, and special needs patients.  Dental officers will rotate through the operating room at Wilford Hall Medical Center.  Students will participate in Drop-in Dental Clinics for children under 14 years old.  They will also visit a state-of-the-art (air abrasion, lasers, and electronic caries detection) private pediatric dental office.  Nitrous oxide may be utilized with staff supervision, but certification in nitrous oxide is not within this course’s curriculum.

Educational Objectives: After completing this course, students should be able to:

· Complete a comprehensive examination on a child patient, including ordering appropriate radiographs and consultations

· Recognize and report suspected cases of child abuse and neglect 

· Discuss the current pediatric prevention strategies 

· Discuss the management of pediatric dental emergencies, traumas, and infection

· Restore defects in the primary dentition, including stainless steel crowns

· Describe with operating room protocol and techniques for treating pediatric dental patients

· Discuss the full range of patient management techniques and their acceptability by parents

· Diagnose and treat minor occlusal abnormalities and arch space problems using space maintenance and other orthodontic appliances
