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Q)  What is Special Leave Accrual (SLA) and how is it used?


A)  SLA is addressed in AFI 36-3003, paragraph 10.  SLA is accumulated when members are deployed to code name operations and are unable to use leave.  Leave is used on the basis of last earned is the first used.  For example, on 1 Oct 02 you have 60 days of leave carryover plus 10 days of leave in SLA for a total of 70 days.  You decide to take 15 days leave, 16 - 30 Oct 02.  Leave would be deducted as follows:  2.5 days subtracted that was accrued in Oct (last earned), 10 days of SLA subtracted (next to last earned), and 2.5 days subtracted from the 60 day balance brought forward.

Q)  How much leave can I sell?


A)  Members are limited to selling 60 days of leave in a career.

Q)  How do I get help with Leave Web?


A)  Leave Web is a Finance Service Office (FSO) program.  Check with your local FSO.

Q)  How much Permissive TDY (PTDY) am I authorized when I retire or separate?


A)  AFI 36-3003, Table 7, Rule 4, authorizes the unit commander to approve up to 20 days for CONUS members or 30 days for OCONUS members however, unit commanders are not required to authorize PTDY.  Members who separate on their normal Date of Separation are not authorized PTDY.

Q)  Can I use PTDY for the Laser-In-Situ-Keratomileusis (LASIK) and the "Warfighter" Photorefractive Keratectomy (PRK) Program?


A)  Yes, PTDY is authorized for use with these programs when performed at an authorized DoD Laser Center.

Q)  How much Terminal leave may I take when I retire or separate?


A)  There is no limit on how much combined terminal leave and PTDY members may take when they separate; however, the unit commander is the final approval authority.

Q)  Who has final approval authority for ordinary leave?


A)  Commanders have final approval authority however; they may delegate approval authority according to the organization's needs.

Q)  Who has the final disapproval authority for ordinary leave?


A)  AFI 36-3003, paragraph 4.3.1., states unit commanders may delegate disapproval authority to a level no lower than squadron section commander, deputies, or equivalent.

Q)  I lost leave at the end of the Fiscal Year and do not qualify for restoration under paragraph 10 of AFI 36-3003.  How do I get my leave restored?


A)  Members who do not qualify for restoration under paragraph 10 may request restoration of leave lost by application to the Air Force Board for the Correction of Military Records under AFI 36-2603.
