DEFINITIONS

Cumulative Continuation Rate (CCR):  Indicates the percentage of officers entering their 6th year of service that will complete 11 or 14 years of service given existing retention rates.  A 60 percent CCR for Air Force pilots in the 6-11 year group means that for every 100 pilots entering the 6th year of commissioned service, 60 would complete the 11th year, if current rates persisted.  See AFI 11-412, para 3.8.2.

Total Active Rated Service (TARS):  Expected man-years of utilization as a rated officer for the average pilot, navigator, Air Battle Manager (ABM) after completing initial flying training, given existing retention rates.  The start time for this statistic is when the individual pins on his wings.  The end time is computed when the individual separates, becomes permanently grounded, retires or advances in rank to Colonel.  See AFI 11-412, para 3.8.1.

Man-Years of Service (non-rated inventory):   The average length of time an officer is available in the inventory.  The start time for this statistic is the commissioning date.  The end time is computed when the individual separates, retires, or advances in rank to Colonel.  Nonrated equivalent statistic to TARS.

Pilot:  Those officers, Lt Col and below, currently possessing a pilot aero rating code and an aviation service code that does not reflect a suspended status.*

Navigator: Those officers, Lt Col and below, currently possessing a navigator aero rating code and an aviation service code that does not reflect a suspended status.*

Air Battle Manager: Those officers, Lt Col and below, currently possessing an ABM aero rating or 13B core AFSC.*

Mission Support:  Those officers, Lt Col and below, not possessing an aero rating code of pilot, navigator, or ABM and excluding nonrated operations, JAGs, chaplains, and medical officers.

Rated Years of Service (RYOS):   Calculated for all rated personnel.  The year of rated service an officer is serving in (e.g., if an officer had an aeronautical rating date of 1 Jan 97, the officer would be in their 3rd year of rated service as of 2 Jan 99).  The date the retention report is computed is subtracted from a person’s aero rating date.  

Commissioned Years of Service (CYOS):  Number of years of service as a commissioned officer.  Indicates which year the officer is serving in; for example, if an officer had completed 13 years plus one day of commissioned service by the beginning of the fiscal year, they were in their 14th CYOS.

*NOTE:  AFI 11-412, para 3.4, states: “The rated inventory defines the number of rated officers in the grades second lieutenant through lieutenant colonel.  Rated officers have completed initial flight training and have been awarded an aeronautical rating IAW AFI 11-401 and AFI 11-402.  While permanently grounded officers are no longer part of the inventory for accounting purposes, they may be used in non-flying rated positions dependent upon AF needs.”

PILOTS

At the end of FY03, the AF pilot inventory swelled to 13,208.  The last FY the AF had 13,000+ pilots was in FY98.  Several factors, such as a weak economy, nonexistent airline hiring, AF’s rated recall program, and the Aviator Continuation Pay program made this possible.  The aggressive use of our recall program allowed 245 pilots, who had previously separated or retired from the AF, to return to active duty in FY03
.   

Stop loss during FY02 caused an abnormally high CCR and TARS rate.  CCRs are continuing their downward correction towards historical averages.  This may contribute to painting an incorrect picture of the Rated Force manning.  It is important to remember that while the CCR is decreasing, it is in simple terms only making an adjustment back to stability, which is indicated by the historical average.  
Aviator Continuation Pay (ACP), or pilot bonus long-term take rate, is the best long-term indicator of retention and it has jumped from 47% to 65%.  This is a valid indicator of the increasing health of the rated force. However, due to small initial eligibility groups caused by underproduction in the mid-1990s, significant long-term retention challenges remain. 

Air Force pilot retention and airline hiring are directly related.  The future of AF pilot retention should continue its upward trend based on airline industry forecasts.  According to Airline Pilot Job Monthly, in October the major airline furlough pool was at 8,632 pilots.  Based on numerous industry and FAA forecasts on the the airline industry, we expect Air Force pilot retention to remain above recent averages for at least the next three to five years and potentially even longer.  As of 30 November 04, only 226 pilots had separated or applied to separate by 31 May 04.  Historically, this would have been around 700 applications by this time.

NAVIGATORS

Until the bonus was offered, 30% of the navigator force was eligible to retire in the next 
2 years and nearly half could have retired within 4 years.  At year end, over half of those navigators accepted bonus agreements cutting the retirement-eligible pool in half.  The navigator bonus has influenced them to stay longer and is providing relief for the pilot shortfalls in the staff.  As the pilot shortage diminishes over the next several years, the navigator bonus program may no longer be needed. 

Similar to the pilots, the navigator 6-11 & 6-14 CCR dropped to more normal retention levels.  The 6-11 CCR dropped from 79.7% to 60.7% and the 6-14 CCR slipped from 76.8% to 55.5%.  The TARS nosedived over 3 entire years from a record 17.79 years to 14.56 years.  Expect the TARS to continue to decline as the economy picks up.   As of 30 November 03, 169 navigators had separated or applied to separate by 31 May 04.  This is on track with historical averages.

AIR BATTLE MANAGERS (ABM):

Similar to the navigators, the Air Force offered air battle managers ACP for the first time in FY03.  In FY03, the ABMs took the bonus at an aggressive rate (see chart below).  Overall take rate was 81%.  The air battle manager bonus program has been a great success and is helping the Air Force preserve an essential war fighting capability.  Initial indications are that ABM ACP has accelerated ABM inventory wellness by 3 full years.  Air battle managers were also stop lossed in FY02.  FY03 shows a decrease but remained above the short years they have been tracked as rated.  FY04 separations are running at historical levels.
