Welcome to the Randolph AFB Mentor Program.  Thank you for your interest in this valuable endeavor.    

Background:  Mentoring has always been a normal part of human development.  Adult members of society have taken an automatic interest in the development of the next generation.  However, American culture has changed, and there is less time and opportunity for these relationships to develop naturally for a number of reasons.  We can’t afford to lose the benefits that positive mentoring can provide.  The National Partnership in Education Act was passed in 1990 to encourage businesses, government agencies, and schools to develop structured programs to bring children and mentors together.  Programs, such as this one, were initiated to restore hope, motivation, and confidence to students requiring extra attention.  School mentors focus primarily on academics, but also assist children with developing analytical and social skills that will enhance their opportunity to become productive adults.  Randolph now provides mentors to three area school districts which include over 30 schools.  

The program duration is September through May.  Volunteers should be available to assist at least one hour per week, but this is flexible based on your work schedule.   All mentoring takes place on the school campus. 

Background checks are conducted on all participants.  The Office of Special Investigations conducts checks on Randolph ISD mentors, and other districts conduct their own checks.    

The mentoring handbook further explains the program and the total mentoring process.  It includes the overview, general guidelines, how to structure a mentoring session, and other general mentoring facts, tips and techniques.  Handbooks will be emailed upon request.  

If you are interested in becoming a mentor please contact the school district of your choice listed on page two.  Feel free to select the age group and subject(s) you prefer.  Most mentoring is needed at the elementary school level.        

Important Note:  Once your background check comes back clear (up to three weeks) your name will be referred to a school in the district.  The school representative will contact you to set up a schedule and start date.  The start of the school year is a very busy time, so if you have not heard from the school representative in one month please feel free to contact the district POC directly.

Mentor Program Guidelines

All volunteers must adhere to the following guidelines.

1.  Commit to program for at least one semester (Sep - Dec or Jan - May) during the school year.

2.  Volunteer at least one hour a week.  Times are flexible based on work schedules.  


3.  Arrange the day/time that best fits your work schedule and assigned student's class schedule. 

4.  Mentor/student relationship will occur only during the specific time set aside for the mentoring sessions.

5.  Mentoring sessions will occur in an open area (i.e. cafeteria, library, classroom) and in the presence of other mentors/school staff. 

6.  Notify school if unable to keep a scheduled appointment with a student.  If possible, arrange for another time.

7.  Notify school if unable to continue mentoring for any reason.
