SUBJECT:  Olmsted Scholar Program


MPF action office for this memorandum is Customer Service.  We request your support in spreading the word and counseling outstanding, junior line officers interested in the 2004 Olmsted Scholar Program.


The Olmsted Scholar Program provides an opportunity for a combination of at least five USAF Academy, OTS, or ROTC graduates to study in a foreign language at an international university abroad.  Participants in the Olmsted Scholar Program incur an ADSC equal to three times the length of training spent in graduate study in a foreign country, effective upon completion of this assignment.  The purpose of the Olmsted Scholar Program is to provide an officer with an in-depth understanding of a foreign language and culture so they will be knowledgeable and sensitive to the viewpoints and concerns of people around the world as they progress with their Air Force career.  The program involves cultural immersion by an officer and their family (if applicable), as well as study at the university in the native language.  Officers with demonstrated leadership and scholastic abilities are sought.  Please use the Olmsted Scholar Program-2000 brochure to counsel interested officers; additional background and descriptive data about the program may be found at the George and Carol Olmsted Foundation website (www.olmstedfoundation.org).  NOTE:  One does not have to be familiar with the country’s language to be eligible for study in that country.

Interested officers must meet the criteria in attachment 1.  Applications must be in the format shown at attachment 2.  Applications not meeting the format requirements will be returned without action.  Applications, to include a copy of the application on diskette (3 ½ inch disk, Word), must arrive at HQ AFPC/DPAPE 15 October 2003.  Academic/GRE requirements cannot be waived.  Please publicize this program and counsel interested officers on application procedures and deadlines.


There has been a large concentration of scholars in Western Europe in past years.  Therefore, the Olmsted Foundation encourages applicants to consider more diverse areas for their study under this scholarship.  These areas include, but are not limited to, Asia, the Middle East, the countries of the former Soviet Union, Eastern European countries, and Latin America.  HQ AFPC/DPAPE will work closely with the Olmsted Foundation to ensure members are familiar with Status of Forces Agreements procedures of countries they select.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Items 1-4 cannot be waived.  Officers must:

1.  Be a regular or reserve line officer on active duty who will have completed at least 3 years but not more than 11 years of commissioned service (TAFCS), and not more than 11 years TAFMS as of 1 Apr 04.  (This necessarily precludes chaplains, dentists, doctors, lawyers, musicians, bandmasters, nurses, etc.)

2.  Have a minimum 3.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale for the undergraduate college degree.

3.  Have achieved at least 550 on each portion (verbal and quantitative) of the Graduate Record Examination (GRE).  

4.  Have achieved at least 110 on the Defense Language Aptitude Battery (DLAB).  Language training (up to a year) will be provided prior to or in conjunction with overseas assignment.

5.  Potential candidates must obtain release to apply from their HQ AFPC assignment officer (AO) and an endorsement from their commander (squadron level or above) on their application prior to submitting the application for consideration.  Officers in the CONUS should have at least 2 years time on station by Dec 03.  If overseas, they should be available for return to the CONUS (DEROS) between Jul and Oct 04.  Requests to move outside of these TOS requirements must be fully justified and approved by the HQ AFPC AO before the recommendation package can be submitted to our office.  Officers who have a previously approved assignment are not eligible to apply without the prior concurrence of HQ AFPC/DPA.  Forward exception requests to HQ AFPC/DPAPE, 550 C Street West, Suite 32, Randolph AFB TX 78150-4734.

REQUIRED DOCUMENTS
The following information or documents are considered by the AFPC nomination board and the Olmsted Foundation Board of Directors.  Please refer to Atch 2 of this MPFM for correct format.

a.
Personal Data:  This should include primary and secondary Air Force Specialty Code (AFSC), date of birth (DOB), place of birth (POB), SSAN, mailing address (permanent and current), phone numbers (duty and home), marital status, spouse's name and foreign language background (if any), foreign language capability (if applicable), name(s) of child(ren)/DOB (if applicable) and email address.

b.
Photograph Requirement:  One 8 x 10 inch color (glossy), head-and-shoulders photo, in service dress without hat.  Front view, ribbons/badges must show.

c.
Academic Data:  This should include the name of the college/university from which graduated, date(s) of graduation, class standing (if class standing is not given by the institution, please indicate such), overall undergraduate grade point average, degree, indicators of merit (i.e., scholarship recipient, honor graduate, magna cum laude, etc.), graduate study (degree and   
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university/college), GRE scores (source document required; may be a copy), extracurricular 

activities (undergraduate and current), language background (languages, semesters/hours, level (i.e., high school, college)), Defense Language Aptitude Battery test score (source document required; may be a copy), Defense Language Proficiency Test score stating the level of                                                                                                                                     proficiency (source document required; may be a copy).

