Subject:  MPF Ad Hoc Query Approval

1.  It is with great pleasure that we announce the approval of an ad hoc query tool for the use of the base 

level PSMs and ANG State HQ ATLAS users.  Oracle’s Discoverer software tool has been designated as the replacement for the ad hoc query capability of DESIRE and ATLAS.  This tool has already been deployed to the MAJCOMs and Headquarters level for all Air Force components.  For the first time in the history of the Personnel Data System (PDS), MAJCOMs and MPFs will be using the same tool.  Workcenter folders available through Oracle HR menus will still be used for the query of information on individual or simple queries that can be input by workcenter personnel.

2.  Discoverer is a commercial off the shelf (COTS) software tool that sits on top of a relational database 

called the Reporting Instance (RI).  The RI is a separate database refreshed every 24 hours from the Oracle HR database.  Currently the RI is still under development and is based on the Build 7 version of the HR database.  

3.  Due to the short time span before MilMod goes live in May 2001, several actions need to be accomplished immediately so that you will have the software, a userid/password, and access to a development database prior to the MilMod implementation.  

4.  To request the software and gain access to the RI you must submit a request letter.  This letter will designate the appointment of Discoverer Single Point Managers (SPM) and specify user(s) of the tool.  Because of limited Oracle Discoverer licenses we will initially issue:

2 per Active Duty MPF

1 per Satellite Personnel Agency (with DESIRE capability)

1 per ANG MPF

1 per ANG State HQ

1 per AFR MPF

5.  The SPM will be the POC for all actions required in deploying the software and requesting access at your location.  Note:  ANG Only - The base level PSM who provides HAF level support for their state 

headquarters will act as their SPM for the Discoverer tool.  

6  If you are an active duty, Reserve, or ANG PSM that does not provide HAF level support to your state headquarters please use the letter in Atch 1.  If you are an ANG PSM that does provide HAF level support 

to your state headquarters please use the letter in Atch 2.

7.  Once the SPM appointment letter has been completed, FAX a copy to: DSN 665-4493, attention: TSgt Cicardi/MSgt Jones.  Mail the original to HQ AFPC/DPSIMD, 550 C Street West, Suite 39, Randolph AFB, TX  78150.  Once your FAX has been received we will start the process of creating your user account(s) and we will provide your mailing address to the Technical Assistance Center (TAC) who will send you the Discoverer software.  The userid, password, and connect string will be provided in separate emails directly to each user.  

8.  If you have any problems loading the software or accessing the database please call the TAC at DSN:

665-3995.  They are the single point of contact for all Discoverer problems.

9.  Once you have loaded your software and received your userid, password, and connect string you may access the current development database containing 200,000 scrambled records.  This database was made available so that you may become familiar with the Discoverer software tool and can begin converting your DESIREs prior to MilMod implementation.  Keep in mind that this is a development database based on the current version of the Oracle HR database.   A slide show will be available on the web by 9 Feb 01 to give

10.  Two different avenues of Discoverer training will be made available.  We will be scheduling hands-on training classes here at AFPC, (a unit funded training/TDY), as well as Web-Cast interactive training broadcasts.  Class schedules are currently being established and you will be advised as soon as the schedules are firm.
