DEPCON Workstation Setup Instructions – MILMOD

This guide was prepared to assist MPFs in configuring their DEPCON Workstations to accept print files from MILPDS.  Questions or problems in the configuration process may be directed to the Technical Assistance Center at DSN 665-3995 or Commercial (210) 565-3995.   

**NOTE**  We presume you’ve upgraded your DEPCON software from previous versions (4R1, 4R2, or 5R1) to the current (field) version 5R2.  If not, visit the Standard Systems Group’s web-site at:  http://sso.mont.disa.mil/ , select the “Product Support” button, then the DEPCON hyperlink.

The screen shots in this document are based on DEPCON Version 5R2, so you should be operating with it prior to configuring any new communications paths, file masks, and file group definitions .    

1. Basic system configuration:

a.  From your Desktop, double-click on the DEPCON Icon or Click on “Start”, Scroll Up/Down to DEPCON 5R2, and Click on the DEPCON Icon.

b.  From the DEPCON Main Window (Figure 1a), select “Configuration” and “System”. 
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(Figure 1a)

b.  The System Configuration Window  and General Properties Tab will appear (Figure 1b).  Your Local Host (PC) Name and IP Address should appear in the appropriate blocks.  If not, enter the data accordingly.  If this data doesn’t appear and you’re unsure of the information follow the steps listed at items c and d below (See Note):  

**NOTE**  If you encounter any difficulties with these steps, contact your local Workgroup Manager or Local Area Network (LAN) Administrator.
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(Figure 1b)

Enter the appropriate Local Host and IP Address information for Figure 1b.  Other information under the System Configuration Properties, General Tab may be entered as displayed in Figure 1b.  We recommend

setting the System Comm Limits as shown above.  Click the “OK” button to close the window and return to the DEPCON Main Window .

c.  If You don’t know your Local Host (PC) Name, click “Start”, “Control Panel”, and “Network”.  You’ll see a screen similar to Figure 1c:

d.  You can find the PC’s IP Address by navigating to the DOS Command Prompt and typing “ipconfig” <CR>, you’ll see a display similar to Figure 1d:

Then type “exit” <CR> to close the DOS Window.

2. Communications Configuration:

a.   From the DEPCON Main Window, select “Configuration” and “Communications”.  The Communications Configuration Window (Figure 2a) will appear.  Select the “Add/Copy Path” button.
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       (Figure 2a)

b.  You will be prompted for your DEPCON Configuration Password.  Some users may have set a Password and others may not .  Proceed as appropriate to enter the DEPCON Configuration Menus. 

c.  The “Add New Communications Path” window (Figure 2b) will appear.  Add the new path following this Path Naming Convention:  MPF ID (lower case), Bldg #, Room #, and machine number (1, 2, etc.).  All items are separated by an underscore “_”.  Following this naming scheme, the first DEPCON workstation for the Active Duty MPF at Randolph AFB would appear as:  rj_399_227_1. 
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(Figure 2b)

d.  After adding the new path and clicking “OK”, the “Properties for Communications Path:  xx_XXX_XXX_X” window (Figure 2c) will appear.  
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(Figure 2c)

e.  From the General Tab, click on the “Peer Type” Drop Down Box and select “LPR/LPD” (Figure 2d).  Setting the Peer Type to “LPR/LPD” will gray-out the “TSEL Name” box.  In the IP Address Box, type in the IP Address for the MILMOD Print Server: 136.149.142.51 (robin.afpc.randolph.af.mil).  The value in the “Max Total Activities” box should equal the value in the same field under “System Comm Limits” at Figure 1b.  

**NOTE**  12CS at Randolph recently installed a CISCO Pix to replace the Sidewinder Firewall.   This firewall supports both Natural Address Translation (broadcasts the actual IP Address of host/client systems) and Network Address Translation (broadcasts only the External Firewall’s IP Address).  For all MILMOD systems we are now broadcasting the actual Host System IP Address.
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(Figure 2d)

f.  Select the “Client” Tab.  The value in the “Activities” box should equal the value in the same field under “System Comm Limits” at Figure 1b.  Because the Peer Type was set to LPR/LPD in the General Tab, the “Msgs per Ack” and “Port Number” became hard-coded entries and are now grayed-out.  Check the “Strict Port Compliance” box (Figure 2e).  The recommended “Block Size” using LPR/LPD is 1024.  
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(Figure 2e)

**NOTE**  The LPR/LPD Communications Protocol uses TCP Port 515 in the data transfer process.  Please ensure you coordinate with your Communications Squadron Personnel to open this port through the base firewall.  They may require you to submit a firewall access request form to establish a continuous proxy between the MILMOD Print Server and your DEPCON system using this protocol.

g.  Select the “Server” Tab (Figure 2f).  The value in the “Activities” box should equal the value in the same field under “System Comm Limits” at Figure 1b.  The recommended “Block Size” using LPR/LPD is 1024.  
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(Figure 2f)

h.  Under the “Trace” Tab (Figure 2g), all “Trace” check blocks should be checked.  The “Data Trace Size” should equal the “Block Size” from Figures 2f and 2g.   
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(Figure 2g)

i.  Click “OK” then Click “DONE”.

3. Configuring File Groups:

a.  The first step in this process is to add a directory (from File Manager or the DOS Prompt) to your hard drive, which will corresponds with the directory name (Milmod) for the “Group Print Hold Directory” you’ll add at step 3d below.  

b.  From the DEPCON Main Window, select “Configuration” and “File Group” (Figure 3a).  Select the “Add/Copy…” button.  
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(Figure 3a)

c.  Enter your new File Group Name (Figure 3b) and click “OK”.
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(Figure 3b)

d.  After adding your new File Group, you should modify the File Disposition Options to fit your local needs--we recommend the settings as shown (Figure 3c).  In order to add a “Group Print Hold Directory”, the directory must exist on the specified drive first (Step 3a).  You should also set the “Read-Only” attribute for your print files.
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(Figure 3c)

e.  Click “Done”, Click “Yes” to save changes to Milmod, and Click “Done” again.

4. Configuring File Masks:

a.  From the DEPCON Main Window, select “Configuration” and “File Mask”.  Click on the “Add Mask…” button (Figure 4a).
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(Figure 4a)

b.  You’ll see the “Add File Mask” Window (Figure 4b).  Type in “MILMOD” and click “OK”.   
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(Figure 4b)

c.  You’ll see your new File Mask in the “File Mask Configuration” Window (Figure 4c).  Highlight your new File Mask and select the “Modify Mask…” button.
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(Figure 4c)

d.  Under the “General” Tab in the “Properties for File Mask” window select “Milmod” from the “Send to File Group” drop-down box.  Select “ASCII” as the “File Type” (Figure 4d).
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(Figure 4d)

e.  Under the “Masked Fields” Tab in the “Properties for File Mask” window (Figure 4e) select:

     -- “LPR/LPD from the “Mask Field Name Style” drop-down box.  

     -- “Host System” in the “Field” drop-down box.  

     --“EQ” in the “Operator” drop-down box.  

     --Type “ROBIN” in the “Value” box. 

     --Click the “Add” button.  You’ll then see the criteria added to the “Masked Fields Summary” box.  
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(Figure 4e)

f.  Click “OK”.

g.  You’ll be returned to the “File Mask Configuration” window (Figure 4g) where you can view your File Mask criteria in the “Mask Information Summary” block.  Click “Done”.
