RECOUPMENT DATA FOR USAFA GRADUATES

SEPARATING ACTIVE DUTY

Active duty officers who are Air Force Academy graduates are required to repay the unserved portion of their extended active duty commitment when they separate prior to completion of their initial five-year commitment.  This includes officers separating via the PALACE CHASE Program under Force Shaping.   The official amount being recouped will be sent to the officer’s losing base approximately 30 days prior to the date of separation.  The information below is provided to help separating officers who are USAFA graduates estimate the amount of money they will be required to repay.  Again, this data should only be used as an ESTIMATE.

USAFA RECOUPMENT CALCULATION FORMULA - SAMPLE ONLY
· Officer graduated USAFA in 1998.  Total cost of education = $121,808 

· EAD commitment was 5 years (1,825 days).   $121,808 divided by 1,825 = $66.74 per day

· 365-147 (Julian Date for 27 May 98) = 218  + 1 =  219 (Days served in 1998)
1998 = 219 days
1999 = 365
2000 = 366
2001 = 365
2002 = 365

· TOTAL DAYS SERVED:  219 + 365 + 366 + 365 + 365+ 104 = 1,784 
· 1,784 times $66.74 = $119,064.16 (paid on regular active duty service as of 14 Apr 03)
· AMOUNT OWED:  $121,808.00 - $119,064.16 = $2,743.84
