Processes a full range of  personnel actions.  Provides assistance to supervisors in completing requests for a wide variety of personnel actions.  Reviews incoming requests for accuracy of the agency code, existence and adequacy of supporting documents, completeness, the presence of necessary supporting documents, appropriateness of the regulatory authority, and appropriateness of the proposed action cited in relation to the intended purpose.  Resolves discrepancies by requesting the missing or correct information from the requestor.  Personnel actions processed include a variety of accessions, separations, promotions, changes to lower grade, reassignments, transfers, and mass change actions for positions in the competitive service, with a few excepted appointments for such special programs as veterans, the handicapped, student aids, and summer hires.  Codes personnel data for the Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS).  After processing the personnel actions, reviews the actions that are generated for accuracy.  Follows up on suspensed actions, such as probationary periods, within grade increases, and conversion to career tenure.  Logs in and tracks the requests using an automated tracking system.  Answers questions regarding status of pending actions.  Resolves processing problems such as failure to be promoted on the expected effective date or irregularities in pay checks.
STANDARDS:
A.   Almost always performs thorough review of incoming requests for personnel action and resolves deficiencies.


B.   With rare exception provides timely action on suspense items such as probationary periods and Within Grade Increases.

-- Knowledge of grammar, spelling, capitalization, punctuation, and terminology commonly used in office settings and knowledge of standard processing procedures, formats, distribution, and retention policies.
-- Knowledge of automated systems to perform general clerical assignments; a qualified typist is not required.
-- Skill in processing a variety of requests for personnel action.

-- Skill in entering data, retrieving data, and correcting data errors in the DCPDS. 

-- Ability to communicate orally and in writing.




















Factor 2, Supervisory Controls

Assignments are made in terms of what is to be done, quantity, deadlines, and priority of work.  Additional instructions are provided for new, difficult or special projects.  Instructions may include suggested work methods or advice on the availability of source materials.  The employee uses initiative and independently carries out recurring assignments in accordance with established procedures and policies.  Refers specific problems and unfamiliar situations not covered by instructions to the supervisor.  Work is reviewed to ensure its accuracy and compliance with instructions.  Work may be spot checked for accuracy.

A number of established procedures and specific guides in the form of work samples, written procedures and processing manuals are readily available for doing the work and are clearly applicable to most transactions.   In locating, selecting, and applying the most appropriate instructions, references, or procedures, the employee may make minor deviations in guidelines to adapt to specific cases, but refers situations in which the existing guidelines cannot be applied or significant deviations must be made to the supervisor or more experienced employee for assistance.  


Factor 4, Complexity

Work consists of different and unrelated processes and methods involved in the recruitment and placement function.  This includes the review of a variety of personnel actions to ensure the appropriateness of the proposed action cited in relation to the intended purpose, the appropriateness of the regulatory authority, and the existence and adequacy of supporting documents.  Decisions that are made concern a variety of situations and involve differing considerations in performing the work. The assistant must determine interrelationships and appropriate methods and techniques needed to process the personnel actions. 


Factor 5, Scope and Effect

The purpose of the work is to provide support for the recruitment and placement function.  The work involves a variety of tasks such as processing personnel actions; providing information to applicants, employees, and supervisors; and compiling recurring strength, status, and other reports.  The work affects the accuracy, acceptability or reliability of further efforts within the Affirmative Employment Section.

The employee has regular contact with employees and supervisors both within and outside the immediate office. They are in moderately structured settings.
