Foreign Language Self-Assessment (FLSA) Procedures

1.  Military Personnel Flight Action offices for this memorandum are:

      a.  For Active Duty - the MPF Commander and the Career Enhancement Element.

      b.  For ANG - the MPF Superintendent and the Career Enhancement Element.

      c.  For USAFR Unit Program- the MPF Commander and the Wing/Group Base Training Office.

2.  Foreign language skills are becoming increasingly important to the Air Force’s ability to interact with government and citizens around the world.  More and more, language capability and cultural expertise is a vital component of Air Force missions, such as short-notice humanitarian operations, security assistance, drug enforcement, anti-terrorism, etc.  To improve the service’s ability to respond to these global requirements, the CSAF and the AF/DP have approved the FLSA process as a means of identifying active duty, ANG, and USAFR personnel with language skills.  This program is intended to be a one-time effort, since all future enlisted and officer accessions will receive the assessment.  This MPFM provides implementation guidance for the Foreign Language Self-Assessment (FLSA) process, Phase I and Phase II.

      a.  PHASE I  Processing of  FLSA RIPS:  Phase I begins 30 Sep 96 with the processing of a FLSA RIP for each Air Force member assigned to your base and a roster to track each RIP turned in.  Attachment 1 is a typed, formatted FLSA RIP which may be used in place of lost, misplaced, misrouted, or for members gained\TDY to your station and not receiving a PDS RIP.  Instruct Commander Support Staffs (CSSs) to mail RIPs to members who are TDY. Use AIG 8106 Message DTG 262130Z Sep 96  to process statistical information.  It may be helpful to enlist your base’s CSS’ assistance in the tracking process.

      b.  PHASE II  System  Procedures:  Phase II begins 12 Nov 96. RIPS declaring no language ability are not required to be updated and can be destroyed after 2 Dec 96.   Each RIP that declares a foreign language capability in part I and II of the FLSA RIP will be updated in PDS and filed in the UPRG, section 3.  Use the following tables and notes to enter self-assessed language capabilities in PDS. 

           1)  The following table identifies the DINs and data inputs used to update self-reported language capabilities.

           2)  Examples of the PDS updating procedures are at Attachment 2 and 3.
