	You are the Casualty Assistance Representative at the 12th Mission Support Squadron, 12th Support Group, 12th Airlift Wing, Randolph AFB, TX, (HQ AETC).

It’s 0400 on 19 Jul 04.  Your home phone rings waking you from the best sleep you’ve had in weeks.  It’s the command post notifying you that an active duty member has died.  The command post tells you that Technical  Sergeant Jane W. Doe, assigned to the 12th Mission Support Squadron, was working the night shift, and during a security check of the building, the security policeman found Sergeant Doe at 0230 at the bottom of a staircase.  Sergeant Doe was taken to Lakeside Memorial Hospital, San Antonio, TX where Doctor Melvin C. Hayes pronounced her dead on arrival, at 0315.

In Sergeant Doe’s records, you find her vRED, Record of Emergency Data, and SGLV Form 8286, Servicemembers’ Group Life Insurance (Handout).  After researching, you find where Sergeant Doe was assigned (Handout).

You contact the member’s commander, Maj John J. Jump, who is aware of the casualty and is on the way in to his office.  He will effect notification to the member’s spouse and children.

Upon notification to the spouse, he requested Air Force make notification to the member’s parents.

Who should the PERSCO team request assistance from?
 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
Their intermediate levels of command and MAJCOM.  They can assist with phone traffic and relay information to interested organizations, relieving the PERSCO team to concentrate on casualty actions to and from HQ AFPC/DPFCS.

	Section R Steps for Reporting Casualties During Exercise Situation
	Military Aircraft Accident.  An AWACS aircraft crashed just after take-off.  The aircraft is engulfed in flames, and chances of anyone surviving are unlikely.  The manifest shows there were 32 military personnel on board.  A few of the spouses were in Base Operations to watch the aircraft depart.

The installation commander or the on-scene commander must obtain conclusive evidence before reporting the death of an individual.

HQ AFPC/DPFCS assign notification responsibility, based on location of primary and secondary NOK, to the closest installation, GSU, or ANG/USAFR unit.

Either the member’s commander, a designated representative (field grade officer from members’ unit) or HQ AFPC/DPFCS notifies the NOK by telephone for VSI, SI, and NSI members and members with an III.

In this case, the commander should immediately gather the spouses that witnessed the crash and are still at or near Base Operations and make notification on what happened, and what take place for conclusive evidence of death.

Who provides casualty assistance to the NOK?
 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
Initially, the CAR at the installation where the aircraft accident to place.  If the NOK at that installation move away, the case file is transferred to the closest AFB to where the NOK relocate.

 SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h 
For NOK not residing at the incident location, HQ AFPC/DPFCS assigns casualty assistance responsibility based on location of the primary NOK (zip code) and the nearest installation.
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
