SUBJECT:  Casualty Notification and Reporting Agreement with the German Air Force (GAF), the Holloman Command Post, and 49th Mission Support Squadron

1.  Upon the death of a German Air Force active duty member assigned to Holloman Air Force Base, the Holloman Command Post and/or the GAF will contact the casualty assistance representative (CAR) at the 49th Mission Support Squadron.  During normal duty hours the CAR can be reached at extension 7508.  During non-duty hours including holidays and weekends, casualty standby personnel can be reached through the Command Post (475-7575), beeper number 0413 or by calling the home phone of the individual listed on the casualty standby list.  The casualty standby list will be provided to the GAF and updates sent as changes occur.
2.  The GAF will provide the CAR brief circumstances of the death, date and place of death, and names and addresses of immediate next-of-kin.  The CAR will then contact the Air Force Casualty Operations Center at Randolph AFB, TX by electronic message.  Information included are the name of the deceased, rank, grade, squadron assigned, place of death, name of individual who pronounced the member deceased, date and time of death, manner and cause of death (example: accident-drowning), and a brief description of the circumstances leading up to the death.  The Air Force will, in turn, request a Chief of Staff of the Air Force condolence letter be sent to family members expressing condolences (if appropriate).  The letter will be translated for the convenience of the family.

3.  Information concerning the casualty and next-of-kin will be released only to the Air Force Casualty Operations Center for the sole purpose of preparing the condolence letter.
