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INFORMATION  SHARING: 

Modern Systems Deployment:  On 15 February 2002, the Air Force will deploy the modern Defense Civilian Personnel Data System.  To help employees become familiar with the changes that are associated with the modern system, HQ USAF has developed guides designed to provide employees with information on the new system and how they can compete for vacancies. 
These Guides will help employees understand new terms, such as, “Vacancy Announcements,” “Self Nom,” “IVRS,” and “CANS,” and give them a better understanding of the new staffing process.  These are posted on the AFPC Web site (www.afpc.randolph.af.mil/dpc) under Marketing Materials .

        - Air Force Civilian Employment News (Non-Air Force Applicants Only): AFPC/DPCTD designed this pamphlet as a quick reference for external candidates on how to apply for Air Force jobs.
