The CCDP Selection Board process will be used to select candidates for participation in this program. AF/XON will review each candidate's experience, education, and training for technical background, and make a recommendation to the CCDP Selection Board. High-potential GS-12 through GS-15's are eligible to apply. The program is designed to improve the Air Force technical nuclear knowledge base. The primary objective of the program is to provide an additional source of nuclear technical expertise to be utilized in staff positions.
