We received information concerning your eligibility for an identification (ID) card under the Uniformed Services Former Spouse Protection Act.

To qualify for all benefits (medical, commissary, base exchange and theater privileges), an unremarried former spouse, at the time of divorce, dissolution or annulment of marriage, must have been married for at least 20 years to a military member who performed at least 20 years of creditable service in determining eligibility for retired pay.  There must also have been a 20-year overlap time of marriage and military service (20/20/20).  If a former spouse is enrolled in an employer-sponsored health plan, medical care is not authorized.  When the former spouse is no longer enrolled in an employer-sponosred health plan, medical care benefits may be reinstated.

 We have been informed that you are or have been divorced from the sponsor.  It is the former spouse’s responsibility to report any changes in her/his marital status.  Failure to do so may result in recoupment of any funds expended on medical care since the date of divorce.  If you still have an ID card as a spouse with full benefits and privileges, please return it to our office within 30 days.  If you do not have the ID card in your possession, please write the disposition of your card on the back of this letter and return it to our office.  We have provided a self-addressed envelope for your convenience.
