PERSONNEL POLICY GUIDANCE MESSAGE (PPGM) 02-06 RESCINDS AFI 36-2903, AFSPC COMMAND SUPPLEMENT 1, DATES 2 AUGUST 1999 

1.  THIS IS A HQ AFSPC/DP/DO/LG/SV/SF and AFSPC/CV APPROVED COORDINATED MESSAGE.  THIS PERSONNEL POLICY GUIDANCE MESSAGE (PPGM) 02-06 RESCINDS AFI 36-2903, AFSPC COMMAND SUPPLEMENT 1, DATED 2 AUGUST 1999 (DRESS AND PERSONAL APPEARANCE OF AIR FORCE PERSONNEL.)  THE PPGM WILL SERVE AS INTERIM GUIDANCE UNTIL SUCH TIME AS AIR FORCE CONDUCTS THE NEXT SCHEDULED UNIFORM BOARD AND THE SUBSEQUENT PUBLICATION OF A REVISED AFI 36-2903.  AT THAT TIME HQ AFSPC WILL PUBLISH A NEW AFSPC CMD SUPP.  WINGS ARE ENCOURAGED TO SUPPLEMENT THIS MESSAGE (HQ AFSPC/DP APPROVAL IS REQUIRED PRIOR TO PUBLICATION) AND RESCIND ANY WING PUBLICATIONS, SAME SUBJECT.

NOTE:  PARAGRAPH NUMBERS ARE USED TO KEEP THIS MESSAGE ORGANIZED.  THE NUMBERS AND LETTERS IN PARENTHESIS ARE CORRELATING PARAGRAPHS AND TABLES IN THE BASIC AFI.

2.  ADDED (TABLE 1.1. LINE 1.3)  AFSPC DELEGATES AUTHORITY FOR INSTALLATION COMMANDERS TO AUTHORIZE THE WEAR OF CIVILIAN ATTIRE FOR PERSONNEL ASSIGNED TO SERVICES ACTIVITIES.  FOR HEALTH AND WELLNESS CENTERS UNIFORM STANDARDS SEE PARA 11.  THE AUTHORIZED CIVILIAN ATTIRE MUST FOLLOW THE GUIDELINES OF THIS INSTRUCTION AND BE STANDARDIZED.  

3.  ADDED (FIGURE 2.10. NOTE 2, TABLE 2.2 LINE 6.1 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 9.1)  BDU CAP OFFICERS WEAR GRADE INSIGNIA ON CAP (BRIGHT/NONSUBDUED WHILE IN GARRISON AND SUBDUED WHILE IN TACTICAL ENVIRONMENT).  AIRMEN WILL NOT WEAR GRADE INSIGNIA.  

4.  ADDED (TABLE 2.2 AND TABLE 2.4 ADDED) MEN’S AND WOMEN’S BATTLE DRESS AND STANDARDIZED FUNCTIONAL UNIFORMS (DIFFERENCES FOR WOMEN ARE NOTED).

4A.  ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 6.3 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 9.3) HEADGEAR (ORGANIZATIONAL BASEBALL CAP) - MAY BE WORN WITH BDU, FOOD SERVICE WHITE UNIFORM AND HOSPITAL SERVICE WHITE UNIFORM.  REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ORGANIZATIONAL BASEBALL CAPS, TO INCLUDE ASSOCIATE ORGANIZATIONS ON AFSPC AND NON-AFSPC INSTALLATIONS, MUST BE APPROVED BY THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER (FOR MAJCOM STAFF, APPROVAL AUTHORITY IS DIRECTOR OF STAFF).  REQUESTING AGENCY PREPARES THE DESIGN AND FORWARDS REQUEST TO THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER FOR APPROVAL/DISAPPROVAL.  THE STANDARD OPTIONS FOR LETTERING ARE AS FOLLOWS:  1) QUARTER- INCH LETTERING WITH UNIT EMBLEM, 2) ONE TIER OF TWO INCH LETTERING WITH UNIT EMBLEM, 3) ONE TIER OF TWO INCH LETTERING ON CAPS WITHOUT EMBLEM, 4) ONE TIER OF ONE INCH LETTERING CENTERED IN AN ARCH WITHOUT EMBLEMS, 5) TWO TIERS OF 1 INCH LETTERING WITHOUT EMBLEMS, AND 6) A UNIT EMBLEM WITH NO LETTERING IS ALSO AUTHORIZED.  THE UNIT EMBLEM (THE DESIGN FOR A UNIT THAT IS USED ON T-SHIRT OR ANY CLOTHING ITEM THAT REQUIRES UNIT DESIGNATION), CANNOT BE CHANGED WITHOUT INSTALLATION COMMANDER APPROVAL.  AFSPC UNIT COMMANDERS DO NOT HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO PURCHASE ORGANIZATIONAL BASEBALL CAPS WITHOUT PRIOR COORDINATION THROUGH MILITARY PERSONNEL CHANNELS AND INSTALLATION COMMANDER APPROVAL.  OFFICERS WEAR GRADE INSIGNIA ON CAP (BRIGHT/NONSUBDUED) WHILE IN GARRISON.  AIRMEN WILL NOT WEAR GRADE INSIGNIA.  THE ORGANIZATIONAL BASEBALL CAP WILL NOT BE WORN WHILE IN TACTICAL ENVIRONMENT.  

