1.  You are within 150 days of your DOS and have not been issued a CJR to allow you to reenlist.  You have 30 days remaining to pursue retraining.  Once you are within 120 days of your date of separation (DOS), you will automatically be projected for separation with no further option to retrain or reenlist. 

2.  With your DOS rapidly approaching, you are encouraged to consider continued military service with an Air Reserve Component (Air Force Reserve or Air National Guard) or civilian employment in a federal capacity.   Act now and contact the following:
A.  Air Force Reserve:  Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC) In-Service Recruiter (ISR) concerning job opportunities.  In-Service Recruiters are available in most active duty MPFs.  AFRC recruiters may also be reached at WWW.AFRESERVE.COM OR 1-800-257-1212.  
B.  Air National Guard (ANG):  When joining, you can continue your Air Force Career on a part-time basis while retaining military benefits to include retirement.  Visit an ANG recruiter available in most active duty MPFs or reach an ANG recruiter by calling 1-800-TOGO ANG or visit WWW.GOANG.COM.   
C.  Federal Civilian employment:   If interested in pursuing AF civilian employment, please contact your local civilian personnel flight in the Mission Support Squadron for detailed guidance on the various options/locations where you may apply and processes you must follow for submitting an application.  You may also go to WWW.AFPC.RANDOLPH.AF.MIL/AFJOBS, and follow those instructions when applying for AF vacancies across the CONUS and OCONUS.
D.  Army.  As an option for continued service to your country, consider the Army Blue-to-Green program.  You can find more info on the Blue-to-Green program at http://www.goarmy.com/btg/index.jsp or through your local Army recruiter.
