04E5/6/7 DIERT Instructions

1.  Examinees competing for promotion under WAPS usually take a Promotion Fitness Examination (PFE) and a Specialty Knowledge Test (SKT).  Individuals may compete without an SKT if they meet certain conditions.  Common SKT exemption conditions include: (a) retraining within 24 months of the Promotion Eligibility Cutoff Date (PECD), (b) returned to a previously awarded AFSC from another awarded AFSC, (c) AFSC conversions, and (d) competing in an SKT exempt career field.  

2.  Individuals in a career field without an SKT compete only against members of that AFSC for promotion.  The promotion AFSC remains the same as the control AFSC (CAFSC).  An individual who has a CAFSC, which is not SKT exempt, but the individual has an approved SKT exemption for one of the reasons listed above, compete for promotion in one of two general promotion AFSCs.  Promotion AFSC 00XXXX is made up of SKT-exempt individuals with CAFSCs identified on the Chronic Critical Skills (CCS) List.  Promotion AFSC 00XXX is made up of SKT-exempt individuals with CAFSCs not listed on the CCS list.  

3.  Effective with the 04E6/7 promotion cycles, prior service personnel will be eligible to test PFE only.  IAW 031100Z Dec 03, ML 8106, ALPERSCOM MSG, titled Prior Service Promotion Consideration - Specialty Knowledge Test (SKT) Exemptions.  Review the message and award a DIERT date as necessary to eligible members. 

4.  Every year we have individuals listed in promotion AFSC 00XXX or 00XXXX who are not entitled to an SKT exemption.  In the past, the discrepancy may have been discovered after the individual took the PFE.  It was easy to just administer the appropriate SKT and allow the individual to compete for promotion correctly.

5.  With the use of multiple PFE versions these discrepancies must now be corrected prior to the administration of any promotion test.  We have created a PC-III file to facilitate your verifying the accuracy, prior to testing, of every individual currently reflected in either promotion AFSC 00XXX or 00XXXX.  We need your help in this process.  Please read these instructions and call if you have any questions.  As soon as you have completed your verification, email our inbox at afpc.dpppwm1@randolph.af.mil by 17 Jan 04.  In your reply, please include all pertinent information (name, SSAN, DIERT date, corrected/deleted/changed, etc.) or contact our office at DSN 665-2107 to clear your MPF suspense.  

6.  Ask the following questions as you review each member listed in the PC-III file:

a. Is the individual in CAFSC *1N3X1, *1N3X2, *1N3X3, *1N3X4, *1N3X5, or *3P0X1? (*Applicable to all shredouts)



1.  If yes, go to question b.



2.  If no, go to question c.

b. Does the individual's previous AFSC begin with a different 3-digit code than the current CAFSC?  For example, if he/she is now a 1N3X1, did the previous AFSC begin with other than 1N3?



1.  If yes, go to question c.



2.  If no, the individual should not be in either promotion AFSC 00XXX or 00XXXX.  The data must be corrected (usually by removing the erroneous Date Initially Entered Retraining (DIERT).  


Explanation:  Since the SKT requirements are the same for individuals in these AFSCs regardless of shredouts, it is not considered retraining and an SKT exemption is not authorized. 

c. Did the individual retrain with a class start date of 1 Jan 01 - 31 Dec 03?



1.  If yes, ensure the DIERT is reflected as the class start date.  This individual should be in promotion AFSC 00XXX or 00XXXX.  



2.  If no, the individual should not be in either promotion AFSC 00XXX or 00XXXX.  The data must be corrected (usually by removing the erroneous DIERT).

d. Did you determine anyone to be incorrectly reflected in promotion AFSC 00XXX or 00XXXX?



1.  If yes, contact the individual and his/her commander.  Inform them the individual will be required to take an SKT and reschedule the test date if necessary to allow 30 days access to SKT study materials.



2.   If no, go to paragraph e.
