BACKGROUND

- The Hurlburt Field Family Support Center opened on 1 April 1989

- The population of the base on 1 April 1989 was 5,102 military members and 46 DOD civilians

- The population of the base on 1 March 2003 is 7,100 military members (1,159 officer, 5,9441 enlisted) and 656 DOD civilians

-- The flight has 13 authorizations, all filled

-- 11 Civilians, GS-12-1,  GS 11-5, GS 9-4, GS-5-1

-- 2 Air Force members, 2 MSgt

-- 20 Volunteers (Family Services – 15)

-- 10 VA workstudies

- Family Readiness

-- More than 700 enrolled (113 remote) in Heart’s Apart program

-- Present on every mobility line

-- FSC a mandatory stop on Pre-deployment checklist

-- Readiness class, 3 hours, offered for member and spouse

-- Active in FISFAC, the Florida Inter-service Family Assistance Committee

-- Established Family Assistance Center plans: FAC # 1, activated for 2 hurricanes; FAC#2 active plan for man-made disasters

-- OP Plan #32-1- Personal and Family Readiness plan

- Services and Activities

-- Relocation:  Commando Welcome Spouse, Smooth Move, Sponsorship training, Kids Smooth Move, Hurricane classes for kids and adults, Family Services, one-on-one counseling, Culture Shock, Assignment England

-- Air Force Aid Society:  all services, Bundles for Babies

-- Personal Financial Management: briefings tailored to 6 different groups monthly; one-on-one counseling, Surviving Debt, Auto Buying

-- Transition: TAP seminar, Mapping Your Career, Pre-discharge Physicals, Resume Writing, Job Fair two twice yearly, VA/SS briefing

-- Employment Assistance: individual assistance, Federal Employment class, Employment Orientation class weekly, 

-- Family Life Skills: Moms, Pops and Tots; Single Parents; Family Feelings; individual counseling

-- Active CAIB and CARE (IDS)

- Total Force Commitment

-- Guard – 13; Reserve - 23)

-- Civilian Employees - 42
