4.  DECLINATIONS, ASSIGNMENT PROCEDURES, AND DEFERMENTS.

A.  DECLINATIONS:  ALL CANDIDATES WERE VOLUNTEERS FOR ALL MEDICAL SQUADRON  COMMANDER BILLETS.  OFFICERS SELECTED FOR ASSIGNMENT AS NOTED IN PARA 2 ABOVE  MUST ACCEPT THE ASSIGNMENT OR SEPARATE IN ACCORDANCE WITH ASSIGNMENT DECLINATION  PROCEDURES AS OUTLINED IN AFI 36-2110, ASSIGMENTS.

B.  ASSIGNMENT PROCEDURES:  LOSING AND GAINING MEDICAL GROUPS WILL COORDINATE  ASSIGNMENT REPORTING DATES WITH HQ AFPC/DPAM MEDICAL SERVICE OFFICER (BSC, DC,  MC, MSC, NC) ASSIGNMENT TEAMS.  OFFICERS WHO HAVE NOT SERVED THE  NECESSARY TIME-ON-STATION (TOS) FOR A PERMANENT CHANGE OF STATION (PCS) WILL REQUIRE A TOS  WAIVER OR DEROS CURTAILMENT.  ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE FINALIZED UPON APPROVAL OF THE  REQUIRED WAIVER/CURTAILMENT.

C.  DEFERMENTS:  OFFICERS NOTED IN PARA 2 OF THIS MESSAGE WHO FOR VALID REASONS,  CANNOT PROCEED TO THEIR ASSIGNMENT MAY HAVE THE ASSIGNMENT CANCELLED, WITHOUT  PREJUDICE, FOR ONE OF THE FOLLOWING REASONS:

(1)  HUMANITARIAN:  IF UNABLE TO ASSUME COMMAND BECAUSE OF PERSONAL REASONS, THE  OFFICER SHOULD SUBMIT A HUMANITARIAN/EXCEPTIONAL FAMILY MEMBER PROGRAM REQUEST THROUGH NORMAL CHANNELS.

(2)  ADMINISTRATIVE:  IF UNABLE TO ASSUME COMMAND FOR OTHER REASONS BEYOND THE  OFFICER'S CONTROL, THE OFFICER'S MAJCOM/STAFF AGENCY MAY SUBMIT A REQUEST FOR  REMOVAL FROM THE CANDIDATE LIST TO HQ AFPC/DPAM THROUGH THE MAJCOM/SG.

(3)  EDUCATIONAL:  CY05 MSCB-SELECT OFFICERS WHO ARE SUBSEQUENTLY SELECTED FOR SENIOR DEVELOPMENTAL EDUCATION IN RESIDENCE BEFORE THEY PROCEED TO THEIR COMMAND ASSIGNMENT MAY ALSO BE DEFERRED.   EDUCATIONAL DEFERMENT REQUESTS SHOULD BE SUBMITTED THROUGH THE SENIOR RATER TO HQ AFPC/DPAMU.  HQ AFPC/DPAMU WILL COORDINATE WITH THE MAJCOM TO WHICH THE OFFICER IS BEING ASSIGNED FOR THEIR CONCURRENCE AND TO ASSIST THE MAJCOM WITH AN ALTERNATE SELECTION.
5.  ADDITIONAL CY05 MEDICAL SQUADRON COMMANDER REQUIREMENTS WILL BE FILLED WITH CANDIDATES REMAINING ON THE CY05 MSCB LIST.  CANDIDATES WILL REMAIN ON THE CY05  MSCB CANDIDATE LIST UNTIL 31 DEC 05 OR UNTIL REASSIGNED DUE TO PCS.  MAJCOMS WITH  ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS SHOULD CONTACT HQ AFPC/DPAMU TO OBTAIN THE LIST OF REMAINING ELIGIBLE CANDIDATES.
