AF CME PROGRAM

POLICY ON DISCLOSURE OF FACULTY AND SPONSOR RELATIONSHIPS
Purpose

In accordance with ACCME’s Standards for Commercial Support of Continuing Medical Education, the Policy on Disclosure exists to provide guidance for staff, faculty and joint sponsors of the requirement of disclose specific information to participants.  This includes (a) sponsor financial relationships, (b) faculty financial relationships, and (c) discussion of unlabeled or unapproved uses of drugs and devices.

Policy

The AF CME Program requires faculty to provide specific information to CME participants.  Disclosure is required in two areas:


( Financial Relationships – Faculty must disclose any significant relationship 
between themselves and (a) the commercial supporter(s) of the activity, and (b) 
the manufacturer of any product discussed in the CME activity or related to the 
topic of the activity.  Significant relationship is defined as the receipt of any 
amount over $1,000 per year, and it includes funds received by the immediate 
family of the faculty member.  Information reported shall include financial 
relationships in place over the preceding twelve month period.  If instructors have 
nothing to report, that information must also be reported.


( Discussion of Unlabeled Use – Faculty must disclose to participants in writing 
through course materials, or verbally, that a product is not labeled for use under 
discussion or that the product is still investigational.  If it is not provided in writing, 
faculty must verbally provide that information to the participants.

The accredited provider or MTF CME course director must disclose to participants significant financial relationships it has with the commercial supporter of a CME activity and/or with the manufacturer of products discussed in that activity.
When it is not possible to make disclosure in writing, then the faculty or moderator will ensure that disclosure to the audience occurs verbally.  Then the disclosure information must be documented on the AF CME Activity checklist.  The moderator will be required to document what was disclosed and method used to disclose.

Implementation
Faculty will complete the AF CME Program faculty disclosure declaration (found on the web) that contains the following information:


( The form shall note the CME program title and activity number;


( The form shall solicit information about financial relationships the faculty 


member have with any commercial supporter as well as manufacturers of 
products associated with the activity or related to the topic of the activity; if none, 
there shall be a area to indicate that effect;


( The form shall provide an area for the presenter to indicate whether or not the 
faculty member intends to discuss unlabeled or unapproved uses of drugs or 
devices in his or her presentation;


( The form shall summarize other pertinent requirements as stated in the 
ACCME Essential areas and policies with regard to commercial support.
