COMPUTING SHORT TOUR DATES
USING A JULIAN CALENDAR
TDY FROM 23 JUN THROUGH 21 DEC 
Step 1:  Find the Julian date that corresponds with 23 Jun.  This is the day the member stepped foot in the country.  TDY Start date 23 Jun = Julian Day 174.
Step 2:  Find the Julian date that corresponds with 21 Dec.  This is the day the member actually departed the country.  (This day counts as a day in country).  TDY stop date 21 Dec = Julian Day 355.
Step 3:  Subtract the Julian start date from Julian stop date.   355 - 174 = 181 days in country.  Plus you need to add 1 day for inclusive dates.  Therefore giving member 182 days in country; this constitutes short tour credit.
TDY FROM 31 OCT THROUGH 28 APR 
STEP 1: Find the Julian date that corresponds with the TDY Start Date of 31 Oct.  Julian Day = 304.

STEP 2:  Find the Julian date that corresponds with the TDY Stop Date of 28 Apr.  Julian Day = 119.   

STEP 3:  First, you will compute how many days member completed from 31 Oct till 31 Dec.  Julian day = 365.  Subtract Julian day 304 (TDY start date) from Julian day 365. (31 Dec).  365 - 304 = 61 days (add 1 day for inclusive dates = 62 days).  
STEP 4:  Next add 62 days to the next calander year’s time. (See step 2).   Julian day 119 + 62 = 181 days.  Member served in country 181 days; this constitutes short tour credit.
