Instructions for Establishing an Initial DEROS

1.  The following procedures are to be used upon arrival of any active duty member to overseas locations.  These procedures must be followed precisely to ensure accurate accounting of DEROS (Date Eligible to Return from OverSeas) dates:

2.  In the MilMod personnel data system:


Step 1.  Login


Step 2.  Highlight “Relocations and Employment” and click Open;


Step 3.  Highlight “Personnel Employment” and click Open;


Step 4.  Highlight “Employment” and click Open;


Step 5.  Highlight “Projected Gain” and click Open;


Step 6.  Press F7,  and Tab to “National Identifier” and enter the member’s SSAN and then press F8;


Step 7.  Click on the “Confirm Arrival Info” button at the bottom of the form;


Step 8.  Click in the space to the left of “AD ASSIGN CRITERIA” and then click in the blank 
                  space in the DETAILS area;

Step 9.  Click the “Clear” button at the bottom of the form;           


Step 10. In the “Further Assignment Information” form enter ONLY the following data: 



a.  “DAS” (Date Arrived Station): Input a date the member arrived on station



b.  “DDLDS” (Date Departed Last Duty Station):  Input a date the member departed previous 
                                                                                             duty station



c.  “DEROS”:  Input the date in accordance with calculating DEROS dates (See para 3 below) 
                                   NOTE:  You must verify AAR to determine if the member is an extended tour  
                                   volunteer (see para 3c below).


d.  “DEROS REASON”:  Input the code “YA” or “YB” as appropriate from the list of values



e.  “Date Departed CONUS”:  Input a date member departed CONUS port



f.  “Gain Source Document Code”:  Input the code “AV” from the list of values



g.  “Gain Source Document Julian Date”:  Input the current Julian date

NOTE:  Do not input data into any other fields on this form.

Step 11.  Click “OK” at the bottom of the form.

3.  DEROS COMPUTATION:  The initial DEROS is the tour length computed from the tour start date as follows:  


a.  For members who arrive from the CONUS or from a COT with travel through the CONUS, the tour start date will be the date departed the CONUS port.  


b.  For member’s arriving on a COT, with no travel thru the CONUS, the tour start date is the DAS at the new assignment.


c.  For members who have an Assignment Action Reason (AAR) code of “AO”, “V9”, “AI”, “A9”, “C5”, “L2”, “PZ”, or “S7” (reflecting their extended tour status), determine the DEROS by adding an additional 12 months to the tour length then calculate from the tour start date.  

NOTE:  The above procedures are temporary and will be used until the MilMod system is modified to automatically calculate DEROS dates.  Please watch for future follow-on messages terminating the above procedures.
