QUICK REFERENCE GUIDE

AS OF 1 JULY 2004

     We have provided this handout in an effort to assist you in determining and updating service dates, as well as assist us in validating the information you updated.  We realize proper input of service dates for newly accessed personnel in-processing the MPF is critical in order to minimize pay problems for our members down the road.  We also realize the service date computations can be confusing and rather complex.  We hope this guide provides everyone a better understanding of the service date computation process.  
     Additionally, we hope this helps reduce the number of CMS cases submitted.  As a reminder, CMS is not an application that is to be used just to check if the dates have been verified within the 120 day period of accession.  The purpose of CMS is to submit cases that are already “pay affecting” and causing pay problems for the member.  However, we can’t do our jobs as efficiently as we’d like to without your help.  For those valid CMS cases, please provide specific information on how the member is being impacted at the time of submission.  As a reminder, the MPF is the first agency responsible for verifying and computing the dates.  Once you have computed the dates following the examples provided and AFI guidance, then AFPC will validate and verify the service dates.  
     We encourage you to conduct in-house training with your employment personnel so everyone can benefit from this information.  Additionally, we recommend that you keep this handout on your computer desktop as a computer shortcut and in a continuity book for quick reference.    
First, we have provided a list of explanation of terms associated with the service dates section.  If the service dates are not listed and described below, then it does NOT fall under the Service Verification area of responsibility (i.e. DOS/ETS).

It includes enlistment as a Reserve in the Senior ROTC program, or as a scholarship cadet or midshipman under Title 10, U.S.C., 2107 or 2107(a), enlistment under Title 10, U.S.C., 12103, enlistment in the active component delayed entry/enlistment program (DEP), and entrance as a cadet or midshipman at a service academy. This date cannot be a date after the member’s pay date, with one exception, if the member received constructive credit on their pay date the DIEUS can be later.

NOTES:  Credit 1 day for each day that the member performed AD service (including short, spe​cial, and temporary tours of AD and ADT defined in AFMAN 36-8001.   In the grade in which he or she was placed on the ADL. 

2.  This date is adjusted for periods in a civilian, enlisted, or non-commissioned warrant officer status.  Use the TFCSD to determine the maximum service allowable under Title 10, U.S.C., 14507 or 14508(a) and (b) for officers. 

3.  DOR is used to determine a commissioned officer’s eligibility for a Reserve promotion.  Note: Prior to 1 October 2001 TYSD and DOR were used to determine Reserve promotion eligibility.    

4.   Air Force policy limits service credit to 21 years for lieutenant colonels and to 23 years for colonels. 

5.  Use DOR to determine the eligibility for Reserve Officer Personnel Management Act (ROPMA) promotion for a Reserve officer not on the ADL.  When promoted, award a DOR according to AFI 36-2504.   Do not award DOR credit for periods of service not in an active status. HQ ARPC, Promotions Eligibility Division (DPBA) is the OPR for Reserve officers not on the ADL.  ANG/DPFO is the OPR for ANG officers not on the ADL.

6.  AD pay begins the date a Reserve member begins travel in compliance with an EAD order.  DoDFMR 7000.14-R, paragraph 020502, table 2-1 and AFI 36-2608, Military Personnel Records Systems, chapter 3, explain how to compute allowable travel time.  Use the travel voucher in conjunction with the EAD order when computing allowable travel time.  If computation of EAD date results in a date different from the one shown in the order, amend the order according to AFI 33-328, Administrative Orders (PA). 

7.  If an ROTC graduate chooses to participate in the Selected Reserve instead of normal active duty, the DIERF is the date of commissioning, if there is no earlier qualifying date. 

8.  Before 23 September 1996 the maximum number of inactive duty points in any one retirement year is 60.  From 23 September 1996 to 29 October 2000 the maximum number in any one retirement year is 75.  30 October 2000 and after the maximum number in any one retirement year is 90.  This includes membership points.  There are no retroactive or grandfathered provisions for any of these times.

9.  If a member’s initial entry to uniformed service is through a Reserve component program, then the member’s DIEUS and DIERF will be the same date.  

