CY03 Intermediate and Senior Developmental Education (Lieutenant Colonel and Below) and Civilian Competitive Development Program (CCDP) Central Designation Board Results 

MPF action office is Outbound Assignments and Formal Training.

The CY03 Intermediate and Senior Developmental Education (IDE/SDE) Central Designation Board, held 15-19 Sep 03, selected the line officers, medical officers and chaplains to attend in-residence developmental education during academic year (AY) 04-05.  Though separate selection boards were held, the JAG officer and Civilian employee selects are also included in this consolidated release.  Additionally, officers revalidated for school attendance are published with this release.  In addition to notifying senior raters, MPF Commanders must provide cover letter and copy of this MPFM to the base Civilian Personnel Office for processing immediately.

Primary and revalidated selectees, should be notified of selection/revalidation no earlier than the first duty hour on 16 Oct 03 (Atch 1).  Service school class reporting dates and information are outlined in Attachment 2.  Assignment instructions will be provided via the personnel data system.  MPFs should read this entire package carefully and comply with the instructions in Attachment 3.  A Post-School Selection Checklist is provided in Attachment 4.  Attachment 5 provides general information to reproduce locally and provide to all military primary selectees.  MPFs must retain this MPFM since future assignment actions and future Supplemental Selection Boards will refer to this package for notification/processing instructions.

All line officers nominated to the CY03 IDE/SDE Central Designation Board who were not selected as a Primary Select are designated as Alternates and are eligible for supplemental school selection.  The list of line officer alternates is not included in this release.  The complete list of Primary Selects and Alternates will be displayed on the AFPC web site:  http://afas.afpc.randolph.af.mil/pme.  Additionally, the selection authority for USAFA Squadron and Group Air Officer Commanding (AOC) positions was integrated into the CY03 IDE/SDE Designation Board.  This release only contains the USAFA Squadron AOC selections.  USAFA Group AOC selection results will be released under separate cover.  For SDE Primary Selects who are meeting the P0603B Colonel Promotion Board scheduled to convene 27 Oct 03, their records will be updated to reflect their school designation prior to the promotion board start date. 
Civilian primary selects and alternates should also be notified through their commander, effective first duty hour on 16 Oct 03.  CPFs should read and comply with the instructions in Attachment 6 in conjunction with the list of civilian-selects in Attachment 1.  Additional instructions and guidance for attendance will be provided via memorandum to the selects and training office.

1.  Carefully read these instructions and those contained in Attachments 4 and 5 to ensure all required actions are completed.  

2.  Primary selects serviced by your MPF should have been notified through their commander the first duty hour on 16 Oct 03.  You should now provide each selected officer’s unit commander a copy of the Post-School Selection Checklist with guidance (Atch 4) and advise them this counseling session must be completed within 45 days of public release.  

3.  Please ensure a copy of the General Information sheet (Atch 5) is provided to each military primary select.  Advise each officer they will incur a 3-year active duty service commitment (ADSC) upon completion of the school.  Officers who report for school but do not complete the program (i.e., withdrawal, elimination, etc.) will incur a 2-year ADSC IAW AFI 36-2107, IC-2001-1, Table 1.1, Rule 17 (Active Duty Service Commitments)..  HQ AFPC/DPSFO will send an AF Form 63 to each officer’s servicing MPF for signature.  If you do not receive an AF Form 63, Officer/Airman Active Duty Service Commitment Acknowledgement Statement, contact HQ AFPC/DPSFO at DSN 665-2859.  Officers must have a completed AF Form 63 on file with HQ AFPC and a copy in their record prior to departure.  As a reminder, the 7-day option does not apply to service school assignments--officers who turn down a service school assignment are not forced to separate/retire.   Therefore, do not use the AF Form 63 for the purpose of documenting an officer’s declination to attend school.  Rather, officers selected for school who elect to voluntarily separate/retire must process a declination request through their servicing MPF and Management Level (ML) to HQ AFPC/DPAPE prior to submitting an application for retirement/separation.  Procedures pertaining to self-initiated removal (declination to attend school with prejudice) are contained in AFI 36-2301, paragraph 3.5.1.1.
4.  Immediately notify appropriate ML/MAJCOM and HQ AFPC/DPAPE, by message, of any event or change affecting the eligibility or availability for school attendance of any officer (primary select or alternate).

5.  Specific assignment instructions for primary selects will be provided via MILPDS prior to 

30 Nov 03.  Attachment 2 provides security clearance information for all service schools.  Primary selectees must initiate required security clearance paperwork within 14 calendar days from their initial assignment briefing.  Orders must contain appropriate remarks concerning submission of security clearance documents.  Personnel processing code "PRF" applies.  “NARRATIVE ONLY PRF’s” MUST BE COMPLETED ON THE OFFICER BEFORE THEY DEPART FOR SCHOOL.

