FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

FORCE SHAPING PHASE I--DOS ROLLBACK UPDATE

1.  QUESTION:  Are members required to have one of the three RE Codes on file (2X, 4H, or 4I) on their DOS in order for commanders to separate them under the DOS Rollback?

ANSWER:  Yes.  In order to be separated under the DOS Rollback, personnel must have an RE Code of 2X, 4H, or 4I in MilPDS.  If the code expires prior to 15 Sep 04, commanders have the option of placing the member in RE 2X if appropriate.  If the MPF is unable to update the 2X, the MPF will submit the information to AFPC Separations and AFPC Separations will submit the request to AFPC reenlistments.  If the member does not have one these codes on the DOS, he/she can’t be separated under the program.

2.   QUESTION:  Are commanders losing some of the rehabilitative tools normally available to them as a result of this program?
ANSWER:  Yes.  The Air Force is required to get to its mandated end-strength; the DOS Rollback is critical to helping us reach our goal.  Projected separations under the original DOS guidance produced far fewer losses than anticipated.  As a result, commanders are being asked to make an immediate retention decision on personnel who possess these codes.
3.   QUESTION:  Why does the DOS Rollback roster sent to the MPFs by AFPC differ from rosters produced locally at MPFs?  
ANSWER:  The roster sent by AFPC identifies personnel who had one of the three RE Codes on 4 Feb 04 and still has it today.  MPFs and commanders should focus on these members first, not other personnel.
4.  QUESTION:  What should MPFs and commanders do about personnel who obtained one of the three RE Codes after 4 Feb 04?
ANSWER:  Keep working their cases.   Phase II of Force Shaping will provide additional details on this.  However, our primary focus is the personnel identified on the AFPC roster.
5.  QUESTION.  What if the commander wants to separate an individual that is not on the roster provided by AFPC?  

ANSWER:  The commander must give the member a 4H, 4I or 2X code and notify the individual in writing prior to 18 May 04 of his intent to separate the member under the DOS roll back.   AFPC will provide additional guidance for these members when Phase II is initiated.
6.  QUESTION.  What if the commander wishes to retain the airman?

ANSWER.  Take action to remove the Art 15 Punishment or Control Roster action early and then complete an AF IMT (Form) 418, Selective Reenlistment Program Consideration, to change the RE Code and provide it to the MPF NLT COB 17 May 04.

7.  QUESTION:  What should MPFs do if they do not receive notification from the commander?

ANSWER:  Update DOS to 15 Sep 04.

8.  QUESTION:  If the member has served over 4 months of suspended punishment for Article 15, what must be done? 

ANSWER:   Commanders must consult local JA for guidance on remitting the remaining portion of the punishment per AFI 51-202, para 5.6.

9.  QUESTION:  Will personnel separating under DOS Rollback receive separation pay?

ANSWER:  Only personnel that have been in the AF for 6 years or longer are entitled to separation pay under the DOS Rollback program.

10.  Question:  Under DOS Rollback, are personnel required to pay back their bonus?

Answer:  No, personnel separated under DOS Roll Back do not have to pay back their bonus.

11.  Question:  Currently we have personnel deployed in support of contingency operations that are affected by the DOS Rollback.  What should MPFs do if these personnel will not return until the end of Sep?

Answer:  Establish a DOS to 30 days after they return from their deployment, even if the DOS rolls into the next FY.

12.  Question:  Do personnel separated under the DOS Rollback lose their GI bill?

Answer:  Only if they have not served the required time in service of at least 30 months of a three or more years enlistment commitment, or at least 20 months of a commitment of less than 3 years.

14.  Question:  When is Phase II starting?

Answer:  The package is being finalized.  It will be announced in the near future.
