Performs a broad range of safety and occupational health duties in one or more areas of the weapons/explosives safety program.  Performs periodic inspections and evaluations to determine compliance with appropriate occupational safety and health regulations.  Conducts weapons/explosives safety and occupational health surveys of facilities, such as munitions maintenance, loading/unloading explosives, missile handling, weapons firing ranges, combat training, sited explosives storage areas, transportation/handling of hazardous materials for airlift, and/or operational explosives storage locations.  Uses a comprehensive knowledge of regulations, standards, procedures, methods, and techniques to determine compliance with occupational safety and health regulations, modifying or adapting to eliminate or minimize hazards.  Normal to high safety risks are encountered in assigned areas which include industrial shops and operations, aircraft and vehicle maintenance facilities and shops, administrative areas, supply and warehousing, construction sites, etc.  Evaluates a variety of complex, unconventional safety and occupational health problems or circumstances; ensures correct safety and protective equipment is available and in use; and determines risk assessment of the hazardous processes/conditions identified.  Determines and recommends applicable methods and procedures for controlling or eliminating hazards.  Documents and reviews inspection findings and prepares formal reports for dissemination to appropriate parties.  Advises supervisors, and/or safety representatives on appropriate measures to eliminate or control hazardous operating procedures.  Conducts follow-up inspections to ensure violations and hazards are corrected.

STANDARDS:
A. With rare exception, appropriately inspects, surveys, and evaluates assigned areas to ensure compliance with all applicable weapons/explosives safety and occupational standards and regulations.

B.  With rare exception, effectively evaluates and determines risk assessment of hazardous processes/conditions.

C.  Almost always, properly documents findings and promptly advises appropriate personnel on required follow-up action.

Plans and carries out formal investigations of reportable and non-reportable mishaps involving personal injury accidents, property damage, and cases of occupational illnesses covering a wide range of work operations and conditions related to explosives systems, missile systems, and/or weapons ranges.  Assigned operations/areas involve a substantial number and diversity of hazards which include those with potential for significant severity and loss.  Obtains statements from witnesses, photographs mishap scene, records circumstances of mishap and extent of injuries, estimates cost of property damage, and prepares a formal report of findings with proposed recommendations and abatement dates to correct the unsafe acts/conditions.  Compiles and analyzes mishap data, identifies trends, provides manager with mishap/trend analysis data, and assists in developing programs to reduce mishaps.  Uses statistical data to prepare charts, tables, and reports.  Based on observed trends, recommends and implements training aimed at accident prevention.

STANDARDS:
A.  Almost always, promptly investigates mishaps and accurately prepares thorough, formal report of findings in accordance with applicable occupational safety and health regulations and with program safety directives.

B.  With few exceptions, properly analyzes mishap data, accurately identifies trends, and promptly assists managers in developing solutions to problems identified.

Develops specialized operating practices modifying or departing significantly from standard techniques when necessary, based on interpretation of policies, standards, and regulations applicable to weapons/explosives safety.  Coordinates with other installation offices regarding occupational health matters affecting installation personnel and devises specialized operating practices involving diverse but recognized hazards.  Prepares and/or revises standard local safety instructions and guides that are relevant to weapons/explosives safety, storage, and transportation of weapons/explosives and might affect base employees and current or planned contractor operations.  Evaluates safety standards adopted by national safety associations, societies, or institutes; publications on work processes; and current industrial problems and makes recommendations as to local application.  Drafts local procedures or abatement actions for conditions not directly addressed by existing standards or guidelines.  May approve/disapprove explosives facility licenses submitted by operating units for explosives storage and operations locations.

STANDARDS:
A.  Almost always, properly evaluates safety standards and effectively develops/revises specialized operating practices.

