Performs minor construction and repair on existing structures involving standard measurements, specifications, instructions, and basic shop mathematics.  Constructs, installs, or repairs items, such as scaffolds, panels, bins, pallets, concrete forms, dry walls, sheathing, and roofing decking.  Installs exterior and interior trim using preplanned materials, such as baseboard, molding, and fascia boards.  Replaces broken or missing acoustical ceiling tile, broken door and window trim, window screens, stairway steps, railings, siding, door jambs, and other damaged wood components.  Interprets specifications, such as work orders with sketches or easily understood blueprints and technical instructions to plan and lay out work.

STANDARDS:
A.  With few exceptions, accurately determines proper tools, material, and equipment required for the job.

B.  Almost always properly installs and repairs construction projects according to instructions and specifications.

C.  Routinely produces finished products that meet established standards within allowable time limits.

Following specific information, locates and makes repairs to plumbing that can be accomplished by removing, cleaning, replacing, packing, and sealing defective parts of utility, supply, and disposal systems, such as dirty traps, sections of broken tile or pipe, and leaky drains using existing routes, openings, hangers, and levels.  Completes needed repairs and hooks up to installed systems, such as water heaters, disposal units, and faucets.  Measures, cuts, bends, and threads pipe and tile.  Caulks and seals such things as elbows, union joints, and tiles or pipes, faucets, and shower drains.  May assist higher-grade plumbers or other workers as required.  Checks operation and performs preventive inspections to small parts and sections of existing systems, such as water heaters, disposal units, and faucets.

STANDARDS:
A.  With rare exception, effectively locates, repairs, replaces, cleans, and/or seals traps, sections of defective or broken pipe, leaky drains, faucets, unions and similar joints, fixtures, and equipment in a timely manner.

B.  Almost always properly installs new equipment, such as water heaters, by hooking up to existing systems following accepted trade practices.

C.  Routinely performs equipment checks and preventive inspections in an effective manner.

Prepares surfaces, mixes and prepares coating material, and applies coating materials.  Prepares surfaces by scraping, wire brushing, masking, spackling, and sanding surfaces.  Cleans, degreases, and removes oil or wax buildup.  Removes scale, rust, dirt, and old paint from surfaces so that coating materials will adhere properly.  Obtains supplies and equipment, sets up ladders and scaffolds, covers items with drop cloths and tape, and performs all necessary preparatory work.  Mixes, thins, blends, matches, tints, and tones coating materials following specific oral and written directives. Applies coating materials, such as primers, paints, varnishes, and shellacs, using standard application techniques and ensures that the coating finish meets surface protection requirements.

STANDARDS: 

A.  Almost without exception, effectively performs necessary preparatory work prior to painting, ensuring surface preparation is free of major dents, scratches, nicks, loose paint, and feathered edges.

B.  Ordinarily mixes, matches, and blends coating materials in an accurate manner, ensuring proper flow consistency to meet specific thickness requirements and other specifications.

C.  Typically applies coating materials correctly so that surfaces are fully coated and free from skips, runs, and drips.

Follows federal and state rules when storing, using, handling, labeling, and disposing of hazardous materials and waste in accordance with environmental standards.  Performs clean-up duties, such as cleaning equipment, sweeping, straightening, and lining up tools and other property in the assigned area.

STANDARDS:
A.  Consistently operates equipment in a safe manner, applying established safety rules and regulations to minimize minor violations and to avoid major violations due to employee error or negligence.

B.  Strictly adheres to safety and security procedures and regulations and promptly reports any observed or identified violations in accordance with established guidelines.

C.  Complies with environmental laws and regulations when working with chemicals and disposing of toxic and hazardous waste.

Initiates or annotates forms or reports, such as Operator’s Inspection Guide and Trouble Report, Temporary Issue Receipt Form, Base CE Work Clearance Request Form, and updates the Civil Engineering Material Acquisition System (CEMAS).

STANDARDS:
A.  With few exceptions, properly uses, maintains, and accounts for all types of hand and/or power tools and test equipment.

B.  Routinely prepares accurate, complete, and up-to-date record of actions taken and assures documentation is properly signed and coordinated in a timely manner.

RECRUITMENT KNOWLEDGES, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES (KSA):
1.  Knowledge of carpentry methods and techniques, basic shop mathematics, and material strengths and applications to construct, install, repair, or modify wood structures.

2.  Knowledge of standard plumbing equipment assembly, installation, and repair, to include flow and drainage.

3.  Knowledge of standard surface preparation and coating methods and techniques; and paints and thinning compounds.

4.  Knowledge of safety regulations, practices, and procedures; and regulations, procedures, and policies related to records maintenance and documentation.  

