SUBJECT:  Ceasing Administration of Superseded Defense Language Aptitude Battery 

A.  ALL TCO Message, 3 March 2003, SUBJECT:  Introduction of New Defense Language Aptitude Battery (DLAB) Forms A and B.

B.  ALL TCO Message, 19 June 2003, SUBJECT:  Norwegian, Lao, Portuguese-Brazilian and Defense Language Aptitude Battery Compromises.

1.  Per guidance from the Office of the Secretary of Defense, this message applies to all Services that maintain and administer the Defense Language Aptitude Battery (DLAB).

2.  Reference A introduced the revised DLAB Forms A and B dated 1 July 2002.  The Defense Language Institute Foreign Language Center (DLIFLC) continues to receive DLAB answer sheets using the superseded exam.  Effective 30 January 2004, any DLAB exams that are not administered using these revised exams will not be valid.  The DLIFLC will inform each service program manager of test sites that have administered the superseded DLAB.

3.  Test Control Officers (TCO) who administer the DLAB and do not have the revised exams, shall immediately order them from their distribution center.  Destruction of old components shall occur by 30 January 2004.

5.  Per reference B, only the DLAB Form B may be used at this time.  TCOs in possession of DLAB Form A shall cease using them—do not destroy them.  TCOs shall sePERATE the DLAB Form A from current test inventory.  If possible, they should be stored in a separate drawer from current test material.  Exams should be wrapped or placed in envelopes.  Packages will be labeled with the following notation:


“DO NOT USE.  Test Components Suspended as of 19 June 2003; do not use until further guidance is received from APT Program Office”

A.  The listening components of the new DLAB have two cassettes each, instead of the one cassette the previous version had.  Both cassettes of each form are necessary in order to administer the listening portion of the exam for that form.
