To all PERSCO Teams:

The following is an update on the Air Force Voting Program.  Please ensure this information is available to all personnel serviced by your team.

2004 is a general election year and one of the goals of the AF Voting Program is to ensure all deployed personnel are informed and equipped to participate in the elections during 2004.   

AFPC Voting Website and Federal Voting Assistance Program (FVAP) Website:
The AFPC and FVAP websites contain the information you need to learn how the absentee voting process works so you can participate in the 2004 elections.  The key form for absentee voting is the SF 76, Federal Post Card Application.  The form comes in two versions--postcard or it can be downloaded via the FVAP website and mailed to your state election official.  All states except American Samoa and Guam accept the downloaded forms.  For those individuals who are going to register to vote in either American Samoa or Guam, you will need to acquire the postcard version of the SF 76 from a voting counselor.  Instructions for completion of the SF 76 can be found in the VAG.

VOTING ASSISTANCE GUIDE (VAG)

The VAG provides the information that military personnel need to vote even though they may not be able to vote in person at the polls (absentee voting).  The VAG lists requirements that must be met to vote in all U.S. States.  The following is a link to the 2004/05 VAG located on the FVAP website.

COMPLETING THE SF 76, Federal Post Card Application (FPCA)

If you register to vote using the FPCA, on the form you will provide a mailing address for your ballot to be sent to.  If your mailing address changes either due to re-deployment or return to home station, you must complete another form to let your state election office know where to send your ballot.  If you are in the overseas area and have registered at least 30 days prior to the election but have not received a ballot, you can use the SF 186, Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot (normally only for the general elections for Federal offices, however some states allow the FWAB to be used by military and overseas citizens for other elections--refer to your state election site which is linked on the FVAP website).