d.
Scholarship Education Preferences:  Applicants should list at least five desired universities and areas of study in the order of preference (you are encouraged to list more than five but not more than ten).  Universities must be foreign-speaking.  However, the foundation will consider universities where the language of instruction is English but where the local culture is not English-based (e.g. India, Egypt, and Singapore).  Areas of study must be non-technical; e.g., history, international relations, political science, economics, etc.  List current status with regard to any advanced academic degree (master's degree or above) and interest in obtaining an advanced degree as a follow-on to the overseas portion of the Olmsted Scholarship.  (Reference  Atch 3 for universities closed to AY 2005 scholars)

e.
Duty Information:  This should be a summary listing short job titles of each billet to which assigned in chronological order (month/year - month/year) since commissioning.

List of Awards and Decorations 

g.
Statement to the Olmsted Foundation:  This is a typed, single-spaced, one page letter outlining reasons for desiring selection as an Olmsted Scholar.

h.
Complete college transcript:  These should be official transcripts in sealed envelopes from the college’s or university’s registrar’s office. 

i.
Commander recommendation:  This can be at any level, limit one.

j.
Active Duty Service Commitment (ADSC) Statement:  This is a signed statement by the applicant acknowledging agreement to serve the ADSCs prescribed by AFI 36-2107 for the Olmsted Scholar Program and, if participating, the Advanced Degree Program, which are as follows:  Participants in the Olmsted Scholar Program incur an ADSC equal to three times length of training spent in graduate study in a foreign country, effective upon completion of this assignment.  Copies of i. & j. are retained by HQ AFPC.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARATION OF DOSSIER

Specific instructions, by section, are provided as follows:

- All forms should be typed, 10- or 12-point font.  Include the electronic version of the application (diskette) with the application package (preferably 3 1/2 inch diskette).          Privacy Act - 1974 as amended applies.  Label diskette accordingly.

- The package format is provided beginning at Atch 2 (3 of 7).

- Original applications are required (do not take the sample application and merely fill in

   the blanks)

SECTION
I.  PERSONAL DATA
- These items are largely self-explanatory

- Primary and Secondary Air Force Specialty refer to AFSC 

- "Spouse's Foreign Language" refers to any language capabilities currently possessed by a candidate's spouse 

- "Name (s) of Child (ren)" Include date of birth; if expecting, include due date

- Service Photograph:  Include one 8 x 10 inch color, head and shoulders 

   photograph (in service dress, no hat, front view - ribbons must show)

II.  ACADEMIC DATA

- Again, most items are self-explanatory

- The "Extracurricular Activities" section should be candidate's synopsis of undergraduate and current extracurricular activities of any nature

- The "Language Background" section should summarize the candidate's foreign language background and current capability level, from any/all sources (if applicable); if none, please state “None”

III.  SCHOLARSHIP EDUCATION PREFERENCES

- The candidate should list the universities he/she desires to attend in order of preference, and should similarly list proposed areas of study.  Candidates are responsible for verifying their university preferences so that all universities are viable alternatives.  (Please refer to the list of closed cities at Atch 3 of the MPFM before making your selections.)  All Air Force finalists must reverify their lists.

IV.  DUTY INFORMATION
- Duty summaries should be a short job-title listing of each billet to which the candidate has been assigned since commissioning.  This section does not refer to the individual, but to the job/billet itself

- Put in chronological order (Month/Year - Month/Year)

V.   STATEMENT TO THE OLMSTED FOUNDATION

- The statement should be a one-page letter written by the candidate, outlining reasons for desiring selection as an Olmsted Scholar

- Statements should be typed single-spaced with paragraph indentions.  One blank line should be left between paragraphs

- Statements should not address why you want to be an Olmsted Scholar to a particular area.  Please keep the statements as generic as possible

VI.  ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
- List of Awards and Decorations
- College Transcripts:  A complete transcript, as would be provided by any academic institution to another institution  (may be copies, must be legible)

- Language and GRE Test Results:  A copy of the source document verifying the DLAB/DLPT and GRE test results (may be a copy)

- DO NOT INCLUDE additional letters of recommendation or any other materials not requested