4A1 (TABLE 2.2 LINE 6.3 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 9.3) CLOUDS AND DARTS - CLOUDS AND DARTS (KNOWN AS “SCRAMBLED EGGS”) ARE OPTIONAL ON THE BILL OF THE ORGANIZATIONAL BASEBALL CAP FOR FIELD GRADE OFFICERS AND ABOVE.  FOR A VISUAL SEE AFI 36-2903, FIGURE 2.10.

4A2 ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 6.3 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 9.3) Installation commanders will prescribe, in base supplements THE ORGANIZATIONAL BASEBALL CAPS’ LETTERING AND EMBLEM CONFIGURATIONS. 

4B.  ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 11 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 14) UNDERGARMENTS - WORN WITH BDU, FOOD SERVICE WHITE UNIFORM, HOSPITAL SERVICE WHITE UNIFORM.  MEMBERS OF AFSPC ARE AUTHORIZED WEAR OF BLACK OR BROWN CREW-NECK UNDERSHIRTS, LONG-SLEEVED BLACK TURTLENECKS, BLACK DICKEYS, OR WHITE, OFF-WHITE, OR BLACK THERMAL UNDERSHIRT, WITHOUT POCKETS (WHITE ONLY FOR HOSPITAL/SERVICE WHITES).  OTHER THAN THE UNIT EMBLEM AUTHORIZED OVER LEFT BREAST (OF THE BLACK CREWNECK UNDERSHIRTS), NO OTHER ORNAMENTATION, AMERICAN FLAG, EMBLEM, OR ACCOUTERMENT MAY BE PRINTED, PINNED OR SEWN ON UNDERGARMENTS.

4C.  ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 12.2 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 15.2) PATCHES - MAY BE WORN WITH BDU.  SUBDUED MAJCOM PATCH (EMBLEM) IS MANDATORY.  WEAR THE MAJCOM (EMBLEM) PATCH, CENTERED AND SEWN, ON THE RIGHT BREAST POCKET, BELOW THE POCKET FLAP.  OFFICIALLY (HISTORY AND HERALDRY) APPROVED WING AND UNIT PATCHES (EMBLEMS) ARE AUTHORIZED AT THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER’S DISCRETION.  DO NOT MIX SUBDUED AND VIVID COLOR PATCHES ON ANY UNIFORM COMBINATION.  EMBLEMS WILL BE WORN ON THE LEFT BREAST POCKET, NOT TO EXCEED 3 ½ INCHES IN DIAMETER.  MATERNITY BDUS:  PATCHES ARE NOT MANDATORY.

4C1. ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 12.2.1 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 15.2.1) MORALE PATCHES (TEMPORARY OR PERMANENT): If authorized by the installation commander, will be worn above the right breast pocket, ½ inch above the “Name” Tape.  When a unit (emblem) patch is worn in this position, a morale patch will not be worn.  New (morale) patches:  Forward requests for development of new morale patches to NAF/CCs for approval.  NAF/CCs may delegate approval of morale patches to no lower than the WG/CC.  Authority may be delegated, in writing, to Wg/CCs.  Commanders submit requests for morale patches.  Include guidelines for wear, any explanation of the patch design, and a sketch, drawing or photo of the proposed patch.  Approval for temporary morale patches (i.e., to commemorate an activity, exercise, or special event) is delegated to the Wing Commander.  Temporary morale patches (competitions), once approved, are only worn for 30 days before the event and until 30 days after the event.  Morale patches will not exceed 3 1/2 inches in size.   Maternity BDUs:  Patches are not MANDATORY.

4C2.  ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 12.2.2 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 15.2.2) SUBDUED WEAPONS SCHOOL PATCH:  ALL PERSONNEL ASSIGNED TO AFSPC PAST AND FUTURE USAF WEAPONS SCHOOL GRADUATES ARE AUTHORIZED TO WEAR THE SUBDUED USAF WEAPONS SCHOOL PATCH ON THE BDU.  IF WORN, THE PATCH WILL BE CENTERED OVER RIGHT BREAST POCKET, ½ INCH ABOVE NAME TAPE.  
4D.  ADDED (TABLE 2.2 LINE 13.2 AND TABLE 2.4 LINE 16.2) OTHER.   Installation commanders will prescribe, in base supplements, other functional clothing usually worn with BDUs or service whites, as authorized by SA 016.

5. ADDED (TABLE 2.5 ITEM 18) CAMPAIGN ORNAMENTS.  TO PRESENT THE PROPER MILITARY IMAGE IT WILL BE Worn when installation commander authorizes wear of Air Force-wide campaign ornaments for the period of the campaign.  The period of wear will be published locally by installation commanders.  When authorized, the ornament will be worn 1/2 inch above the name tag on all uniform combinations unless an item, such as a duty badge, occupies that position.  In this instance, the ornament will be worn 1/2 inch above the item.  Red Ribbons for the Red Ribbon Campaign:  When authorized by the installation commander, the Red Ribbon will be worn centered, 1/2 inch below the name tag on all uniform combinations.  The Red Ribbon will not be worn in combination with the Combined Federal Campaign ornament or any other campaign ornament.  No campaign ornaments will be worn with the service dress.