Next, you will see we have included a copy of the MPFM 03-19 dated 23 Apr 2003 (Service Dates and Date of Rank Computation Examples) plus a couple of additional scenarios of sample records and have explained in detail how you go about calculating the applicable service dates for the sample record.

SUBJECT:  Service Dates and Date of Rank Computation Examples 

MPF action office for this memorandum is the Career Enhancement and Employment Elements.   For Information Management:  Ensure a copy of this memorandum is sent to all Commander Support Staffs (CSSs).

Over the past few years, the Air Force has increased the number of prior service (PS) personnel accessions and this increase has continued to this date.  One important factor in accessing PS individuals is the time-in-grade credit given to enlisted members, reflected in an adjusted date of rank (DOR).  In general, we have discovered that changes in the systems of record used, coupled with inexperience and unclear guidance, have resulted in inaccurate service dates altogether. 

A returning PS enlisted member can receive credit for time-in-grade accrued during their previous enlistment depending on the length of time the member has been separated from active duty.  Additionally, other service dates require review and/or correction as well.  We know that inaccurate service dates can contribute to pay problems.  In an effort to ensure problems are kept to a minimum and dates are computed correctly, this letter contains examples to help calculate dates correctly.  

We ask that you be diligent in your accession actions for every accessed individual.  MPFs must verify service dates for members upon in-processing IAW AFI 36-2604, Service Dates and Dates of Rank.  Attached are guidelines, a worksheet, and examples.  Please feel free to make copies and use them when computing dates.

Required documents for completing adjusted date of rank computations:  

     Copy of DD Form 4 (enlistment (not reenlistment)) document that brought member back on  

     active duty)  

     Copy of DD Form 214 

1.  Prior to 1 Jul 99, only Air Force (RegAF) members who EAD’d received the DOR credit reflected below.  Prior “sister service” individuals did not get any credit.  Their DOR will equal their date of enlistment (DOE).

     One-half credit if separated less than 2 years from the RegAF

     One-fourth credit if separated 2 or more years but less than 4 years from RegAF

2.  If EAD is 1 Jul 99 - 17 Dec 01, use the following rules (all Services):

If separated from Regular component 1 day to 1 year 11 months 29 days, award 50% of TIG

If separated from Regular component 2 years to 3 years 11 months 29 days, award 25% of TIG

If separated from Regular component 4 years or more, no TIG awarded

3.  If EAD is 18 Dec 01 or later, use the following rules (all Services):

If separated from Regular component 1 day to 3 years 11 months 29 days, award 100% of TIG

If separated from Regular component 4 years to 5 years 11 months 29 days, award 50% of TIG

If separated from Regular component 6 years or more, no TIG awarded

Guidance for Computing Service Dates: TAFMSD, TAFCSD, TFCSD, TYSD, and pay date 
1  When converting months into days and days into months, consider each month as 30 days (including February).

2.  When subtracting inclusive dates, add 1 day to the remainder. 

3.   If a computed service date is 30 February, record it as 1 March.  If a computed service date is 29 February, record it as 29 February, even if the year is not a leap year.  See following EXAMPLE.

4.  When computing service between two dates (computing time), change the ending date to 30 if it is the last day of the month and it is other than 30.  Change 28 February to 30 unless it is a leap year.  In a leap year, change 29 February to 30.  (NOTE: Do not change 28 February of a leap year to 30 February).  Never change the beginning date.  NOTE:  Subtract the beginning date from the ending date and add 1 day to the remainder. 

5.  If a member enters on EAD while on a tour of active duty for training (ADT), or active duty (AD) tour, or on the day after the last day of the ADT or AD tour, do not show a break in active service.  Consider TAFMSD and TAFCSD as the first day of the tour and backdate them by any previous creditable service.

6.  In computing the TAFMSD, TAFCSD, or TAFMSD, TAFCS includes all periods of AD and ADT.  For a tour of 30 days or less, count the actual number of days.  For longer tours, subtract the first day of the tour from the last day and add 1 day to the remainder.  This ensures inclusive dates.

EXAMPLES OF SERVICE DATES AND DATES OF RANK COMPUTATIONS

A2.1.  Service Date Computations.

Example A.  John A. Doe, 000-00-0000 is Reserve officer on EAD.  According to table 2, he must be given a pay date, TAFMSD, TAFCSD, TFSCD, TYSD and DIEUS.  Note:  Once member transfers to the USAFR the member will also require a DIERF (See A 2.6. for sample of computation.)