6.  The DEROS of officers in long tour areas will be automatically extended or curtailed as appropriate by AFPC to permit reporting directly to school without interim assignments or excessive leave.  Officers returning from a short tour overseas area will be assigned directly to the school upon normal DEROS and will be utilized on staff until class start date.  Notify the appropriate service school by message (info HQ AFPC/DPAPE) of the expected arrival date of all officers reporting to school early from a short tour area.  If officers in short tour areas desire to extend in present position rather than reporting to school early, submit officer's request by message or e-mail through appropriate ML/MAJCOM channels to HQ AFPC/DPAPE and the appropriate assignment team for consideration.  Special situations (unit deactivation or humanitarian reasons) requiring early return to the CONUS ahead of normal DEROS should be reported to HQ AFPC/DPAPE for consideration.

7.  Counsel all selects, upon initial notification and PCS processing, that students who arrive at school prior to authorized reporting dates shown in Attachment 1 may be required to obtain off-base quarters at their own expense until the announced reporting dates.  Only those specifically authorized IAW paragraph 6 above may report in early.  Early reporting without proper authorization will result in the officer being charged leave until the specified reporting date.  Requests for early reporting based solely for the purpose of securing housing or establishing households will not be approved.  Officers who are unable to use permissive TDY entitlements prior to reporting to school may commence permissive TDY as early as the report not earlier than date (after approval by gaining unit).

8.  Remind commanders of their responsibility to monitor the performance and weight standards of primary selects and alternates.  Should the propriety of any designee's attendance become questionable, notify appropriate ML/MAJCOM and HQ AFPC/DPAPE immediately (by message or e-mail).

9. Procedures and criteria 

a.  Procedures pertaining to self-initiated removal (declination to attend school with prejudice) are contained in AFI 36-2301, paragraph 3.5.1.  The member will state in writing they are declining school and have it endorsed by their commander through the senior rater to the MAJCOM/ML.  The documentation must include MAJCOM/ML (Jt Comd) CC, CV, or DS endorsement.  MAJCOM/ML CC (CINC) may delegate to DP (J-1), as appropriate.  This authority may not be further delegated.  The MAJCOM will fax the documentation to HQ AFPC/DPAPE (DSN 665-2336).  As a reminder, the 7-day option does not apply to IDE/SDE school assignments--officers who turn down an IDE/SDE school assignment are not forced to separate or retire.  Those who desire to retire or separate may apply after requesting cancellation of the in-residence school assignment.  MLs/MAJCOMs will forward all requests to HQ AFPC/DPAPE NLT 09 Jan 04.  (NOTE:  Request all MAJCOMs ensure their wings adhere to the 09 Jan 04 date to minimize late notice to alternates.)  

b. Criteria for deferment from attendance for operational reasons are outlined in AFI 36-2301, paragraph 3.5.1.2.  Operational deferments are approved only when unique or exceptionally compelling circumstances exist.  Requests must contain justification and MAJCOM/ML (Jt Comd) CC, CV, or DS endorsement.  Operational deferment requests should be faxed to HQ AFPC/DPAPE, DSN 665-2336 NLT 09 Jan 04, to minimize short notice school assignments to alternates.

10.  Supplemental boards to select alternates will begin in Jan 04.  Alternates selected will be notified by message.

11.  Please direct any questions to your MAJCOM/ML school POC.  They will contact AFPC to resolve any issues they cannot answer.

12.  All officers selected for school must have a Narrative-Only PRF completed by their senior rater, regardless of promotion zone, prior to departing for school.  Reference AFI 36-2406, Officer and Enlisted Evaluation Systems, Chapter 8, paragraph 8.1.2.1 for further details.  

Attachment 4

Checklist Guidance
The attached post-school selection checklist form is provided as a tool for squadron commanders (equivalent) in the officer’s chain of command to aid in discussing the officer’s selection to attend in-residence school.  The goal is to identify early, any factors precluding the officer from attending in-residence school.

We understand that from the initial submission of the AF Form 3849 (PME/AFIT/RTFB Worksheet) to the in-residence school selection process, there will be circumstances that will arise precluding an officer from attending in-residence school (mission, family matters, humanitarian, etc).  Therefore, it is critical AFPC/DPAPE be apprised of situations early in the assignment process allowing ample time to select a replacement.