Reviews plans and specifications for new construction, major building alterations, and/or changes in installation equipment and monitors project through completion to ensure compliance with safety codes and standards.  Evaluates site plans, layout, and definite drawings pertaining to weapons/explosives storage areas, buildings, and facilities.  Advises as to quantity, distance, and uses of weapons/explosives requirements for new construction or modification of existing buildings or facilities.  Reviews requests for exceptions, exemptions, deviations, variances, and waivers to mandatory explosives safety standards.  Analyzes acceptability or risk involved and approves/disapproves such requests accordingly.  Recommends design changes not included in the original plan and provides technical recommendations to eliminate or control safety hazards in the repair and maintenance of installation facilities and equipment.  Develops specialized operating practices affecting construction matters associated with diverse but recognized hazards and attends pre-construction conferences to brief contractor on safety requirements.  Identifies potential safety hazards to assure adequate fire exits, stairways, aisle space, adequate sprinkler systems, etc.  Randomly spot checks construction sites and notifies contracting officer when safety violations or practices are observed (e.g., improper scaffolding, construction pits not safeguarded, improper use of ladders).  When need arises, stops any operation that is of imminent danger to personnel or property.

STANDARDS:
A.  Almost always, thoroughly reviews construction plans and specifications to ensure compliance with appropriate safety codes and standards.

B.  Typically notifies contracting officer of any safety violations/practices in a prompt manner.

C.  Immediately stops any operation considered a danger to personnel or property.

Provides technical safety training/instruction to supervisors, employees, and/or unit safety representatives on areas such as proper handling and storage of weapons/explosives, traffic safety techniques, proper storage of hazardous materials, common laboratory hazards, and building evacuation procedures.  Prepares and uses a wide variety of formal training materials, such as outlines, handouts, publications, films, exhibits, protective devices, and visual aids to provide and/or reinforce information related to safe work practices, accident prevention techniques, and mishap reporting requirements.  Promotes safety campaigns through oral presentations at local safety committee meetings; and extracts, compiles, and prepares safety articles, bulletins, and pamphlets for local use by base personnel.  Maintains required course records.

STANDARDS:
A.  With few exceptions, properly prepares formal training materials, effectively trains/instructs personnel, and accurately maintains course records.

B.  Routinely composes accurate, readable and factual articles for publication.

C.  Generally presents effective oral presentations.

RECRUITMENT KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES (KSA):
1.  Knowledge of established safety and occupational health principles, practices, procedures, laws, regulations, and current legislative issues as they relate to the military installation weapons or explosives safety program; the requirements, methods, and techniques of weapons accident and mishap investigation, analysis, resolution of safety problems, and formal reporting procedures; and risk assessment methods and techniques for evaluating normal occupational safety and health risks.

2.  Knowledge of communication techniques, principles, and regulations to communicate effectively, both orally and in writing, in responding to work related problems and questions.

3.  Knowledge of basic construction standards, methods, practices, techniques, materials, and equipment to determine compliance with weapons or explosives safety regulations and standards.

4.  Knowledge of standard weapons/explosives training techniques, methods, and materials sufficient to prepare and present formal training and instructional sessions.

5.  Skill in the interpretation of engineering drawings and specifications sufficient to identify hazardous conditions in proposed weapons storage facilities.

Factor 1, Knowledge Required By The Position




Level 1-7
1250 points

-- Comprehensive knowledge of regulations, standards, procedures, methods, and techniques applicable to a broad range of safety and occupational health duties in one or more specific areas of weapons or explosives safety and occupational health (e.g., identifying, evaluating, and controlling a wide variety of weapons or explosives hazards related to the full range of work operations).

-- Knowledge of the body of laws, regulations, policies, and procedures related to weapons or explosives safety and occupational health to sufficiently interpret and modify or significantly depart from standard techniques in devising specialized operating practices concerned with accomplishing project safety and occupational health objectives; and explaining the reasons and purposes for applying measures and procedures, minimizing or abating environmental hazards.

-- Knowledge of physiological and psychological factors sufficient to evaluate the relationship of an individual to the working environment and to motivate individuals to perform in a safe manner and to use protective gear.

-- Knowledge of the requirements, methods, and techniques of weapons/explosives mishap investigation of normal to high safety and occupational health risk areas, to include fact-finding, analysis, risk assessment, resolution involving a substantial number and diversity of weapons/explosives safety hazards/problems, and preparing and submitting formal reports.