5.  Skill in operating and maintaining hand and power tools and equipment; removing, repairing, installing, and replacing parts of utility, supply, and disposal systems without more than normal supervision; working from sketches, work orders, and basic blueprints; and measuring, constructing, and installing materials.

6.  Ability to read and interpret instructions; plan and layout work according to instructions; and learn mixing, matching, and toning techniques.

CLASSIFICATION CRITERIA:

Factor 1, Skill and Knowledge
-- A working knowledge of woodworking techniques and basic shop mathematics to plan, lay out, measure, cut, construct, and install materials according to dimensional requirements and specifications where fit and accuracy are within specified tolerances.  

-- Knowledge of woodworking techniques to prevent splitting, chipping, and splintering of materials and to produce products for which finished appearance is not critical.  Basic knowledge of material strengths and applications to construct, install, repair, or modify items, such as frame structures, decking, partitions, shelving, doors, forms, siding, and scaffolds.

-- Knowledge of standard plumbing methods and techniques including a knowledge of flow and drainage.  Skill in installing, checking operation, and making repairs to small parts and sections of existing water and sewage systems.  Skill in measuring, cutting, bending, and threading pipe and tile to replace sections by following existing routes, hangers, and levels without change.  

-- Skill in joining and sealing elbows, faucets, shower drains, plastic, metal, and tile pipes, and similar items.  Skill in removing, cleaning, and replacing joints and fixtures, such as traps, faucets, and unions.  Skill in hooking up water heaters, disposal units, and similar equipment to existing systems.

-- Ability to read and follow specific directions that explain how to apply and use prepared solvents and how to thin and stir coating materials.

-- Knowledge of standard surface preparation and coating methods and techniques.  Ability to apply coating materials so that the surfaces are free from skips, runs, drips, orange peel, and flecking. 

-- Skill to brush out, roll on, and spray coat materials, as well as the skill to apply other related methods and techniques (cutting-in and dip and overflow methods, magnetic applications, etc.).  

-- Skill to operate and maintain hand and power tools and equipment, such as brushes, rollers, spray guns, scrapers, wire brushes, heat guns, putty knives, sandpaper, paint conditioners, hammers, hand saws, drills, routers, power saws, power sanders, tapes, rules, hacksaws, power pipe threaders and cutters, packing and caulking irons, pipe wrenches, and various drain cleaning devices and planes to produce a serviceable product.

-- Skill in working from sketches, work orders, basic blueprints, and instructions to accomplish work.

-- Knowledge of safety regulations and procedures.

Factor 2, Responsibility
Works under the general guidance of a higher-grade worker or supervisor and receives assignments orally or through work orders, sketches, or basic blueprints.  Selects proper tools and determines methods and techniques based on established practice or specific instructions from the supervisor or a higher-grade worker.  Deviations from established practices generally require approval.  Carpentry work is spot-checked in progress and checked at completion to ensure requirements were met in terms of fit, dimensions, structural integrity, and other required objectives.  When performing plumbing work, instructions given provide specific information on work to be done.  Selects tools, methods, and techniques to use on routine work.  When performing painting work, uses coating materials and conditions, thins, and mixes them according to specific directions and carries out the work with little check during its progress.  Plumbing and painting work is carried out with little check during progress.  A higher-grade worker or supervisor gives advice on unusual plumbing problems.  Completed work is checked to see that requirements of approved trade standards and instructions are met.

Factor 3, Physical Effort

Uses hand and power tools and equipment that may require standing and holding tools in uncomfortable positions for extended periods.  The work requires considerable bending, kneeling, climbing, and stooping.  On site work requires strenuous physical exertion when handling heavy and bulky materials.  Work typically requires bending, stooping, crawling, and climbing on ladders, scaffolding, platforms, and rooftops.  Frequently lifts and carries material and equipment that weigh up to 40 pounds, unassisted, and occasionally lifts or moves heavier items with the assistance of lifting devices or other workers.  Painting work may be at extreme heights (such as water towers or tall buildings) that require the employee to be strapped into swing stages.

Factor 4, Working Conditions
The work is done inside and outside, and is usually dirty, dusty, and greasy, with spray and fumes usually present.  May work in confined areas, such as crawl spaces and attics.  In shops, is exposed to moderate or high noise levels from operating machinery, sawdust in the air, glue, fumes, and hazards associated with woodworking and related power equipment including hazardous of working on and around scaffolds and ladders.  The employee is sometimes required to make repairs and installations outside in all types of weather.  The employee is frequently exposed to the possibility of cuts, bruises, scrapes, contusions, burns, and infections.  May occasionally be exposed to the possibility of broken bones.  Protective equipment and clothing, such as safety shoes, earplugs, safety glasses or sun glasses, gloves, rain gear, hard hats, coveralls, respirators, and other protective gear are required, which are sometimes heavy and uncomfortable.