6. ADDED (PARA 3.1.2).  BLACK BDUS AND/OR BLACK COVERALLS. Black BDUs and/or black coveralls with entire ensemble (e.g., Balaclave, goggles, gloves, ballistic vest, LBE, etc.) are authorized for wear by Emergency Services Teams (EST) and/or Tactical Recapture Force (TRF).  These uniforms are authorized for wear during real world and exercise situations, and scheduled training days.  They will not be worn in any public location for other than training scenarios or actual incidents.  Both BDU and/or coveralls are worn with the ASNP above the left breast pocket.  These uniforms, if deemed necessary, will be unit funded. 

7. ADDED (TABLE 3.4, NOTE 6). THE UNIFORM COMBINATIONS LISTED ARE AUTHORIZED FOR WEAR IN AFSPC AT THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER’S CONCURRENCE.

8.  ADDED (PARA 3.2).  WEAR INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMMONLY USED ORGANIZATIONAL CLOTHING, ITEMS AND EQUIPMENT.  INSTALLATION COMMANDER IS AUTHORIZED TO ALLOW WEAR OF THE FOLLOWING UNIFORM ITEMS IAW SA016.  INSTALLATION COMMANDERS WILL PRESCRIBE WEAR. 

8 A. BOOTS, COLD WEATHER 

8 B. BOOTS, 10-INCH SAFETY 

8 C. BRASSARDS (ARM BANDS) 

8 D. CAP, STOCKING
8 E. CAP, WINTER OLIVE GREEN (FUR-LINED, COVERS EARS, CHIN STRAP) 
8 F. CAP, MAINTENANCE (BUMP HAT) (HARD HAT) 
8 G. COVERALLS (WHITE, OLIVE GREEN, AND TAN)  
8 H. FLIGHT JACKET (BLUE GENERAL OFFICER) 
8 I. GLOVES, SAFETY AND OCCUPATIONAL 

8 J. MITTENS, COLD WEATHER.  Extreme cold weather parka must be worn.
8 K. OVERSHOES, ANKLE HIGH, GRAY OR GREEN.  
8 L. OCCUPATIONAL PROTECTIVE CLOTHING OR EQUIPMENT.  Items such as hard hats, reflective vests, arm bands, gloves, or other occupational health or safety equipment fall in this category.  
8 M. REFLECTIVE VESTS, JACKETS, AND REFLECTIVE ARM BANDS.  
8 N. SHOE, ELECTRIC HAZARD, LOW-QUARTER, BLACK.  
8 O. SOCKS, WOOL WHITE.  

8 P. SLEEP SHIRT/SWEATER, WOOL OD.  

8 Q. SWEATER, CARDIGAN BLUE.  MAY BE WORN WITH SERVICE UNIFORM. WEAR COLLAR OF SHIRT/BLOUSE INSIDE OR OUTSIDE THE SWEATER.  SWEATER WILL NOT BE EXPOSED WHEN WEARING ANOTHER OUTER GARMENT.  SWEATER MAY BE WORN WITH OR WITHOUT TIE OR TAB; INDOORS OR OUTDOORS.  MAY BE BUTTONED OR UNBUTTONED INDOORS; MUST BE BUTTONED IF WORN OUTDOORS.  WHEN BUTTONED, SWEATER WILL BE COMPLETELY BUTTONED.  MAY BE WORN WITH MATERNITY GARMENTS.  WILL NOT BE WORN BY HOSPITAL AND FOOD SERVICE PERSONNEL IN LIEU OF THE WHITE CARDIGAN SWEATER AS PRESCRIBED BY SA016.  RANK INSIGNIA:  OFFICER AND SENIOR NCOS WEAR SHOULDER MARK INSIGNIA.  ALL OTHER ENLISTED MEMBERS WEAR METAL RANK INSIGNIA.  CENTER INSIGNIA HORIZONTAL ON THE EPAULET WITH BOTTOM OF INSIGNIA ONE INCH FROM THE SHOULDER SEAM.  FIT:  WHEN BUTTONED, SHOULD NOT PULL BETWEEN BUTTONS.  EPAULETS SHOULD FIT PROPERLY ON THE SHOULDER, NOT EXTENDING PAST THE SHOULDER.  SWEATER LENGTH SHOULD BE 4-7 INCHES BELOW WAIST.  LOCAL COMMANDERS RETAIN THE OPTION TO REQUIRE WEAR OF A TIE OR TAB WITH ALL UNIFORM COMBINATIONS BASED ON SPECIFIC CIRCUMSTANCES.  
8 R. TAPE REFLECTORIZED.  