5.  Computation of TFCSD:

      a.  Creditable Service.  According to table 3, column D, Major Doe has the following period of creditable service:  1 May 80 to present.

      b.  TFCSD is 1 May 80.  As Major Doe accepted his initial commission on 1 May 80 and had held a commission continuously from the date the TFCSD is 1 May 80, the acceptance date of the initial commission.  (See table 1, rule 3c of this instruction). 

6.  Computation of TYSD:

a.  Creditable Service. Major Doe has no constructive service credit; therefore, his creditable service for TYSD according to table 3, column E is the same as for the TFCSD.

b. TYSD is 1 May 80, acceptance date of initial commission. 

7.  Computation of DIEUS date:

a.  DIEUS date is the date Major Doe initially enlisted in the USAFR.

  4.  DIEUS Date:
a.  DIEUS is 15 Jul 80, the date Sergeant Logadno enlisted in the Army National Guard (see table 1, rule 13).

Next, we have provided some extracts from the existing AFI 36-2604 that describe basic responsibilities and other pertinent information on services dates.  

Excerpt from AFI 36-2604 (Service Dates and Dates of Rank)

3. Responsibility for Computing, Recording, and Reporting Service Dates.

3.1. Officers Not on EAD.

3.1.1. United States Air Force Reserve (USAFR) Officers.

3.1.1.1. Headquarters, Air Reserve Personnel Center, Directorate of Personnel, Promotions

Branch (HQ ARPC/DPJA) computes and enters into the personnel data system (PDS) the following:

DOR, current grade and permanent grade effective dates.

3.1.1.2. The Point Credit Accounting Division (HQ ARPC/DPK) computes and enters into

PDS the following: total active federal military service (TAFMS) and total active federal commissioned

service (TAFCS).

3.1.1.3. The Directorate of Assignments and Readiness, Sustainment Management Division

(HQ ARPC/DAS) computes and enters into PDS: Date Initial Entry Reserve Forces (DIERF),

Date Initial Entry Uniformed Service (DIEUS), pay date, TFCSD, and TYSD.

3.1.2. Air National Guard (ANG) Officers. The appointing authority computes and enters all service

dates into PDS. NOTE: HQ ARPC/DAS verifies and corrects pay date, TFCSD, TYSD,

DIEUS, and DIERF on ANG members after they are gained on strength for accountability.

3.2. Officers on EAD.
3.2.1. Headquarters, Air Force Personnel Center, Directorate of Personnel Program Management,

Personnel Procurement and Development Division, Line Officer Procurement Branch, Officer/

Airman Verification Section (HQ AFPC/DPPAOR) computes and enters into PDS the current

grade date of rank (CGDOR).

3.2.1.1. The Directorate of Personnel Program Management, Promotion, Evaluation, and Recognition

Division, Officer Promotion and Appointment Branch, Officer Promotion Section

(HQ AFPC/DPPPOO) updates the CGDOR on subsequent promotions.

3.2.2. TAFMSD, TAFCSD, TFCSD, Pay Date, TYSD (unless service component is Regular),

EAD. HQ AFPC/DPPAOR prepares an AF Form 1613, Statement of Service, on all officers

gained to the Air Force strength within 120 days of their accession and enters the computed service

dates in the PDS. HQ AFPC/DPPAOR sends one copy of the AF Form 1613 to member’s servicing

Military Personnel Flight (MPF), for file in the member’s UPRG, and files one copy in the

officer's master personnel record group (MPerRGp).

3.3. USAFR and ANG Airmen Not on EAD. The servicing MPF, and HQ ARPC/DAS and DPJA

compute service dates and enter them in PDS.

3.4. Airmen on EAD.

3.4.1. The servicing MPF computes and updates service dates in the PDS for members entering
EAD.
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3.4.2. The Personnel Procurement and Development Division, Line Officer Procurement Branch,

Officer/Airman Verification Section (HQ AFPC/DPPAOR), computes the TAFMSD, EAD,

DIEUS, and pay date and forwards one copy of the AF Form 1613 to member’s servicing MPF for file in member’s UPRG, and files one copy in the MPRGp on:

3.4.2.1. Prior service airmen who enlist after a break in service. HQ AFPC/DPPAOR completes

AF Form 1613 within 120 days of an airman's enlistment date.