To accomplish this, request your assistance in counseling officers of their intentions of attending school as soon as possible.  Again, the goal of the counseling session is to identify officers who will not attend school in residence and to quickly select/notify their replacements.  This will in-turn lessen the burden on the losing unit and ease the PCS process for the officer.

We realize this will not totally eliminate the need for operational deferments and declinations late in the process; however, we hope this will decrease the number of late submissions.  If you have any questions, please contact HQ AFPC/DPAPE at DSN 665-2103/2576.

     b. Initiate immediate action to obtain the appropriate clearance required for the school you were selected to attend.  Your MPF has the required information to get you started.  Appropriate clearance paperwork must be submitted within 14 calendar days from your initial assignment briefing.

     c. You will incur a 3-year active duty service commitment (ADSC) upon completion of school.  

Should you not complete the program (e.g., withdrawal, elimination, etc.), you will incur a 2-year ADSC IAW AFI 36-2107, Active Duty Service Commitments, IC-2001-1, Table 1.1, Rule 17.  A completed AF Form 63 must be signed and placed on file at HQ AFPC/DPSFO prior to departure for IDE/SDE assignment.

     d. Should you opt to request release from this assignment due to humanitarian or other reasons, notify your commander and MPF immediately.  Your performance and professional qualities will be closely monitored while you are awaiting school entry.  Notify your commander of potentially disqualifying factors.

     e.  Officers assigned to overseas areas:

          (1)  If you are assigned to an overseas long-tour area, your DEROS will be automatically extended or curtailed, as required, by AFPC/DPAPE to permit reporting directly to school without interim assignments or excessive (more than 30 days) leave.  Requests for exceptions must be processed through your MPF to your Management Level (ML)/MAJCOM and AFPC/DPAPE for consideration.

          (2)  If you are assigned to a short-tour area, you will be assigned directly to school upon your normal DEROS, plus 30-45 days leave/travel.  Early reporting must be requested through your MPF.  If you desire to extend in your present position rather than report to school early, please submit your request through your MPF to AFPC/DPAPE for approval.

          (3)  Special situations (unit moves/deactivations or humanitarian reasons) requiring early return to the CONUS ahead of normal DEROS must first be reported to, and approved by, the POC for the applicable school.  If DEROS, RNLTD, etc. approval is granted by the school, then an e-mail or message must be sent by the MPF to AFPC/DPAPE (info school) to request change of reporting dates.

     f.  If you arrive at school prior to the authorized reporting date, you may be required to obtain off-base quarters at your own expense and remain in leave status until the authorized report no earlier than date (RNETD).

     g.  Procedures pertaining to self-initiated removal (declination to attend school with prejudice) are contained in AFI 36-2301, paragraph 3.5.1.1.  You must state in writing, that you are declining school and have it endorsed by your commander through the senior rater to the ML/MAJCOM.  As a reminder, the 7-day option does not apply to Developmental Education school assignments--officers who turn down a Developmental Education school assignment are not forced to separate or retire.  Those who desire to retire or separate may apply after requesting cancellation of the in-residence school assignment.  MLs/MAJCOMs will forward all requests to HQ AFPC/DPAPE NLT 09 Jan 04.

     h.  Criteria for deferment from attendance for operational reasons is outlined in AFI 36-2301, paragraph 3.5.1.2.  Operational deferments are approved only when unique or exceptionally compelling circumstances exist.  The request should be faxed to HQ AFPC/DPAPE               DSN 665-2336 NLT 09 Jan 04, to minimize short notice school assignments to alternates.

     i.  Requests for release under humanitarian/exceptional family member program (EFMP) circumstances will be processed as outlined in AFI 36-2110, Assignments, attachment 7.

Part 2.  Information for Alternates.  Note:  All nominated line officers not designated as a Primary Select at the CY03 IDE/SDE Central Designation Board are automatically considered as Alternates. 

     a.  Alternates may be considered for attendance at any AY 04-05 Developmental Education school.  Alternates may be selected at any time prior to class start date; however, every effort will be made to provide as much lead-time as possible.

     b.  Supplemental selection boards will convene as required, beginning in Jan 04, to select alternates to backfill primary selectees who are deferred or decline.  As an alternate, you are not required to submit additional information for supplemental boards.   For those alternates who are vulnerable to move in the summer of 2004, AFPC assignment teams will continue to pursue normal assignment opportunities.  Those on assignment will continue to be considered up to departure.  

Attachment 6 
CPF INSTRUCTIONS

Carefully read ALL instructions to ensure all required actions are completed.