-- Knowledge of organizational and communication skills to develop working relationships with diverse military, civilian, professional, and technical populations.  Verbal and writing skills sufficient to prepare weapons/explosives safety presentations/briefings, formal training materials, investigative reports, and safety and occupational health inspections and surveys.

-- Knowledge of standards, procedures, methods, and techniques applicable to construction; sound technical knowledge sufficient to analyze safety design features and specifications; and develop new methods and procedures to identify or control hazardous construction processes and equipment usage as they relate to weapons/explosives safety program requirements.

Factor 2, Supervisory Controls





Level 2-3
275 Points

The supervisor or safety and occupational health manager makes assignments by defining objectives, priorities, and deadlines; and provides assistance with unusual situations where previous precedents are unclear.  The employee plans and carries out the successive steps and handles problems and deviations in the work assignment in accordance with instructions, policies, previous training, or accepted practices in the occupation.  Completed work is evaluated for technical soundness of solutions achieved, appropriateness, and conformity to policy and safety and occupational health program requirements.  Specific methods or techniques used in achieving solutions are usually not reviewed in detail.

Factor 3, Guidelines






Level 3-3
275 Points

Guidelines include agency safety and occupational health manuals and publications, occupational safety standards, textbooks, journals of professional engineering societies, past survey reports, public laws, state and municipal codes, procurement contract clauses, and other pertinent literature.  The specialist selects, interprets, evaluates, and applies the appropriate guidelines to specific situations including modifications and adaptations when necessary.  Judgment frequently must be exercised in applying standard hazard control or elimination practices to different situations.

Factor 4, Complexity






Level 4-4
225 Points

Assignments cover a wide range of work operations and environmental conditions involving a substantial number and diversity of hazards; or a wide variety of independent and continuing assignments in a specialized area of weapons/explosives safety and occupational health that have exacting technical requirements.  The employee evaluates a variety of complex, interrelated physical conditions, operating practices, hazardous human-machine interaction, and serious mishaps.  Assignments require analysis of unconventional weapons safety and occupational health problems or circumstances, and inconclusive facts or data.  Generally, no single approach is adequate to control or eliminate a given problem; proven techniques must be adapted to eliminate or minimize hazardous situations.

Factor 5, Scope and Effect





Level 5-3
150 Points

Work involves the evaluation and analysis of weapons/explosives safety and occupational health problems, conditions, and administrative practices affecting work operations and environmental conditions.  Work efforts affect the quality of surveys and inspections conducted, the adequacy of techniques applied to control or eliminate hazards, and the physical safety and occupational health of employees and the general public.

Factor 6, Personal Contacts





Level 6-3
 60 Points

Contacts include safety engineers, industrial hygienists, labor union representatives, contract specialists, line supervisors and work leaders within the agency, private contractor representatives, local safety council members, and safety and occupational health specialists from other Federal agencies.

Factor 7, Purpose of Contacts





Level 7-3
120 Points

Purpose of the contacts is to convince, motivate, and encourage often reluctant or unresponsive individuals to adopt safety measures and use protective devices; in other cases, contacts involve the exchange of information, coordination of work activities, and discussions to resolve unsafe operational conditions.

Factor 8, Physical Demands





Level 8-2
 20 Points

Work requires regular and recurring physical exertion related to frequent onsite inspections and surveys requiring considerable standing, walking, climbing, bending, crouching, stretching, reaching, or similar movements.  Occasionally, there may be a need to lift and carry moderately heavy objects.  The work may require some degree of agility and dexterity when it involves inspecting construction sites.

Factor 9, Work Environment





Level 9-2

 20 Points

Work involves regular and recurring exposure to hazards, unpleasantness, and discomforts such as moving machine parts, shielded radiation sources, irritant chemicals, acid fumes, physical stresses, high noise levels, adverse weather conditions, and high temperatures from steam lines.  Protective equipment and clothing may be needed, including hard hat, appropriate safety shoes, ear muffs or plugs, goggles, respirators, and gloves.