8 S. TROUSERS, COLD WEATHER.  

8 T. UNDERWEAR, NOMEX OR COTTON/BLEND.  

8 U. PARKAS. 
8 U 1 GORTEX PARKAS.  MAY BE WORN WITH BDU AND FUNCTIONAL UNIFORM.  GORTEX Parkas are functional uniform items and cannot be worn with civilian clothing and you CANNOT mix with the civilian HAWC uniform.  EXCEPTION:  21 sw/cc CAN AUTHORIZE THULE AB, GREENLAND PERSONNEL TO WEAR GORTEX PARKA WITH CIVILIAN CLOTHING DUE TO SEVERE AND ARDUOUS WEATHER CONDITIONS (IF WORN WITH CIVILIAN CLOTHES, RANK INSIGNIA MUST BE TAKEN OFF).  Gortex parka is authorized for wear with Hospital/Services white uniform combinations. Rank insignia is mandatory on the Gortex Parka.  Installation commanders prescribe areas for optional wear for safety precautions, e.g., flight line and other hazardous areas.  For enlisted personnel the SLIP-ON cloth  rank insignia will be worn on the front tab of the jacket, Officer personnel wear subdued metal pin-on grade insignia when in tactical environment; bright/nonsubdued pin-on metal OR SLIP-ON CLOTH grade insignia while in garrison.   
8 U 2. COLD WEATHER PARKAS. MAY BE WORN WITH BDU, SERVICE UNIFORM AND FUNCTIONAL UNIFORM.  Installation Commanders may authorize personnel issued a COLD WEATHER Parka by their previous organization/base, or personnel who purchased this item at their own expense, to wear this functional item while assigned to their installation.  This authorization must be included in base supplements to AFI 36-2903.  COLD WEATHER Parkas are functional uniform items and cannot be worn with civilian clothing and you CANNOT mix with the civilian HAWC uniform.  EXCEPTION:  21 sw/cc CAN AUTHORIZE THULE AB, GREENLAND PERSONNEL TO WEAR COLD WEATHER PARKA WITH CIVILIAN CLOTHING DUE TO SEVERE AND ARDUOUS WEATHER CONDITIONS.
8 V. BELT, BLUE WITH SILVER TOP BUCKLE.  GENERAL OFFICER’S BELT BUCKLE (GENERAL OFFICERS ONLY). 

8 W. EAR PROTECTORS.  May be worn with functional uniforms when appropriate outer garments are worn.

8 X. GLOVES, BLACK OR GRAY.  May be worn with all functional uniforms when outer garments are worn unless safety or occupational gloves are prescribed.
8 Y. OVERSHOES, GREEN. unless prohibited by safety directives.
8 Z. SCARF, GRAY SHADE.  May be worn with all functional uniforms when outer garments are worn.

8 AA. SWEATBAND.  Elastic cotton stretch material, solid gray, black, or olive green without design.  May be worn by flight line maintenance members when wear of authorized headgear is deemed inappropriate and is approved by installation commander.  Worn on flight line only.

8 AB.  RED BASEBALL CAPS.  ALL AFSC 3P0X1B/SEI 312 (COMBAT ARMS) PERSONNEL ARE AUTHORIZED TO WEAR RED BASEBALL CAPS WHILE PERFORMING INSTRUCTOR DUTIES ON THE FIRING LINE.  DESIGN OF HATS ARE AS FOLLOWS:  RED BASEBALL TYPE WITH MESH BACK, ONE INCH BLACK LETTERS “COMBAT ARMS” ON FRONT.

9. (ADDED) PARA 3.3, WEAR INSTRUCTIONS FOR PERSONNEL ASSIGNED TO THE HEALTH AND WELLNESS CENTERS (HAWC).  Military members assigned full-time duties in Health and Wellness Centers (HAWC) are authorized the option to wear civilian-style clothing which is detailed below.  Clothing should be wash and wear, and conform to the same standards of appearance when wearing the military uniform. The uniform may be worn outside the HAWC except to functions that require blues or BDUs.  Civilian and military staff members uniforms may be purchased with HAWC Defense Healthcare Program funds.  Contract civilians will purchase their own clothing, which will conform to the same standards as the military members.  The Health Promotion Manager (HPM) will be responsible for the number of items issued, selecting the color of uniform items not already specified, and will authorize the proper uniform combinations.  The HPM must define, in writing, the type (Polo shirt, trousers, jacket, etc.) and style limitations (color, pullover vs cardigan sweater, location of name tag, etc.) of authorized civilian clothing for both military and civilian employees. The HPM will obtain the installation commander’s approval of HAWC uniforms and provide a copy to the Military Personnel Flight to be included in the base supplement to AFI 36-2903.  Members will not be issued socks or belts, and will be responsible for laundering their own uniforms.  When outdoors, members will wear a baseball-style organizational cap or BDU cap.  Name tags will be worn on the outer-most garment.  Members must adhere to military courtesies, and the grooming standards listed in AFI 36-2903.
9.1 (PARA 3.3.1) POLO SHIRTS WITH COLLAR.  Locally developed HAWC or AFSPC health promotion (HP), logo embroidered on front, upper left; short or long sleeve. Name tag with rank and name.  

9.2 (PARA 3.3.2) ATHLETIC JACKET, LIGHT WEIGHT.  Local HAWC or AFSPC HP logo embroidered on front upper left.

9.3 (PARA 3.3.3) FULL ATHLETIC CUT HOODED PARKA, HEAVY WEIGHTED JACKET OR COLD WEATHER PARKA (NOT GORTEX PARKA).  Local HAWC or AFSPC HP logo embroidered on front, upper left.  

9.4 (PARA 3.3.4) OTHER ITEMS:  NAVY, BLACK OR KHAKI BELTED “DOCKER-STYLE” TROUSERS OR SHORTS; BROWN, BLACK OR WHITE ATHLETIC SHOES; NAVY, BLACK OR WHITE SOCKS; NAVY OR BLACK BELT.  ORGANIZATION BASEBALL STYLE CAP OR BDU CAP, WITH RANK (OFFICERS ONLY).  The BDU cap CANNOT be mixed with civilian clothing.  SWEATER AND NAME TAG (If worn must be worn with polo shirt).  See PARA 9 FOR INSTRUCTIONS. 