3.4.2.2. Reenlisted airmen charged with time lost under Title 10, U.S.C., 972.

3.4.3. The Directorate of Personnel Program Management, Retirements and Separations Division,

Retirements Branch, (HQ AFPC/DPPRR) will normally verify service dates at 18 years TAFMS.

The statement of service (SOS) generated by that verification is filed in the MPerRGp. However,

if a member feels their service dates are not correct prior to the 18-year verification, the MPF

should forward AF Form 330, Records Transmittal/Request, to HQ AFPC/DPPR for service

date verification.

3.4.3.1. Other airmen who are under special projects. Identify such airmen by year groups

according to their TAFMSD and provide statements of service.

3.4.3.2. If Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) disagrees with the service dates,

DFAS resolves the problem directly with the office submitting the service dates.

4. Computing Service Dates. HQ AFPC, HQ ARPC, and MPF compute service dates. Table 3. shows

the service you may credit when computing the TAFMSD, TAFCSD, TFCSD, TYSD, TEMSD, the pay

date, and the 1405 service date. Table 4. shows the service you may credit when computing the DOR.

4.1. Do not adjust service dates and dates of rank for officers on EAD before 15 September 1981

because of the Defense Officer Personnel Management Act (DOPMA), except as DOPMA authorizes.

Continue to apply regulations in effect before 15 September l981 when you need to verify or adjust

these officers' service data.

4.2. Do not adjust service dates and dates of rank for Reserve officers on strength before 1 October

1996 because of the Reserve Officer Personnel Management Act (ROPMA), except as ROPMA

authorizes. Continue to apply regulations in effect before 1 October 1996 when you need to verify or

adjust these officers’ service date.

4.3. HQ AFPC/DPPAOR. Restores service data to the member’s original data before separation or

discharge when a court order or the Air Force Board for Correction of Military Records directs reinstatement

to active duty.

4.4. In computing the TFCSD of USAFR officers, begin with the date they accepted a commission.

For ANG officers, start with date of Federal recognition.

4.5. Use Table 1., rules 13 and 14, to determine the DIEUS and DIERF dates.

4.6. In changing service dates for airmen because of lost time (Department of Defense Financial Management

Regulation (DoDFMR), 7000.14-R, paragraph 10110):

4.6.1. Adjust the TAFMSD, TEMSD (master sergeant and senior master sergeant only), and pay

date by the number of days lost (see paragraph 4.6.).

4.6.2. Adjust the date of separation (DOS), if no projected extensions exist, and the expiration

term of service (ETS), if applicable, on a day-for-day basis. If a person has any projected extensions,

adjust the DOS in whole months according to the adjusted ETS.

4.7. In converting months into days and days into months, consider each month as 30 days (including

February).

4.8. In subtracting inclusive dates, add 1 day to the remainder.

4.9. If a computed service date is 30 February, record it as 1 March. If a computed service date is 29

February, record it as 29 February, even if the year is not a leap year. See following EXAMPLE.

4.10. In computing service between two dates, change the ending date to 30 if it is the last day of the

month and it is other than 30. Change 28 Feb to 30 unless it is a leap year. In a leap year change 29

February to 30, do not change 28 February. Never change the beginning date. NOTE: If beginning

and ending date is 31, subtract and add 1 day to the remainder.

4.11. If a member enters on EAD while on a tour of active duty for training (ADT), or active duty

(AD), or on the day after the last day of the ADT or AD tour, do not show a break in active service.

Consider TAFMSD and TAFCSD as the first day of the tour and backdate them by previous creditable

service.

4.12. In computing the TAFMSD, TAFCSD, TFCSD, TYSD, and TEMSD, include all periods of

ADT. For a tour of 30 days or less, count the actual number of days. For longer tours, subtract the first

day of the tour from the last day and add 1 day to the remainder. This ensures inclusive dates.

4.13. The DoDFMR 7000.14, paragraphs 10107 and 10110, explain how to compute a pay date. Use

the same basic computation in computing other service dates.