1.  The AF Civilian Competitive Development Program (CCDP) Selection Board was held 30 Sep – 1 Oct 03 at AFPC.  Nine SES members considered a total of 111 employees for 64 (primary) quotas to attend a variety of intermediate and senior developmental education opportunities.  Selectees listed are those who clearly possess the greatest leadership potential and who are most likely to be assigned follow-on positions of increasingly greater responsibility.  

2.   Enrollment instructions and procedures will be follow under separate cover to selectees and alternates as well as to MAJCOM and base-level traing offices.  Selection by the Air Force does not guarantee acceptance by the school.  Air Force nominees are responsible for meeting admission requirements and application deadlines.  

3.  Primary selectees and alternates serviced by your CPF should have been notified through the appropriate commander the first duty hour on 16 October 2003.  

4.  Specific instructions will be provided by the Air Force Personnel Center (AFPC/DPKD) to primary selectees.  Attachment 2 provides security clearance information for all service schools.  Primary selectees must initiate required security clearance paperwork within 30 calendar days from their notification of selection.  TDY orders must contain appropriate remarks concerning submission of security clearance documents

6.  Counsel employee on:

a.  Procedures pertaining to withdrawal/declination: 

(1) The second level endorser must approve management withdrawal of employees selected for CCDP.  Notification of this withdrawal must be provided to AFPC/DPKD.
(2) If they are unable to attend, notification must be in writing to AFPC/DPKD through the nomination chain of command, explaining reasons for non-attendance.  If they arbitrarily decline attendance to selected programs, they will be restricted from applying for the CCDP for two years.

b.  Per Diem for Long Term Training  - As per JTR, Vol II, C4561-D, they are entitled to 55% of the applicable maximum amount prescribed for the training location for the entire period of the training.  If Government quarters or mess facilities are available, per diem payable is determined using the lodging-plus system in paragraph C4553 and the provisions in paragraph C4554-A in the JTR.  Per Diem payments for a TDY extending over one year are taxable as ordinary income.
c.  The JTR, Vol II, para C2309, allows unaccompanied baggage for temporary duty of 30 days or longer.  The allowable weight, up to a maximum of 350 pounds is limited to items of clothing, personal effects, and equipment directly related to the purpose of the mission and the locality or unusual conditions of the TDY.  Arrangements for shipment of unaccompanied baggage should be made through your installation Traffic Management Office.

7.  Ensure supervisors are counsel on their responsibilities while the employee is attending PME.   Personnel servicing obligations and supervisory responsibilities do not change.  Time and attendance and leave will be maintained by the employee’s organization.  The supervisor is also responsible for preparing the employee’s annual performance appraisal.  Employees on long-term full-time training may have their appraisal rendered in accordance with Air Force Instruction - AFI 36-1001, Chapter 2, and paragraph 2.6, Appraising Performance Under Other Circumstances, dated 1 July 1999.  Any monetary performance award granted to CSA participants will be paid from the installation’s awards budget.

GENERAL INFORMATION - CIVILIAN SELECTEES AND ALTERNATES

The following general information applies to in-residence PME and is designed to help you get started on a successful experience.  You will receive further information from AFPC/DPKD regarding your attendance.

1.  In accordance with AFI 36-401, you will be required to sign a Continued Service Agreement (CSA) prior to expenditures of any funds.  Employees who fail to successfully complete training due to circumstances within their control will reimburse the AF for all training costs (excluding salary).  AFPC/DPKD will provide the CSA for your review and signature.  
2.  Withdrawal/Declination Procedures:

a.  The second level endorser must approve management withdrawal of employees selected for CCDP.  Notification of this withdrawal must be provided in writing to AFPC/DPKD.

b.  If you are unable to attend, you must notify AFPC/DPKD in writing through the nomination chain of command, explaining your reasons for non-attendance.  If you arbitrarily decline attendance to selected programs, you will be restricted from applying for CCDP for two years.
3.  ACSC and AWC Orientation:  To assist you in preparing for ACSC or AWC, your attendance to the orientation is centrally funded.  The orientation is tentatively scheduled for June 2004.  Funding information will be forwarded in May from AFPC/DPKD.

4.  Passport Requirements:  Funds permitting, all US AWC attendees will go on an overseas field studies trip.  Official passports are required.  Students must possess valid passports upon arrival.  For more info, see AFCAT 36-2223.

5.  Follow-On Assignment:  Your follow-on assignment should be identified approximately six months prior to program completion.  The functional community point of contact, Policy Council Chair (or their designee), and/or Career Program PALACE Team will work with you to identify a follow-on assignment appropriate to the developmental activity.  Unless you were recently assigned to your present position, the follow-on assignment should provide you with progressive breadth, depth, and/or broadening experience.