10 ADDED (TABLE 5.1 RULE 4).  MINIATURE MISSILE BADGE.  IF THE INDIVIDUAL WEARS THIS BADGE, IT IS authorized for wear with the regular size space/missile badge.  Placement is IAW AFI 36-2903 figures 2.1 through 2.8 and figures 2.13 through 2.26.  women missileers MAY wear the missile badge above OR BELOW the ribbons.  hq afspc/do.

11. ADDED PARA 7.1.1 UNIFORM CHANGES.  WG/CC FORWARD RECOMMENDATIONS FOR UNIFORM CHANGES THEY DO NOT HAVE AUTHORITY TO APPROVE/DISAPPROVE TO HQ AFSPC/DP, 150 VANDENBERG ST., STE 1105, PETERSON AFB CO 80914-4450.  RECOMMENDATIONS WILL CONTAIN A COORDINATED EVALUATION FROM INTERESTED/AFFECTED BASE ACTIVITIES, WITH FULL JUSTIFICATION AS TO WHY APPROVAL SHOULD BE CONSIDERED.  IF RECOMMENDATION IS WITHIN A SPECIFIC CAREER FIELD, SUCH AS SECURITY FORCES, COORDINATION WITH AFSPC FUNCTIONAL MANAGER IS MANDATORY FOR INCLUSION WITH THE SUGGESTION.

13. THE FOLLOWING GUIDANCE WILL BE REFLECTED AS AN ATTACHMENT IN FUTURE AFSPC SUP 1.  IT CONSOLIDATES PREVIOUS TABLES AND CSAF APPROVAL MESSAGES AND OTHER GUIDANCE MESSAGES FOR THE FLIGHT DRESS UNIFORM (FDU) AND ACCOUTERMENTS.

FLIGHT DRESS UNIFORMS
A1.1  GENERAL.  THE FLIGHT DRESS UNIFORM (FDU) IS WORN BY AFSPC AIRCREWS AND SPACE OPERATORS (AFSCS 13SX AND 1C6X1).

A1.1.2  THE FDU MAY BE WORN OFF-BASE UNDER THE SAME RESTRICTIONS AS THE BATTLE DRESS UNIFORM (BDU).  SEE TABLE 2.6 OF THE BASIC INSTRUCTION.  THE FDU MAY BE WORN IN ALL BASE OFFICES AND BASE ESTABLISHMENTS AS LONG AS IT IS NEAT, CLEAN, AND PROPERLY ADORNED.  THE FDU IS NOT FOR WEAR BY PREGNANT AIR FORCE MEMBERS.

A1.1.3  PERSONNEL WHO WERE PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED TO WEAR THE SPACE & MISSILE CREW UNIFORM (SMCU) AND WHO HAVE CROSS TRAINED OUTSIDE THE 13SX AND 1C6X1 CAREER FIELDS, ARE NOT AUTHORIZED TO OBTAIN AND WEAR THE FDU AND FLIGHT JACKETS AS SMCU REPLACEMENTS.

A1.1.4  FOR SPACE OPERATORS, THE UNIT COMMANDER WILL DECIDE WHICH WEIGHT JACKET TO ISSUE.  UNITS WILL NOT ISSUE BOTH THE LIGHTWEIGHT AND HEAVYWEIGHT NOMEX FLIGHT JACKET, ONLY ONE OR THE OTHER.  FOR AIRCREWS, UNIT COMMANDER MAY ISSUE BOTH, IF REQUIRED.

A1.1.5.  ADDITIONAL FLIGHT UNIFORM ITEMS (FLIGHT BOOTS, GLOVES, HELMETS, ETC.) ARE AUTHORIZED ONLY FOR AIRCREWS AND THOSE SPACE OPERATORS SERVING IN FLYING BILLETS.

A1.1.6.  WHENEVER POSSIBLE, UNITS WILL STANDARDIZE UNIFORM WEAR WITHIN THEIR ORGANIZATION.  FOR EXAMPLE, WITHIN A WING, THE DESIGNATED DAY FOR WEARING UNIT COLORED CREW NECK T-SHIRTS/TURTLENECKS WILL BE THE SAME.

A1.2.  OUTER GARMENTS.

A1.2.1.  NOMEX FLIGHT JACKET.  EITHER NOMEX JACKET (HEAVYWEIGHT OR LIGHTWEIGHT) MAY BE WORN WITH THE FDU.  JACKETS ARE REQUIRED TO BE ZIPPED AT LEAST HALFWAY.  SLEEVES WILL BE WORN FULL LENGTH (NOT PUSHED UP).  NOMEX JACKETS MAY NOT BE WORN WITH SERVICE UNIFORMS.

A1.2.2.  LEATHER A-2 FLIGHT JACKET.  MAY BE WORN WITH THE FDU.  NAME TAG ON THE LEATHER JACKET IS LIMITED TO A MAXIMUM OF A TWO BADGE CONFIGURATION.  LEATHER NAME TAG WILL INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION: FIRST LINE: FIRST AND LAST NAME (CENTERED, IN BLOCK LETTERS); SECOND LINE: RANK AND “USAF”.  MAJCOM PATCH ON RIGHT BREAST WILL BE THE LARGE VIVID AFSPC COMMAND EMBLEM PATCH WITH LEATHER BORDER.  JACKETS ARE REQUIRED TO BE ZIPPED AT LEAST HALFWAY.  SLEEVES WILL BE WORN FULL LENGTH (NOT PUSHED UP).  SEE TABLE 3.6 OF THE BASIC INSTRUCTION FOR ADDITIONAL WEAR INSTRUCTIONS.  FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED FOR AEFS OR OTHER CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS, A SUBDUED MAJCOM PATCH IS REQUIRED.

A1.2.3  WINTER PARKA.  MAY BE WORN WITH THE FDU IF AUTHORIZED BY THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER (OR APPLICABLE WING COMMANDER).

A1.3.  HEADGEAR.
A1.3.1.  FLIGHT CAP.  SAME REQUIREMENT AS LISTED IN TABLE 2.1, LINE 11 AND TABLE 2.3, LINE 15 OF THE BASIC INSTRUCTIONS FOR SERVICE UNIFORMS.  WHEN NOT WORN, MAY BE CARRIED IN AN UNZIPPED CALF-LEVEL FLIGHT SUIT POCKET.

A1.3.2.  NAVY WATCH CAP.  MAY BE AUTHORIZED BY THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER DURING COLD WEATHER.  WHEN WORN, A FLIGHT JACKET OR WINTER PARKA MUST ALSO BE WORN.

A1.4.  ACCOUTERMENTS.
A1.4.1.  VELCRO FASTENERS.  SAGE GREEN VELCRO FASTENERS WILL BE ATTACHED AS FOLLOWS:  CENTER A 2 X 4 INCH RECTANGULAR PIECE ON THE LEFT BREAST OF THE FDU/NOMEX JACKET FOR PLACEMENT OF THE NAME TAG.  CENTER A SILHOUETTE SHAPE OF THE AFSPC COMMAND EMBLEM ON THE RIGHT BREAST OF THE FDU/NOMEX JACKET.  PLACE A 3 TO 3 ½ INCH SQUARE PIECE ON EACH SLEEVE OF THE FDU/NOMEX JACKET JUST BELOW THE SHOULDER FOR AUTHORIZED PATCHES.

A1.4.2  RANK INSIGNIA.  OFFICERS WILL WEAR CLOTH SUBDUED RANK ON THE FDU/NOMEX JACKET APPROXIMATELY 5/8-INCH FROM THE SHOULDER SEAM.  PLACEMENT AND SIZE OF GENERAL OFFICER STARS WILL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH FIGURE 2.12 OF THE BASIC INSTRUCTION.  ENLISTED PERSONNEL WILL ONLY DISPLAY RANK ON THE NAME TAG AS NOTED BELOW.

A1.4.3.  NAME TAG.  FOR THE FDU/NOMEX JACKET, CLOTH NAME TAGS WILL BE 2 X 4-INCHES IN SIZE, CENTERED ON THE LEFT BREAST.  CLOTH NAME TAGS WILL BE IN UNIT DESIGNATED COLORS AND STANDARDIZED WITHIN THE UNIT.  CLOTH NAME TAGS WILL NOT BE MODIFIED WITH A LEATHER BACKING.  A MAXIMUM OF A TWO-BADGE CONFIGURATION IS AUTHORIZED.  INDIVIDUALS AUTHORIZED TO WEAR EITHER THE MISSILE BADGE OR MISSILE BADGE WITH OPERATIONS DESIGNATOR ARE AUTHORIZED TO WEAR THREE BADGES.  FOR SPACE OPERATORS, OF THE DISPLAYED BADGES, ONE MUST BE THE SPACE/MISSILE BADGE.  ANY OTHER EARNED BADGE MAY BE WORN EITHER ABOVE OR BELOW THE SPACE/MISSILE BADGE (BASED UPON ORDER OF PRECEDENCE).  AVIATION BADGES AND THE PARACHUTIST BADGE ARE PLACED ABOVE THE SPACE/MISSILE BADGE.  THE EMBROIDERED MISSILE BADGE OR MISSILE BADGE WITH OPERATIONS DESIGNATOR MUST BE POSITIONED ON THE WEARER’S RIGHT.  NAME IS CENTERED, IN BLOCK LETTERS, IN THE REMAINING PORTION, ON ONE LINE.  LAST NAME IS MANDATORY.  FIRST NAME, INITIAL(S) OR COMMON NICKNAMES ARE OPTIONAL PROVIDED THEY ARE IN GOOD TASTE (E.G., MEMBER MAY USE “PATRICK S. PEPPARD,” “PAT PEPPARD,” “P. PEPPARD,” “P.S. PEPPARD,” “SMOKY PEPPARD,” OR “PEPPARD”).  EMBLEMS OR SILHOUETTES ARE PERMITTED PROVIDED THEY ARE IN GOOD TASTE AND REPRESENT THE MISSION OR HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE OF THE UNIT.  EMBLEMS AND SILHOUETTES WILL BE STANDARDIZED WITHIN THE UNIT, POSITIONED ON WEARER’S LEFT.  FOR ENLISTED, THE INDIVIDUAL’S RANK MUST PRECEDE THE NAME (E.G., “SSGT PATRICK S. PEPPARD,” “SSGT PAT PEPPARD,” “SSGT P. PEPPARD,” “SSGT P.S. PEPPARD,” “SSGT SMOKY PEPPARD,” OR “SSGT PEPPARD”).  ENLISTED MEMBERS WILL NO LONGER INCLUDE “USAF” ON THE CLOTH NAME TAG.  ADDITIONALLY, NAME TAGS MAY NOT DISPLAY CHEVRONS.  ENLISTED PERSONNEL MAY WEAR PREVIOUS NAME TAGS UNTIL UNSERVICEABLE.  ONLY PINS OF A TEMPORARY NATURE (E.G. CFC, GUARDIAN CHALLENGE) MAY BE WORN ON THE NAME TAG FOR A PERIOD NOT TO EXCEED 60 DAYS.  FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED FOR AEFS OR OTHER CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS, ONLY A SUBDUED NAME TAG IS AUTHORIZED.

A1.5.  ORGANIZATIONAL EMBLEMS AND SPECIALTY PATCHES.
A1.5.1.  RIGHT BREAST.  THE SMALL VIVID AFSPC EMBLEM PATCH WILL BE CENTERED ON THE FDU/NOMEX JACKET.  THE SMALL VIVID AFSPC EMBLEM PATCH WILL NOT BE MODIFIED WITH A LEATHER BACKING.  FOR THE FDU, INDIVIDUALS PREVIOUSLY AWARDED THE SAFE FLYING HOUR MILESTONE PATCH WILL POSITION IT CENTERED TO THE TOP OF THE AFSPC EMBLEM.  FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED FOR AEFS OR OTHER CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS, ONLY A SUBDUED AFSPC PATCH IS AUTHORIZED.

A1.5.2.  RIGHT SLEEVE.  A VIVID COLOR EMBLEM OF THE UNIT ASSIGNED OR ATTACHED WILL BE WORN.  WING COMMANDERS MAY AUTHORIZE WEAR OF THE WING EMBLEM BY SUBORDINATE UNITS.  EMBLEMS BELOW SQUADRON LEVEL ARE NOT AUTHORIZED ON THE RIGHT SLEEVE.  FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED FOR AEFS OR OTHER CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS, ONLY A SUBDUED PATCH IS AUTHORIZED.  

A1.5.3.  LEFT SLEEVE (FDU).  A VIVID COLOR AMERICAN FLAG EMBLEM (2 X 3 ½ INCHES), MORALE (TEMPORARY OR PERMANENT) PATCH, OR VIVID COLOR PARENT UNIT PATCH.  MORALE PATCHES (TEMPORARY OR PERMANENT) WILL BE VIVID IN COLOR AND NOT EXCEED 3 ½ X 3 ½ INCHES.  MORALE PATCHES WILL BE APPROVED BY THE NAF/CC (THIS APPROVAL AUTHORITY MAY BE DELEGATED, IN WRITING TO WG/CCS).  COMMANDERS WILL SUBMIT REQUESTS FOR MORALE PATCHES TO APPROVAL AUTHORITIES.  INCLUDE GUIDELINES FOR WEAR, ANY EXPLANATION OF THE PATCH DESIGN, AND A SKETCH, DRAWING OR PHOTO OF THE PROPOSED PATCH.  APPROVAL FOR TEMPORARY MORALE PATCHES (I.E., TO COMMEMORATE AN ACTIVITY, EXERCISE, OR SPECIAL EVENT) IS DELEGATED TO THE WING COMMANDER.  TEMPORARY MORALE PATCHES, ONCE APPROVED, ARE ONLY WORN FOR 60 DAYS BEFORE THE EVENT UNTIL 30 DAYS AFTER THE EVENT (EXAMPLES: GUARDIAN CHALLENGE, GUARDIAN SWORD, GUARDIAN TIGER, ETC.).  AFSPC/DS, NAF AND WING COMMANDERS MAY AUTHORIZE WARRIOR/HERITAGE DAYS NO MORE THAN ONCE A WEEK.  ON THIS DAY, WEAR OF ANY MORALE/HISTORICAL PATCH IS AUTHORIZED (THESE PATCHES ARE NOT REQUIRED TO CONFORM TO THE 3 ½ INCH SIZE REQUIREMENT, BUT ALSO MUST BE IN GOOD TASTE).  THE FOLLOWING ARE APPROVED MORALE (PERMANENT) PATCHES AND MAY BE WORN AT ANY TIME:  AFSPC CREW MEMBER EXCELLENCE PATCH (NO OTHER CREW MEMBER EXCELLENCE PATCHES MAY BE CREATED), PREVIOUSLY AWARDED NAF CREW MEMBER EXCELLENCE PATCH, THE NAF INSTRUCTOR/EVALUATOR PATCH, TOP HAND PATCH (“SHARPEN THE SWORD, STRENGTHEN THE SHIELD”) AND COMPETITION WINNER PATCHES/COMPETITION PATCH WITH “WINNER” ROCKER (E.G. CURTAIN RAISER, OLYMPIC ARENA, SAC/ACC MISSILE COMBAT COMPETITION PATCH, SPACE & MISSILE COMPETITION AND GUARDIAN CHALLENGE).  MEMBERS MAY WEAR THE WEAPONS SCHOOL PATCH OR TEST PILOT SCHOOL PATCH (GRADUATE OR INSTRUCTOR) UPON COMPLETION OF THE APPROPRIATE SCHOOL.  FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED FOR AEFS OR OTHER CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS, ONLY A SUBDUED PARENT UNIT PATCH OR WEAPONS SCHOOL PATCH IS AUTHORIZED.

A1.5.4.  LEFT SLEEVE (NOMEX JACKET).  A VIVID COLOR AMERICAN FLAG EMBLEM (2 X 3 ½ INCHES) OR VIVID COLOR PARENT UNIT PATCH.  FOR PERSONNEL DEPLOYED FOR AEFS OR OTHER CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS, ONLY A SUBDUED PARENT UNIT PATCH IS AUTHORIZED. 

A1.6.  FDU SLEEVES.  SLEEVES WILL BE WORN FULL LENGTH AND ALL ZIPPERS CLOSED.  EXCEPTION:  SLEEVES MAY BE PUSHED UP TO THE CREASE OF THE ELBOW, WHILE IN THE IMMEDIATE WORK AREA IF APPROVED BY INSTALLATION COMMANDER (OR APPLICABLE WING COMMANDER).  THE INSTALLATION COMMANDER (OR APPLICABLE WING COMMANDER) DETERMINES THE IMMEDIATE WORK AREA.

A1.7.  UNDERGARMENTS.  THE ONLY AUTHORIZED UNDERGARMENTS ARE THE CREW NECK T-SHIRT, THE V-NECK T-SHIRT OR TURTLENECK.  PERSONNEL WILL ONLY WEAR THE TURTLENECK DURING COLD WEATHER PERIODS AS DESIGNATED BY THE UNIT COMMANDER.  DURING THE DESIGNATED “COLD WEATHER PERIOD,” PERSONNEL MAY STILL WEAR THE CREW NECK T-SHIRT OR THE V-NECK T-SHIRT.  CREW NECK T-SHIRTS AND TURTLENECKS WILL BE DARK BLACK IN COLOR.  WEAR OF EMBLEMS ON THE TURTLENECK OR ORNAMENTATION OF ANY KIND (IF VISIBLE IN UNIFORM) IS NOT AUTHORIZED.  ONCE A WEEK, THE UNIT COMMANDER MAY AUTHORIZE PERSONNEL TO WEAR A UNIT COLORED CREW NECK T-SHIRT OR UNIT COLORED TURTLENECK (DURING THE DESIGNATED “COLD WEATHER PERIOD”).  THE COLOR OF THESE ITEMS WILL BE THE SAME COLOR AS THE UNIT’S CLOTH NAME TAG.  CREW NECK T-SHIRTS MAY BE VISIBLE AT THE NECK.  WEAR OF UNDERGARMENTS OTHER THAN THOSE DELINEATED IN THIS PARAGRAPH ARE NOT AUTHORIZED.

A1.8.  NECKWEAR.  UNLESS WEARING A TURTLENECK OR PERFORMING FLIGHT-RELATED DUTIES, PERSONNEL MUST WEAR A SCARF WITH THE CREW NECK OR V-NECK T-SHIRT.  SCARVES WILL BE THE SAME COLOR AS THE UNIT’S CLOTH NAME TAG.  SCARVES WILL BE WORN AROUND THE NECK INSIDE THE COLLAR AND TUCKED IN.  CLOSE THE FDU FRONT ZIPPER TO WITHIN 3 INCHES OF THE NECKLINE.

A1.9.  SOCKS.  BLACK OR WHITE, WILL BE PLAIN WITHOUT DESIGN OR COLORED BANDS.

A1.10.  FOOTWEAR.  BOOTS, COMBAT OR FLIGHT, AS AUTHORIZED BY TA 016, AND BOOTS AS DESCRIBED IN THE BASIC INSTRUCTION.  INSTALLATION COMMANDER MAY AUTHORIZE HOT WEATHER BOOTS.  BOOTS MAY HAVE ZIPPER INSERTS.

A1.11.  OTHER STANDARD FLIGHT CLOTHING.  GLOVES, HELMETS, AND OTHER FLIGHT CLOTHING WILL BE WORN AS PRESCRIBED IN OTHER APPLICABLE DIRECTIVES.

A1.12.  HQ AFSPC PERSONNEL.  ON RIGHT SLEEVE, CENTER MAJCOM OR APPROPRIATE DIRECTORATE PATCH.  IF AT HQ AND NO DIRECTORATE PATCH EXISTS, THEN INDIVIDUALS MAY WEAR A PATCH FROM A PREVIOUS UNIT (CORRESPONDING PARENT UNIT PATCH MAY BE WORN ON LEFT SLEEVE).  NAMETAGS WILL HAVE A BLUE BACKGROUND WITH WHITE LETTERING, WHITE BADGES AND A WHITE BORDER.  SCARVES WILL BE WHITE WITH BLUE SYMBOLS.  MAJCOM COLORED CREW NECK T-SHIRTS AND TURTLENECKS WILL BE DARK BLACK.  (EXCEPTION:  HQ AFSPC/IG MAY WEAR THEIR OWN DISTINCTIVE SCARF AND NAMETAGS.)
